State Rep. Joe Robbins said
Thursday that under his pro-
posed bill to create a regional
hospital district, some South
Plains counties could be forced
to join the enlarged district even
if they vote against it.

And although Robbins said he
doesn't particularly like the
idea, he said there may be
constitutional problems involv-
ed in doing it differently.

Under the Lubbock legislator's
proposal, an election would be
held in the local 24-county area
to decide whether to create a
South Plains Hospital District
(SPHD). Robbins said the dis-
trict would be established if:

--A majority of voters in the
entire 24-county region approve
the idea.

--A majority of voters in each
existing hospital district in the
region agree to disolve their
own districts.

Provisions Outlined

Robbins acknowledged that
counties without existing hospi-
tal districts would have less of a
voice in the decision than coun-
ties with hospital districts. He
agreed that under the proposed
provision, a county without a
hospital district would vote on
only one issue: whether to form
a regional SPHD. And even if
that county's voters opposed the
idea, that county would be
forced to join the SPHD if the
other two stipulations were met.
On the other hand, a county
with a hospital district would not
be at the whim of the majority of
voters in the region, Robbins

Meeting in special session at
6:30 a.m. Monday, members of
the Muleshoe Independent
School District School Board
met with prospective equaliza-
tion board members and made
no changes in the board who
served last year.

Renamed as members of the
Board of Equalization for 1977
include Horace Hutton, Edwin
Cox, R.L. Scott and Jim Young.

Muleshoe Schools Superinten-
dent Neal B. Dillman explained
that the school district real
property values have not been
equalized since a re-evaluation
program in 1958, so plans were
reviewed for changing the
School District and City Tax
values over to county values for
equalization purposes.

He said Bailey County had a
re-evaluation and equalization

program two years ago and have
made their real property valu-
ations available to the City of
Muleshoe and Muleshoe Inde-
pendent School District.

A complete new appraisal of
the School District and City
property values would cost the
taxpayers about $50,000 said
Dillman. He added that the City
Council and School Board be-
lieve this would be unnecessary.
Utilization by the school and city
will allow property values to be
equalized at a minimum ex-
pense to the taxpayers.

The superintendent ccncluded
that a proper notice of the
change in values will be given to
all taxpayers along with an
invitation to appear at the Tax
Office and Board of Equalization
if there are any questions about
the values placed on property.

Board members and others
represented agreed that mem-
bers needed to start collecting
contributions for necessary legal
fees to protect activities by
weather modifiers.

No maximum limit for funds has
been established. Also, con-
cerned business firms are asked
to contribute to the legal fund of
the organization.

Fewer Gobblers, Onions. .. More Citrus And Cotton

Texas agriculture producers are planning a cutback on
turkeys and onions this year. Citrus prospects are up from a
year ago, and the state’s cotton crop for 1976 also shows an
increase.

TURKEY PRODUCTION is expected to be down four
per cent this year compared with 1976, the Texas Crop and
Livestock Reporting Service indicates.

If growers carry out their intentions, about 8,900,000
heavy breed poults will be raised compared with 9,300,000
a year ago.

In the 20 major turkey producing states, growers
intend to raise one per cent more turkeys this year than
last.

Texas total turkeys
produced. About a fourth of the turkey crop in the state is
produced in three counties -- McLennan, Hill, and Bell,

ranks fourth in the nation in

IF YOU LIKE ONIONS, this may make you cry. Texas
spring onion crop IS now estimated at 16,400 acres, and
that is 32 per cent below the 24,000 acres harvested last
year. It is the smallest acreage since 1966.

Cool temperatures and wet growing conditions have
slowed crop development. Harvest is expected to begin
around the middle of March.

Wet weather from October through December plagued
producers in South Texas, particularly in the Rio Grande
Valley.

A SEVEN PER CENT INCREASE in citrus production
for Texas this year compared to last year is now forecast,
based on Jan. 1 prospects. The crop production is now set
at 18,100,000 boxes.

Expected grapefruit production is currently
11,500,000 boxes, up seven per cent from a year ago. The
forecast for production of all oranges is 6,600,000 boxes,
up six per cent from a year earlier

Early and mid-season oranges are expected to total
4,200,000 boxes and Valencia prospects total 2,400,000
boxes.

Harvest is behind schedule due to weather conditions.
As of the first of the year, about 45 per cent of the early
oranges and 20 per cent of the grapefruit had been picked.

THE LATEST UPDATE in cotton production for
Texas shows an increase of 868,000 bales from the 1975
crop.

The 1976-77 crop year forecast is 3,250,000 bales, up
250,000 bales from the Dec. 1 forecast.

Planted acres are expected to total 4,800,000, which is
ten per cent more than a year ago. A 15 per cent increase in
harvested acres compared to a year ago is also indicated.

A significant increase in yield this season compared to
the past two years is also expected. Per acre yield is now set
at 347 pounds per acre.

“I've tried to give each county
as much say as possible,”
Robbins said. ‘‘But I see what
you mean. A county without a
hospital district would in effect
be subject to the vote of the
entire region."’

He said the bill was “‘one of the
most complicated’’ drafted by
the Texas Legislative Council.
He said he'll take another look
at individual county decision-
making regarding the issue.

Constitutional Problems

Robbins said the council may
have written the proposed bill in
its present form because of

possible constitutional problems
involved in giving each county
an independent voice on whe-
ther to join the regional district.

He also said he will seek to
phrase the bill so that the
regional district could still be
formed even if a few counties
refuse to dissolve their existing
hospital districts.

Robbins said the regiona dis-
trict concept would have ‘‘tre-
mendous advantages'' for all
counties in the area, and he said
the intent is not merely to
expand the tax base for the
Lubbock County Hospital Dis-
trict's teaching hospital.

“‘I wouldn't be for it at all if we
were just asking other counties
to bail us out,”” Robbins said. ‘'l
truly believe that a regional
hospital district will be of great
benefit for all counties, and that
it is the ultimate answer to the
doctor shortage and the health
care problems on the South
Plains."

He said a regional district
would have such money-saving
advantages as volume buying
and cooperative administration
for public hospitals in the 24-
county area. Also, he said the
hospitals and clinics would be
better able to share ideas and
cooperate on programs.

4-H Youths To Stud yCitizenship

Four-H youth from across the
state will have the opportunity
to rediscover their national heri-
tage this summer through three
special short courses, says Lan-
ny Bullard, 4-H and youth
specialist with the Texas Agri-
cultural Extension Service.

Each short course is held at the
National 4-H Center in Wash-
ington, D.C. and deals with
citizenship plus allows youth to
tour various historical sites.

The event is called the National
4-H Citizenship Short Course
and Heritage Tour and will be
held at three different times --
June 14-28, July 6-19 and July
26-August 9.

The short course and tour is
conducted by the National 4-H

Old Man Winter's icy fingers
reach even into food news this
week as frigid conditions
continue to disrupt the nation’s
usually orderly marketing sys-
tem, according to Mrs. Gwendo-
lyne Clyatt, consumer market-
ing information specialist.

**Consumers will be forced to
spend a little more time shop-
ping making careful selections
as a result of inclement wea-
ther,”’ she cautioned.

Mrs. Clyatt is with the Texas
Agricultural Extension Service,
The Texas A&M University
System.

She blamed weather for a
possible price hike on several
items -- which will probably be
temporary, and she advised
consumers to try choosing less-
expensive items that still meet
their needs.

Among items currently affect-
ed are livestock that cannot be
moved to market because of icy
road conditions -- along with
vegetables that cannot be har-
vested due to exceptionally wet
fields.

**At meat counters, fryer chic-
kens are in heavy supply, and
they will force stiff sales compe-
tition on currently large supplies
of beef and pork,"” Mrs. Clyatt
said. ‘‘Also, look for great
j ! values offered on turkey parts.”’
@
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In beef buying, usually good
values may be found on chuck
cuts, ground beef and liver, and
sirloin and T-bone steaks -- with
occasional low price tags on
corned beef, the specialist said.

"'Fresh pork features are scat-
tered but primarily will appear
on Boston butt roast, quarter-
loins cut into chops -- and pork
liver. Emphasis also is being
placed on semi-boneless hams,
smoked picnics, bacon, frank-
furters and roll sausage."’

At fresh vegetable counters,
the most economical items in
good supply are dry onions,
white and sweet potatoes, car-
rots, cabbage, hard-shell
squash, turnips and rutabagas,
Mrs. Clyatt said.

Big Fish Award

All fishermen want to catch big
fish and when they do, the
Texas Parks and Wildlife De-
partment needs to know about
them.

Management information is
still being gathered across the
state and valuable data can be
recorded if anglers catching big
fish will fill out a *‘certificate of
fishing merit’' application and
return it to the P&WD

Information that you put on
this application will help answer
questions such as: why do some
lakes provide good fishing for a
long tiem and other lakes do
not; why do some lakes grow big
fish and other lakes yield only
small fish; does fishing pressure
or lake location in Texas influ-
ence fishing success.

Various techniques are used by
fishery biologists in obtaining
the above information such as
creel census and chemical or net
samplings in selected coves of
numerous lakes. Texas has so
many lakes to study that assis-
tance from fisherman is neces-
sary to complete the study and
the *‘big fish'' award will give
this required data.

Eligible species and minimum
weights include: spotted sea-
trout, seven pounds; redfish
(from Gulf), 25 pounds; redfish
(from Bay), 10 pounds; black

drum, 35 pounds; southern
flounder, six pounds; large-
mouth bass, seven pounds;

crappie, three pounds; white
bass, three pounds; striped
bass, 1S pounds; striped/white
bass hybrid, six pounds; chan-
nel catfish, 12 pounds; blue cat,
35 pounds; flathead cat, S0

pounds; walleye, six pounds;
rainbow and brown trout, two
pounds.

Minimum weights now being
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accepted may change in the
future as populations are estab-
lished in additional lakes and
streams.

The award rules require all fish
entered to be caught by hook
and line in Texas waters since
January 1, 1974. The person
applying for the certificate must
have hooked, fought, and land-
ed the fish. All fish entered
must be measured for total
length, and must be weighed on
an inspected scale certified for
trade by the Texas Department
of Agriculture and a statement
of weight must be signed by a
witness.

Additional information and ap-
plication forms are available at
all license vendors and P&WD
offices across the state.

They, the Dr's took some
pictures of Jerry's bruise's. And
called the Welfare for Abused
Children. | talked to them and
they sent someone to look at
Jerry.

They had came by my house
about 2 o'clock that afternoon
and I wasn't home. So they had
looked up Jerry's father, Gary
and talked to him. I had been
told later that afternoon, when
the man from Abused Children
came to look at Jerry. He also
took a picture of Jerry's
bruise’'s. Before he had left I
asked him if I had to take Jerry
back. He told me yes, he really
couldn’t do anything til it hap-
pened again.

If I waited til it happened again
I thought, my son might be
dead! 1 wasn’t going to wait.

I took my son for his own
protection. I don’t know for sure
who did it, but I wasn’t going let
her do it again.

I'm not ashamed of what | have
done. Anyone else would have
done the same thing. But I hope

anyone else don’t have to go
through with what I have gone
through, this passed year.

Having your baby taken away
from you is something 1 hope
none of you readers have to go
through. It tears you up some-
thing terrible.

Having Jerry taken away from
me was cruel to both of us. He
couldn't understand why he
couldn’t see his Mama any-
more. | had been with him since
he was born. | stayed with him
all day and night for 2 years.
And then all of a sudden he
couldn’t see me at all.

Because of several people lie-
ing in the witness stand. And |
couldn’t prove a word.

I love my son, I think I love him
more than any other Mother
who loves her children.

But who is going to love
someone else’s child, when she
doesn’'t even want her own
child? She hasn't and 1 don't
believe she will care of her own.
And I'm talking about Shirley
Phillips. She hasn’t taken care
and ‘‘raised’’ her child, like |
have raised my son.

So why should she take in and
raise her husband’s child, when
she doesn't even stay with her
own child.

Now, dear readers I ask you if
you were me, wouldn't you have
taken your child and ran? Or
would you ‘‘stick’’ around and
let someone ‘‘beat’’ them?

I ran and I'm not ashamed to
admit it. At least I know for
sure, he will be loved and
corrected without putting marks
on him. I think I would beat
myself if 1 ever beat any child. |
love children too much. Pray to
God to punish me if 1 ever
mistreat any child.

My son and I are very happy
together. And I pray we aren’t
seperated again. God gave me a
son for a reason. I hope and pray

that he lets me keep him and
raise him.

I thank this paper for putting
this in their pages. Hoping it
will make some of you stop and
think,

Texas Manujacturing

Show More Strength

Federal Reserve Bank of Dallas
Texas goes into the new year
with manufacturing on about as
firm a footing as anywhere.

At a record level, nearly 38
percent higher than ten years
ago, the state’'s manufacturing
is running over 10 percent
higher than at the trough of the
recession nearly two years ago.

Nationwide, manufacturing
output is nearly 17 percent
higher than at the trough.

But the recession was less
severe in Texas. Even with the
much faster increase nation-
wide, production is still higher
in Texas than in the nation.

Across the country as a whole,
manufacturing is about 30 per-
cent higher than it was ten years
ago.

The difference is due to the
composition of manufacturing in
Texas.

Though petroleum production
is declining in Texas, it still sets
the tone for well over half the
state's manufacturing.

This is the half that equips oil
and gas producers and proces-
ses their output. And as new
demands were put on petroleum
producers just as the recession
was setting in, this has been by
far the faster growing half.

Mostly along the coast, Texas
has the largest concentration of
petroleum processing capacity
in the world.

Based mainly on the once
plentiful domestic supplies of oil
and gas and now operating
mostly on imports, refineries
and chemical plants account for
roughly a third of the state's
manufacturing.

That is well over a fifth of its
industrial production. Nation-
wide, such plants turn out less
than a tenth of the industrial
products.

Scattered across the state are
shops and foundries that make
Texas one of the world’s princi-
pal sources of oilfield equip-
ment, They account for about a
fifth of the manufacturing.

With more effort being made
worldwide to find new oil,
markets for oilfield equipment
expanded throughout the reces-
sion. And though competition
has often been stiff overseas,
much of the state's growth in
the production of oilfield equip-
ment has been for export mar-
kets.

Machinery production conti-
nued expanding throughout the
recession.’ Whetrtit ended, ‘the
state’s output of machinery was
11 percent higher than when it
began.

Since then, production has
continued to rise, advancing
another six percent last year to a
level a third higher than a year
before and two-thirds higher
than ten years ago.

For metal fabricators, gains
during the recession were less
spectacular. Much of their busi-

With the increase in demand
for goods related to petroleum,
however, they held their own,
feeling little more than a pause
in their expansion.

And as they had already
brought their output to a level
higher than machinery produc-
ers, with the same six percent
gain over the past vear. thev
have pushed their production 85
percent higher than ten years
ago.

With refining capacity in this
country short and imports of
processed petroleum suddenly
turning expensive, Texas refin-
cries began increasing produc-
tion just as the recession was
coming on.

At the trough, their output was
nine percent higher than when
the recession began. And with
recovery, still runs have conti-
nued trending upward, advanc-
ing another 19 percent.

Overall, refinery production in
T'exas has increased 29 percent
since early 1974, That was when
effects of the Arab oil embargo
began to reach Texas.

With prices of feedstocks up
sharply and demand for pro-
ducts off, chemical processors
did not fare as well as refiners
during the recession. When the
upturn came, chemical produc-

tion in Texas had dropped 11
percent.

But as adjustments were made
to price changes and business
conditions improved, chemicals,
too, shared in the expansion in
petroleum processing. Since 'the
trough, output of chemical
plants in Texas has climbed over
15 percent.
