In rapid-fire fashion Tuesday 
morning, the members of the 
Muleshoe City Council tabled 
most items on the agenda for 
discussion during the regular 
meeting of the council.

All council members were pre­
sent except Councilman Max 
King, who was absent for the 
second consecutive meeting.

Tabled was a request by Don 
Harmon of Tri-County Savings 
and Loan Association to open 
Avenue K. The request was 
tabled pending further dev­
elopments in the proposed 
Parkndge Addition, which will 
be opening south of the West 
Avenue D. City Park.

Also held up until after the 
first of the year was final 
approval of the plat of the 
Parkridge Addition, as Harmon 
explained to the council a field 
error being found in the 
engineer's field notes. He ex­
plained that the plat will be 
presented for final approval 
after the first of the year.

Following a discussion of the 
possible reactivation of the City 
Planning Commission, council 
members were asked to submit 
names for the nine-member 
board and new members will be 
considered so the board can be 
reactivated by the first of the 
year.

Also tabled was a discussion of 
the proposed leasing of property 
at Edwarcn Airfield for farming.

The proposed runway will be 
5100 x 60 feet and will be 
located just cast of the present 
Edward Warren field.

than anything else has ever
done.

"American Agriculture has 
created much ruckus and called 
much attention to the problem 
we are facing. It's a 'grassroots' 
type thing and like a grass fire, 
no telling how far it will spread 
or when or where it will stop.

Freeman issued as plea for 
merchants to understand the 
problems faced by the farmers 
and to support the strike move­
ment. He said not all merchants 
understand what the farmer 
faces and are reluctant to sup­
port the movement. He cited 
that if the farmer does not have 
prosperity, the merchant suffers 
along with the farmer, because 
the farmer does not have the 
money to spend on merchan­
dise.

Businessmen owe it to their 
community to support the farm­
ers." added Freeman. "Each 
individual should search his 
conscience and do what he 
thinks he can."

He also spoke about the Inde­
pendent Truck organization, 
another grassroots organization, 
who tentatively plan to assist 
the strike movement on Decem­
ber 14. Grocery shelves will 
empty, and store will empty as 
the trucks fail to deliver, pre­
dicted the Hereford farmer. 

Advocating that all farmers 
take their tractors to the high- 
wav . park it and put a strike sign 
on it. Freeman said let the 
people know, something has to 
be done.

Freeman also spoke about 
possible picket lines, especially 
around the major shipping 
points, to picket incoming ships 
ot merchandise, especially im­
ported beef.

Another speaker, a young 
farmer named Gerral Wyly, who 
lives north of Friona. told of his 
struggles to get started farming. 
He gave much credit to his 
young wife. Mary Beth, who he 
said was his other 'arm' helping 
hint farm.
Wyly compared the present 

situation to the situations facing 
the Oklahomans who moved to 
California and their story sub­
sequently was told by John 
Steinbeck in "The Grapes of 
W rath."
Wyly emphasized the he and 

his wife had not been extrava­
gant. but such things as repair­
ing a small, old three room 
house to live in. and his wife's 
assistance "all these things are 
not enough. I can't make 
enough money to buy equip­
ment. or to make land pay­
ments."

At the conference. Thompson 
reported that if the proper 
minerals are fed in a ration 
containing from 10 to 45 percent 
brewers dried grains, the per­
formance grains and rate of 
conversion are similar to that of 
a corn ration. This bears out 
previous findings of the Nation­
al Research C ouncil, he noted.

“ Efficiency was increased by 
using brewers dried grains as

the roughage source in high 
energy diets," he said. P a y ­
ability of the ration was de­
creased when the brewers 
grains constituted more than

half of the ration without added 
minerals.
There is no statistical differ 

cnee in carcass traits when beef 
cattel are fed rations containing 
brewers grains rather than other 
commonly used feedstuffs. 
Thompson said.

--Gypsum should always be 

added to peanut soils.
- I t  is beneficial to allow Cer- 

cospora leafspot to build up at 
the end of the season.

• Peanuts are mature when 
they defoliate as a result of 
leafspot infection.
-Start irrigating at the first 

signs of stress.
-Drying peanuts with heated 

air should be continued until 
kernel moisture contents are 
down to 8 percent.

-T o  prevent mold develop­
ment. peanuts should be dried 
as quickly as possible.
-Runner peanuts are destroy­

ing the peanut program in the 
southwest.

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Grazing Fees-Whats Fair
i P ran lrlu  I d<uihl tl Kait

There's more at stake io the 
Carter Administration's grazing 
fee proposal than a simple 
dollars-and-cents formula; 
there's the question of what's 
right for everyone concerned. 
That includes the rancher who 
grazes livestock on public lands, 
as well as those folks who look to 
the same lands for other needs. 

Equally important, it includes 
the public--the more than 200 
milion Americans to whom the 
public lands belong.
The grazing fee issue is not 

new. For many years, fees 
charged for forage on National 
Forests lands and the public 
lands administered by the Bur­
eau of Land Management have 
lagged far behind what was 
being charged for grazing rights 
on private lands.

What is now is that today we 
have a mandate-the Federal 
Land Policy and Management 
Act of 1976-to protect the 
public by insisting on a fair 
return on resources taken from 
its property.
That law required a joint effort 

by the Departments of Agricul­
ture and Interior to study graz­
ing fees and propose a reason­
able fee structure; one that is 
“ equitable to the Unted States 
and to holders of grazing per­
mits on public lands."
The Key word here is "equi­

table," although I recognize the 
difficulty of achieving this lofty 
ideal, to everyone’s satisfaction, 
in every case.
In this instance, for example, 

the law itself contains some 
apparent ambiguity. It says, on 
the one hand, that we should 
consider the cost of livestock 
operations in establishing fees. 
This could have the effect of 
holding fees artifically low. 
thereby subsidizing the rancher. 
On the other hand, the law 

quite properly requires us to 
obtain “ fair market value" for 
grazing rights. The question is, 
which of these requirements is 
paramount?

I believe that basing the fee 
structure on fair market value 
was the overriding intent of 
Congress in enacting this legis­
lation. It is also the best way to 
reslove this issue-at long last- 
in a way that is fair to everyone.

W at er Imports 
See Problems 
W ith Cities

Water problems in other sec­
tions of Texas may ultimatley 
help see that water is imported 
to the High Plains, Harvey 
Davis, executive director of the 
Texas Department of Water 
Resources, told directors of 
Water, Inc., Friday (Dec. 2). 

Noting the subsidence problem 
in the Houston area. Davis said. 
"Houston is about to fall in a 
hole. This may be conductive to 
a grater statewide effort than we 
have ever had before. We will 
be working on it and. of course, 
you (Water. Inc.) will have to 
continue working on it with all 
the vigor you can.”

Davis, who assumed on Nov. I 
the top position in the state's 
new water agency, said. "W e  
know that the water situation is 
crucial to this area and we are 
going to give it the best we 
can...(It) is not a simple pro­
blem, as everyboyd knows that 
anything about that kind of 
activity."

“ It is inconceivable for me to 
think." Davis continued, "that 
an area like this country out 
here, as important as it is 
literally to the world, would 
ever be ignored with the pro­
blem it has "

fee adjustments. I hope this 
doesn't happen, because delay 
is not a solution-it's jujst delay.
Being a Westerner, I can 

appreciate the sensitivity of 
Western legislators to the con­
cern of the livestock industry. I, 
too, am concerned. This has 
been a really lough year, what 
with serious drought, rising 
costs and uncertain market 
conditions.

But that's all the more reason 
for stablilizing the grazing fee 
situation now, because every 
year of further delay means the 
gap between public and private 
grazing charges grows larger.

Interior and Agriculture have 
been reaching toward fair mar­
ket value in grazing fees since 
1969, when the present regula­
tions went into effect. Those 
rules, by the way. would set the 
1978 fee at $2.08 to $2.15 per 
animal unit month (AUM). Our 
new formula woul work more 
gently than that, setting next 
year's fee at $1.89. with modest 
raises each year until fair mar­

ket value is reached in 1980 or

1981.
So our proposal would soften 

the burden by making the 
increases gradual. In fact, for 
most operators who graze their 
animals on public lands, the 
impact would be minimal, be­
cause Federal fees are only a 
small part of their overall

operating costs (the average 
annual increase would be only 
$60).
The Livestock industry would, 

in fact, benefit from our pro­
posal because it would help 
solve the critical problem of 
deteriorating rangelands.

Under our proposal, as direct- 
ed by Congress, one-half of all

fees collected would be ear­
marked for investment in range 
betterment projects. That's ur­
gently needed now--not another 
20 years down the road. And 
making the range more produc­
tive will bring greater stability 
to the livestock industry in the 

Jong run.
