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Carter says energy policy
will alter American life

WASHINGTON (AP) — President
Carter says his proposal for a national
energy policy will make his
popularity rating plummet because
his plan “will substantially change
the lifestyle of the American people.”

Chatting with reporters Thursday
night as he neared the end of his first
meet-the-people trip, Carter said his
energy plan means ‘“‘some very dif-
ficult decisions will have to be made
by Congress.”

The President said, “I'm going to
take as much of the disapproval and
disappointment of the American

Carter had supported
the measure, saying it would

On his whirlwind two-day trip, the
President participated in an energy
roundtable in Charleston, W. Va
where he said:

“We now have above a 70 per cent
faverable rating in the polls for our

an energy policy on April 20 we will
probably lose about 10 or 15 per cent
of that."

_That was a reference to the most
recent Gallup Poll, which showed 70
per cent of those questioned saying
they approve of Carter's performance
as President, while 9 per cent
disapproved. The rest had no opinion.

Carter said he was willing to
sacrifice some of his popularity
among the people “to require them to
face the brutal facts that we all are
going to have to work together to deal
with the impending crisis ... as energy
runs out’ in the years ahead.

He did say he wahts to provide “an
easy way for homeowners to heat
their homes' and urged investments
in insulation.

The trip that began Wednesday
afternoon took him to Clinton, Mass.,
for a town hall meeting, to Charleston
and then to United Nations
headquarters in New York where he
addressed world diplomats. He
returned to the White House late
Thursday.

Referring to his Clinton and
Charleston appearances, Carter told
reporters: “That's the kind of thing I
like to do. It makes me feel sure of
myself when I go back to the White
House."

In Charleston, he seemed sure of his
moves to cut the budget by scrapping
federal water projects. He declared:
“This will be a major struggle bet-
ween me and the Congress .... I hate,
as a brand new Democratic president,
to have an argument with Congress,
but I'm determined to let the
American people know about this."

At the United Nations, Carter
vowed to end the arms race and to
continue his emphasis on human
rights. Human rights, he said, will be
the ‘“backbone of our foreign policy.”

Consumer price surge

biggest in 2'2 years

WASHINGTON (AP) — Consumer

prices leaped one per cent in
February, the biggest inflationary
surge in 2% years, largely as the
result of the severe winter weather's
impact on food supplies, the govern-
ment said today.

The Labor Department said about
half the increase stemmed from
higher food prices as killing frost in
the South and drought in the West
curtailed supplies.

Food prices alone rose 2 per cent in
February, the sharpest rise in three
years, with fresh vegetable prices
jumping a record 20.9 per cent.

Most other food prices also were up
sharply, including fresh fruits and

coffee which jumped another 9.9 per
cent last month for a total increase of
82.9 since February 1976

Higher prices for gasoline and other
fuels also reflected winter’s impact.

The February price increase,
following January's eight-tenths of a
per cent rise in consumer prices, was
certain to add to fears that inflation
may be worse this year than in 1976,
when prices rose only a moderate 4.8
per cent.

If prices continued to increase for
the full year at the February rate, it
would translate into a 12 per cent
jump in prices. However, the Carter
administration believes the un-
derlying inflation rate probably is still
between 5 per cent and 6 per cent and

Committee increases deduction

WASHINGTON (AP) — The Senate
Tinance Committee today approved
an increased standard deduction that
would mean a tax cut averaging $100
for 46 million couples or individuals

The change, approved without
dissent, would result in a tax increase
of about $51 a year for 2.1 million
single persons

The higher standard deduction was
approved as the committee neared a
final decision on a House-passed tax
cut bill that includes the $50-per-
person rebates proposed by President
Carter.

The new standard deduction would
have no effect on those persons who
itemize deductions, although it is
estimated the change would prompt
6.7 million couples or individuals to

switch to the standard deduction.
Present law allows a standard
deduction ranging from $1,700 to
$2,400 for single persons and $2,100 to
$2,800 for couples filing a joint return

The Finance Committee approved a
flat $2,200 for singles and $3.200 for
couples. That compares with the
$2.400 for single persons and $3,000 for
couples already voted by the House

aberry, an ex-bank executive in
both Dallas and Odessa and a former
dabber in the oil business, grew up in
the gunsmithing trade.

He was born 58 years ago in
Carroliton. His father, Charlie
Maberry was a building contractor,
blacksmith and, you guessed it, a
gunsmith.

His father, a ““powerful man’ and a
“mean’’ fellow, grew up with the
outlaw James brothers in Missouri,
laid cobblestones in St. Louis in 1903,
and moved on to Texas, near
Dallas, where he married and reared
a family.

Maberry has been into gunsmithing
for more than 50 years. But it was
mostly a hobby until he turned it into
a professior. in Midland some 21 years
ago.

“I just never did think the people
out here were getting a fair shake (in
gunsmithing),” Maberry says in
explaining why he decided to trans-
form a hobby into a livelihood.

He is a master gunsmith. Few are

Maberry thinks highly of his
craftsmanship. So do experts in the
gunnery field.

“I make lots of guns.” including
bench-rest target rifles and sporting
and hunting shoulder arms.
Photographs of Maberry-made
firearms often appear on the front
covers of sporting magazines

“It takes a lot of work' to make a
proud-to-own firearm, he says. ‘I
charge for it; I don't give it away."
He may charge $1.500 or more for
crafting a rifle

On the other hand, Maberry says
that he had rather be rooked out of $10
himself than to “‘take” somebody for
a mere penny

“I'm pretty straight-laced,’” he
says. I've just got one way to
run my railroad and that's straight
down the middle of the track.”

Maberry, who claims he ‘“‘works
like a dog and lives like a hermit,”
does, however, make the time to enter
state and national rifle-shooting
tournaments.

Primarily a bench-rest shooter, he
has won more than 200 trophies, in-

cluding a second place in the
nationals
Otherwise, he's either playing

hermit or working in the shop. (The
wife looks after his quiet hours.)

“I could make more guns than I do
a year,"” Maberry says, “but I don't
have the time."

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Castro.reportedly makes trip

to Somalia to push federation

ADDIS ABABA, Ethiopia — Cuban
President Fidel Castro was reported
Thursday to have made a secret trip
from here to Somalia and back in a
Soviet-backed effort to establish a
federation of radical states aimed at
blocking the growing influence of the
conservative Arab countries in the
Red Sea region.

After leaving the Ethiopian capital
for an unknown destination Wed-
nesday morning, Castro returned
here briefly Thursday to be officially
seen off at the airport by Ethiopia's
top military rulers. He then traveled
onward to Dar Es Salaam, Tanzania,
where he had initially been expected
to arrive Wednesday.

The Ethiopian military government
gave no hint of Castro’s whereabouts
during his 24-hour absence from
Addis Ababa. Although no Western
diplomatic sources here could con-
firm definitely that he had indeed
made a secret overnight mission to

Somalia, it was the prevailing view
that he probably had.

Wherever he went, it has become .

increasingly evident in the past few
days that there is a major diplomatic
battle under way between con-
servative, pro-Western countries, led
by Saudi Arabia and Egypt, and an
alliance of radical forces comprising
the Soviet Union, Cuba, Libya and
Ethiopia for a dominant influence
over the entire Red Sea region.

Saudi Arabia has reportedly offered
Somalia an initial sum of $300 million
in financial and military assistance to
entice Somalia President Siad Barre
away from the Soviet orbit of in-
fluence and into the conservative
Arab camp.

The Arab states have apparently
launched a major campaign to win
over both Somalia and South Yemen
to their side. Sudan’'s president,
Jaafar Nimeri, is currently on a tour
of North Yemen, Oman, South Yemen
and possibly Somalia. Some reports

say a mini-summit including Nimeri,
Barre and South Yemeni leders will
be held in Aden to discuss the
possibility of a common Red Sea
policy.

Nimeri almost certainly has the
strong backing of both Saudi Arabia
and Egypt for his “‘Red Sea Mission."
In fact, some reports here say that
Nimeri is acting on behalf of these two
key Arab states to propose that
Somalia and South Yemen join the
“joint political command'’ now made
up of Sudan, Egypt and Syria.

The effect of such a development, if
Somalia and South Yemen agreed,
would be to isolate the Ethiopian
government and consolidate the hold
of the conservative Arab states over
the entire Red Sea region. Already,
they have made clear they want this
sea to become an ‘‘Arab lake,” a
position that Ethiopia rejects as in-
tolerably arrogant and ‘‘im-
perialistic'’ on their part.

'Lord’ Jumblatt's burial
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sparks intense revenge

BIERUT — As leftist Moslem
leader Kamal Jumblatt was buried
Thursday with all the pomp of a
fuedal lord, his followers began
avenging his assassination.

At least 60 persons, mostly Chris-
tians, were reported slain here and in
the area near Jumblatt's ancestral
mountain village of Mukhtara, where
he was buried.

‘“‘Revenge, revenge, revenge, oh
Walid (Jumblatt's son)," cried grief-
stricken women of the Druze sect,
wearing the traditional mourning
garb of black dress and white head-
bands, as the 58-year-old leader of the
leftist Moslem forces during
Lebanon's civil war was lowered into
a grave next to his father and sister,
who were also assassinated.

The killing of Jumblatt Wednesday
on a curvy mountain road near
Mukhtara by four men armed with
machine guns and equipped with a
two-way radio poses a grave test for
the Syrian-dominated Arab peace
force that brought Leganon's 19-
month civil war to an end last
November.

Explosions rocked Beirut Wednes-
day night, and gunfire sounded
throughout the city. In the Christian
sector, much of the shooting was in
celebration of the death of Jumblatt,
who won the Soviet Peace Prize in
1872 and was considered by many
rightists as the one Lebanese — as
distinct from the Palestinians — who
was responsible for the civil war.

Ten bodies were seen lying by the
side of the road near Mukhtara, six
with their throats slit. Nearby, the
hulks of more than a dozen fresly
burned cars littered the side of the
road

Bands of armed men roamed the
streets of Beirut Thursday, stopping
cars at will as they did during the
fighting. But they evaporated once
Syrian troops came near. Areas near
Jumblatt's party headquarters and
sections of the city heavily populated
by Druze, a secret Moslem sect, were

cordoned off by residents.

The Syrians sent an extra 4,000
soldiers into the mountain villages
around Mukhtara, 23 miles southeast
of here, in an attempt to stop the
revenge killings.

Despite the violence, no clear idea
emerged here Thursday as to which
faction was responsible for the
assassination of Jumblatt.

He was certainly hated by some
Christian forces because of the
alliance he forged with the Palesti-

nians. Many right- Christians
had insisted there be no peace
in Lebanon as long as Jumblatt re-
mained alive and a political power.
The Syrians tried to muzzle

Jumblatt because he forcing
the Palestinians to give up their
heavy wea . Even h he was a

Travel order expires today

WASHINGTON (AP) — An executive order that
has kept Americans from traveling to four Com-
munist countries is expiring today and that means
U.S. citizens are free to travel anywhere in the world
for the first time in 27 years.

President Carter announced nine days ago that he
would not renew the ban on travel by Americans to
Cuba, Vietnam, North Korea and Cambodia

The restrictions had been renewed semi-annually
by previous administrations but Carter decided they
were inconsistent with his commitment to in-
ternational human rights

The ban on travel by U.S. citizens to North Korea
was imposed 26 years ago and to Cuba 16 years ago
The State Department banned travel to Cambodia
and what formerly was South Vietnam in 1975; travel
to North Vietnam was banned previously

Technically, only the use of a U.S. passport for
travel to the four countries had been barred, not the
travel itself

From 1950 until 1971, the United States restricted
travel by U.S. citizens to Communist China

Thousands of Americans in recent years have
circumvented the regulations by traveling to Cuba
without the use of a passport and with the prior
consent of the Cuban government.

From the U.S. government standpoint, only
journalists, members of Congress, scholars or
persons on humanitarian missions were exempt
from the regulations

The end to the restrictions is not expected to have
any shortterm impact on travel to North Korea or
Cambodia. Only a handful of Americans have visited

AUSTIN, Tex. (AP)
telephone bill in Texas would go up if
the Senate finally approves a bill to
prohibit separate charges for “in-
formation” calls, says Sen. Bill
Meier, D-Euless.

The Senate gave the bill
preliminary approval Thursday by a
vote of 19-9 despite Meier's warnings.

The measure will be on the Senate
calendar Monday ready for a third
and final vote to send it to the House.

Both the Senate and House quit until
Monday. The House rec after a
35-minute session without transacting
any-business.

“What this bill means is there will
be a $41 million reduction in the rate
award given Southwestern Bell by the
Public Utilities Commission,” said
Meier. “There is no doubt this bill will
cause every telephone bill in the state
to go up a minimum of 50 cents a
month ... They (the Public Utilities
Commission) will have to reopen
that rate case and raise $41 million
some other way."

Meier said Southwestern Bell
originally asked for a $298 million
statewide rate increase but was
granted only $57 million by PUC
because *he commission found that
was the ir amount due Bell.

A part of that decision was authori-
ty for Bell to charge 20 cents for each
director assistance or 1411 “informa-
tion'’ call over 10 calls each month.

Meier said PUC chairman Garrett
Morris estimated such action would
take away $41 million of $57
million raise given Southwestern Bell.

Sen. Lioyd ett, D-Austin, spon-
sor of the bill, did not speak in defense
of his bill Thursday.

Earlier he said the telephone com-
pany charges for "every:glng excest
not having a —and they'd do
that if they ¢ find a way."

“Telephone solicitors are the ones
who make a living out of using 1-411,”
said Sen. Betty Andujar, R-Fort
Worth, “and this bill means they will
be getting a free ride and everyone
else will be paying for them."”

Later, Southwestern Bell issued a
statement saying Doggett’s bill was
““an anti-consumer action” pushed by

organized labor to keep some
telephone rators now answering
1411 calls from being laid off. The

company said only about one per cent
of all their customers account for 87

per cent of the directory assistance
calls made. _

The Bell statement said if the
Senate bill becomes law the increase
expense “‘almost certainly will have
to be covered through increases in
basic monthly rates.”

Other action by the Senate Thurs-
day included:

—Approved House amendments
and sent to the governor a bill that
would prohibit the selling of babies.

—Sent to the House a bill that would
raise probation administration
charges from $10 to $25 a month.

—Sent to the House a bill creating a
University System of South Texas
that would include Texas A&M at
Kingsville, Laredo State University
and Corpus Christi State University.
The House has passed a similar bill.

—Approved 27-1 a proposed con-
stitutional amendment that would
deny bail to felons or those charged
with offenses involving firearms if
they are already free under bond.

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Villain-hero, Peter Townsend,
profits from his old romance

WASHINGTON — In 1955 the curtain went down on
one of the last great royal fair tales. The heroine
dropped the romantic ingenue role and took up the
lead in a complicated psychological drama. The
villain-hero got left behind on the ramparts, pon-
dering the old values

You remember the scandalous story of Princess
Margaret, sister to the Queen of England, and Group
Capt. Peter Townsend, Dashing Divorce. The wicked
commoner captivated the heart of the young prin-
cess, who was then forced to renounce personal
happiness to preserve the public morality

We then had a quick change of eras. The princess
varried a commoner, after all, and took up com-
monly practiced standards of behavior. She fought
with her husband in pubilc, officially split from him
and got herself a new boy friend. The dynasty has
survived it all

And what of Peter Townsend, whose divorce was
such a threat to the royal family he sought to enter?
He is now 62 years old, silvery, handsome and
charming

On the personal side, he has been ‘‘very happily
married’’ for 18 years to a Belgian and says he
doesn't even read about Princess Margaret
Professionally, he continues to profit from the
publicity of his old romane but agonizes over his
effort of ‘“conform to standards of decency,
discretion and humanity’’ while doing so

Townsend has just published his fourth book, a
study of Princess Margaret's father, George VI,
whom he served as Deputy Master of the Household
The subtitle of ‘““The Last Emperor'’ claims it is ‘“‘an
intimate account,” but Townsend is quick to point
out that it is not

Here to promote the book, he acknowledged that he
had not been asked to write about George VI because
of any groundswell of interest i that monarch's
blameless life

Townsend says he felt an obligation to produce a
book that ‘“maintained the proper respect. If it is
admired for nothing else, it will keep to those stan-
dards. I would never let out any secret. After all, |
was trusted servant, if you will."’

The son of a British high commissioner in Burma,
Townsend fell in love with flying at an early age and
had a distinguished Air Force career before he was
tapped, ‘‘as a compliment to the fighting services,"
to be an equerry at Buckingham Palace

“I went clean from the cockpit into the court,” he
said. Serving as a personal aide was "“not a very big
drain on one's intellectual capacity,” he said, “but
one was close to the king, and it was a very enriching
experience." o

At this point one expects secrets, intrigue, ex-
citement, neverbefore-revealed information, gosspi,
intimacy.

Certainly not. If the royal family has turned
relatively informal, Townsend has not

Although he knows that “the royal family now
invites in the television cameras,” he refused to
perform a similar taks. The most he will reveal is
that behind the facade of the modei king was a model
husband and father

In Townsend's description of the king's reaction to
losing his ancestors’ empire — the theme of the book
— “the king certainly didn’t remain indifferent to all
those ghastly goings on, but I don't know what his
inner tho‘l_lih.ti were about himself. Never in my

presence did he mop his brow and say, “Oh, this is
terrible.’ "

Nor does Princess Margaret appear except in the
most casual of references: “She had nothing to do
with the unwinding of the empire."

While he is now working on his autobiography,
Townsend promises that “I'm not revealing any
details” about his romance there, either.

TOKYO (AP) — Tutus
and toeshoes have not
been long in Japan, but
suddenly the ballet is
making itself known here
in a field dominated by
the Soviet Union, the
United States, England
and France.

WASHINGTON — In the diplomatic
backrooms along Embassy Row, the
State Department has long been
accused of “tilting" toward the Arab
countries.

Now, the Pentagon has joined the
chorus, charging that ‘“anti-Israel
bias’’ in the State Department has
torpedoed an important sale of Israeli
fighter planes to Latin America.

A Dbitter, confidential Pentagon
briefing paper bluntly warns that the
international repercussions will cause
the United States to lose influence to
the Soviet Union.

We have pieced together the details
of the highly sensitive negotietions.
The Israelis, trying to repair their

economy, arranged to sell 24
of their histicated Kfir fighter-
bombers to Ecnador.

Because the Israeli planes contain
American-made motors built by
General Electric, however, the
Jewish state needed U.S. approval to
make the sale. But the Israelis
repeatedly were assured that this
would not be a problem. Former
Secretary of State Henry Kissinger
twice discussed the sale with Israeli
Defense Minister Shinon Peres and
reportedly offered his en-
couragement, our sources said

Yet after the Carter administration
took office, the State Department,

with President Carter's personal
approval, promptly vetoed the sale. A
spokesman said the deal “would run
counter te our policy against the sale
of advanced and sophisticated air-
craft to Latin America.”

The Pentagon briefing paper, which
apparently included contributions
from industry and Israeli sources,
calls this decision “irrational.’”’ Such
biting accusations rarely surface
from the private battleground of
executive in-fighting.

““The Soviet Union and France are
certain to be the only beneficiaries’
of the ban, the paper warns. Ecuador
has already announced it will seek
weapons from those countries. “‘if
the Soviet Union concludes a sale to
Ecuador, then it is likely that Soviet
advisors and technicians will ac-
company Soviet aircraft. The Soviet
Union is certain to turn any sale to
Ecuador into a ‘political victory'."”

Ecuador has told the United States
in not-so-diplomatic language that it
considers the ban an ‘“‘unfriendly
gesture,” and threatened to buy no
more American equipment.

Some Latin Americans
are jealous of Cuba

To some Latin Americans, it seems
that the only nation in the hemisphere
with which the United States wants
better relations is Communist Cuba.

Most of the other countries are

etting the impression that the United
tates feels it can offend them in word
and deed with impunity.

Only Cuba seems to merit con-
sideration. Cuba, the Communist
dictatorship that confiscated an of-
ficially estimated $1.8 billion in U.S.-
owned properties. Cuba, the Carib-
bean island on which the Soviet Union
tried to install long-range missiles.
Cuba, the police state that holds the
Latin American record for human

hts violations.

resident Carter, Secretary of
State Cyrus Vance, U.N. Ambassador
Andrew Y and other presidéntial
advisers speak out optimistically on
resumption of relations with the
regime of commander in chief Fidel
Castro.

Yet, at the same time, U.S.
spokesmen make a great show of
cutting U.S. military credits to
Argentina and slashing direct
economic assistance to Uruguay
because of their alleged human rights
violations.

At the same time, the United States
is trying to pressure Brazil into
canceling its $4.8 billion order for
West German reactors and
technology for its nuclear electric
power plants.

Prime Minister Yitzhak Rabin
privately complained about the ban to
Carter during his White House visit
last week. But Carter, who has
pledged to reduce American arms
sales worldwide, isn't budging

NUCLEAR PROPAGANDA: The
difference between the government's
energy officials and the executives
they regulate often is so hazy you
can't tell then apart without a
scorecard.

Some energy officials are so close to
the nuclear industry, for example,
that they tried to launch a public
relations campaign for atomic power.
The taxpayers would have footed the
bill for the propaganda campaign,
but the giant co ations and private
utilities would have reaped the
profits.

The short-lived effort began in
September, 1975, when Federal
Energy assistant administrator
Gorman Smith urged the agency to
establish an office to promote nuclear
power. Ostensibly, the FEA office
would merely analyze and formulate
policy.

But the office secretly drew up
plans to brainwash the public with a
strident pro-nuclear campaign. It
included an all-out media blitz against
Proposition 15, the referendum to
keep nuclear power plants out of
California.

The confidential battle plan in-
cluded sending government ad-
vocates to influence the editorial
boards of California’s largest
newspapers. The publicity value of
radio and television appearances also
was weighed.

The agency planned to provide
speakers to pro-nuclear groups. It
h to recruit supporters of former
California Gov. Pat Brown and ex-
California congressmen to spread the
nuclear message. And it devised a
“Red Ball Campaign’' to argue that
nuclear power is the only clean
alternative for the increasingly
polluted West Coast.

The secret campaign, conceived
under Frank Zarb, also targeted
Oregon, Washington, Nevada,
Arizona and New Mexico for an inva-
sion of film, slides, ;umpflflletsl and
8 hes b agency officials. A
pmcwn a{sot?rnm up to persuade
young children of the benefits of
nuclear energy through school pro-

ams. The total bill to the taxpayers
gr the ad campaign would have been
$200,000,

However, Rep. Sidney Yates, D.-
111., snuffed out the funding for the of-
fice when he discovered it would be
nothing but a shill for the nuclear
industry. The persistent Zarb tried to
revive the office, but his attempt was
thwarted by Rep. John Dingell, D.-
Mich. Although the office was for-
mally abolished, Zarb helped per-
suade California voters to allow
nuclear development.

At the same time, the U.S. govern-
ment is considering restrictions on
more and more imports from Latin
America.

Meanwhile, the United States still
has not lifted the restrictions on trade
with Venezuela and Ecuador that
were imposed on the members of the
Organization of Petroleum Exporting
Countries, even though the Latin
nations did not take part in the Arab
oil boycott.

In brief, from the Latin American
point of view, about the only positive
things said or done by the United
States under the Carter ad-
ministration have been those that
favored the Castro dictatorship, the
most outspokenly anti-Yanqui
government in the hemisphere.

Mexico, Venezuela, the Dominican
Republic, Brazil, Argentina,
Uruguay, Bolivia and other countries
that do not normally make much of an
attempt to antagonize the United
States find themselves menaced in
one way or another by the United
States.

What makes it all harder for Latin
Americans to understand is that none
of the actions the United States has
taken or is talking about taking
against their countries can be said
really to benefit U.S. interests.

Limitations on import of leather
shoes that Mexico, Brazil and other
countries ship the United States will
mean higher shoe prices for millions
of U.S. consumers.

Restrictions on sugar and canned
beef will be reflected in increased
U.S. food costs.

What is more, the drop in Latin
America's dollar earnings will mean
the other American republics will
have less to spend on U.S. goods. As
the U.S. Department of Commerce
pointed out recently, the deficit in
Latin America trade with the United
States was reduced considerably in
1976 because their purchasing power,
that is their dollar earnings, declined.

Even the Carter administration’s
efforts to get Brazil to abandon plans
to develop its own nuclear power
industry with West German help
seems to ignore U.S. interests. Brazil
learned almost three years ago, in
mid-1974, that the United States has
run out of uranium enrichment
capacity. Once Brazil decided that the
U.S. government would not be a
reliable supplier of enrichment
services, it turned to West Germany,
not only for the reactors it had in-
tended to buy from the United States,
but also for enrichment technology.

Brazil, like most other Latin
countries, obviously wants to become
as independent as possible of foreign
sources of the fuels and other
materials vital to its economy.
Particularly when that supplier, the
United States, shows friendly nations
less cpnsideration than its ideological
enemies.

Young in upset

boxing victory

over Foreman

SAN JUAN, P.R. (AP) — George
Foreman, whose brute power has
carried him to 42 knockouts, was in a
hospital today, a victim of exhaustion,
frustration and Jimmy Young.

In a major upset, Young, who lives
in the ring by finesse rather that the
big punch, escaped trouble in the
seventh round, knocked Foreman
down in the 12th and won a unanimous
decision Thursday night.

“It was do or die,” said a jubilant
Young, in a talkative mood over the
victory that put him in a solid position
in the heavyweight division, where
most of boxing’s gold and glory can be
found.

‘‘No comment Howard,” Foreman
told ABC sportscaster Howard Cosell
from the ring after the stunning loss
that severely hurt his hopes for a
rematch with champion Muhammad
Ali, who also used finesse and
frustration to wrest the title from bi
George with an eighth-roun
knockout in 1974,

About 45 minutes later, Foreman's
brother appeared at the post-fight
interview area and told reporters that
George would not be there. A short
time later, Foreman was carried
from his dressing room on a strret-
cher and taken by ambulance to a

hospital.
Gil Clancy, one of Foreman's
trainers, said that the former

champion was suﬂerini from heat
and exhaustion and that he was okay.
Promoter Don King said he felt that it
was more frustration than anything.

But a spokesman for Presbyterian
Hospital said Foreman was admitted
to the intensive care unit. He would
make no further comment.

The victory puts Young in line for a
rematch with Ali, to whom he lost a
disputed 15-round decision last year.

But while Ray Kelly, a young co-
manager shouted, “we want Ali,"
Don King, who promoted the upset,
was talking about matching Young
against the winner of the Ken Nor-
tonDuane Bobick bout in this
Caribbean capital. Norton and Bobick
will fight in New York's Madison

Square Garden May 11.
As for Foreman, King was talking
about getting him back in action as

soon as ible, but it won't be
against Ali, at least not in the near
future.

“I'm not zolng to say anything
negative about George Foreman,”
Young said. ‘““He’s a good fighter and
he can hit. Make no mistake about it."”

But power wasn't enough. “‘He din’t
throw enough punches,” said Sid
Martin. “That was the difference.”

In the early rounds, Foreman
seemed content just to move forward
while concentrating more on rough
tactics than on punching. He would
rest his forearm on Young's neck,
hold the Philadelphian behind the
neck and push him. Foreman was so
rough in the third round, that referee
Waldemar Schmidt of Puerto Rico
penalized him a point for unnecessary
roughness.

In the fourth and fifth rounds,
Foreman increased the pressure and
it seemed as if he might be ready to
take charge.

Before the fight, Young had said
that people would know after five
rounds who was going to win the fight
They didn’t but an indication came
two rounds later.

“I got hurt real bad in the fifth
round, I think," Young said. *‘I didn’t
think I'd make it all the way."”

When it was pointed out that it was
the seventh round in which he was
deep in trouble, Young said, “I can’t
remember.”

With the seventh round only about
15 seconds old, Foreman hurt Young
with a thudding left hook to the jaw.
Young reeled across the ring and for
almost two minutes Foreman

ed after him. But he couldn't
and a knockdown punch.

Young finally got his head cleared
and in the final minutes dominated
action with one-twos to the head as a
crowd of 10,000 in the Roberto
Clemente Coliseum roared: “Jim-ee
Young, Jim-ee Young."”

Dear Abigail: In recent years, we
have become much more aware of
how essential zinc is in nutrition. It is
needed for physical growth and sex-
ual development. It is a factor in heal-

It helps you get
rid of carbon dioxide. And it also helps
you burn up starches and sugars. It is
a vital part of many different en-
tymes—those little chemical boosters
that keep your body's complex pro-
cesses going along at a good clip. It is
even needed for sense of taste

They have discovered a
new protein in the saliva—which they
have named gustin—that depends on
zinc and that, in turn, affects the taste
buds. If you are short on zine, you lose
some taste buds, and the remaining
ones do not work so well

Dr. Robert I. Henkin, director of the
center, says its new method of saliva
analysis is much faster and more ac-
curate than blood tests for spotting
zine deficiencies—and he thinks they
will turn out to be much more

Zinc in diet needed for growth

A number of diseases can cause the
deficiency. One is cancer, which
draws heavily upon the body's supply
of zinc for its rapid growth. Of the
nearly 4,000 patients with taste and
smell disorders seen by Dr. Henkin,
10 percent had cancer that had not
been diagnosed.

But the usual cause of zinc deficien-
cy is under nutrition. You should get
the zinc you need from a varied and
balanced diet with adequate animal

seafood—especially oysters—are
good soures of zine, Others are milk
and whole-grain breads or cereals.
The Food and Nutrition Board
estimates that the average adult
American gets 10 to 15 milligrams of
tinc a day and recommends 15 as the
desirable amount. An additional daily
5 milligrams during pregnancy and 10
milligrams during lactation are also
recommended.

Wind-power proponents answer this
way:

Wind mr(L would not be a total
system _— at least as viewed by pre-
sent technology. Instead, it would act
as a supplement to fossil fuel and
nuclear power . When the wind
is blowing, ills would serve as a
fuel-saver to conserve those
depletable energy sources. It would
be espechllia in peak-load
periods, like summer days, when
extra power is needed.

If windmills happened to be idle
when extra power was needed, the
conventional fuel plants could still tap
into the national power network, just
as they do now.

But that, wind proponents say,
shouldn't ha n often. Windmills
would be at high-wind sites,
places where tesu over a 10-year
period have shown that the winds

Then came the energy crunch of the
1970’s. With rising fuel costs, a modest
resurgence of interest in wind energy
began. Government experts in the
Energy Research and Development
Administration started programs to
re-examine wind power as an energy
resource, not only for farms, rural
homes and remote regions, but for use
by power utilities.

agency's goal is to develop
windmill systems capable of produc-
ing a sizable amount of U.S. energy
needs by the year 2000.

THE GOVERNMENT has
developed two programs: one for con-
sumer use and one for public utilities.
In the utility program, called the
Large Wind Energy Conversion
System, scientists are designing
machines that can deliver 100
kilowatts or more. The National
Aeronautics and Space Administra-
tion built the first such large-scale
model for the agency, an experimen-
tal 100-kilowatt wind turbine
machine, near Sandusky, Ohio, in
1975.

The wind machine, which cost $1
million, looks nothing like the
old-fashioned Dutch windmill with its
four long arms carrying sail cloth. In-
stead, it has two slender rotor blades
resembling airplane wings. Mounted
on a 100-foot-high open tower, it cat-
ches the full force of the wind and can
generate enough electricity for about
30 average-size homes, according to
the energy officials.

While the agency is developing
large systems, it has also set up a
small wind-turbine test program at
Roc Flats, Colo. Last month it
unveiled six machines, which are be-
ing evaluated for use in rural and
isolated farm areas where the cost of
fossil fuel runs high.

Days after they went on public
display, 90 mgh winds toppled one of
the turbines. But the agency officials,
undaunted, plan to repair it and turn
over performance data on each
device to private firms, hoping that
they will find a market and eventually
mass-produce them.

However, there are major problems
to overcome, not the least of which is
economic. ‘‘Wind machines currently
cost between four and five times the
cost per kilowatt of other forms of
energy,” says Donald A. Wiederecht
of Rockwell International, which is
running the Rocky Flats test program

op contract from the government.

Of course, the economic stakes are
higher for large-scale wind power,
and that is one reason many major
utilities have not waxed enthusiastic
about wind-power potential. “The
largest single problem today is that
almost no one takes the possibility
seriously,” says Marshal F. Mer-
riam, a wind-energy expert from the
University of California at Berkeley.

What makes potential users
cautious is, again, the crucial ques-
tion of reliability. Man's knowledge
about wind as an energy source is
sparse. Scientists know that stro:s
winds usually blow in temperate a
polar regions and weak winds in the
tropics; that winds are stronger in
oceanic and coastal areas, and that
winds blow harder in highlands than
on plains.

But winds constantly change direc-
tion and speed. At sites as close as a
few hundred yards, there can be a
variation of 20 per cent in windspeed,
a difference of 70 per cent in wind
energy. Finding the best wind site,
one scientist says, is like “prospec-
ting for minerals."”

There are also environmental pro-
blems and the problem of public ac-
ceptance. It would take 1,000
onemegawatt windmills to equal the
power generated by a single 1,000-
megawatt coal or nuclear power
plant. The giant windmill structures
would perch on towers 200 feet high —
about 20 stories — and dominate the
landscape for miles. Some people,
federal officials say, would object to
them on esthetic grounds. -

There is the question of television
interference. A large windmill could
cause interference with television
sets as far as a mile or two away,
scientists say.

Some scientists have suggested put-
ting windmill clusters in the ocean.

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Langdon calls for all
states to get into act

AUSTIN, Tex. (AP) — Jim
Langdon of the Texas Railroad Com-
mission thinks the United States could
solve some of its energy ems if
every state would “get involved in
proceeding energy."”

Langdon, a former appeals judge,
called President Carter's ‘‘home state
of Georgia an ene basket case,"
with no oil, gas or coal production.

“It seems that they could produce a
little peanut oil, but they're not even
doing that," Langdon said Thursday
at a meeting of executives from ma-
jor oil, gas and pipeline companies.

The executives predicted that the
demand for petroleum products
would rise in 1977 by about 4.5 per cent
to nearly seven per cent.

Most said production would decline,
but vice president Byron Milner of
Atlantic Richfield Co. said new crude
from Alaska's North Slope would hold
that decline to approximately one per
cent.

He noted that oil was discovered on
the North Slope nine years ago, but
none has been transported out of
Prudhoe Bay.

Executive vice president L. G.
Rawl of Exxon Co. said Exxon had
spent $400 million to develop oil
reserves in the Santa Barbara Chan-
nel, “but we have yet to get a drop of
oil ashore."

“There is an enormous amount of
energy which can be saved, and we
must get on with the job,” said presi-
dent Allen Murray of Mobil Oil
Corp.'s Marketing and Refining Divi-
sion. ‘‘But one detects an ercur-
rent of belief in Washington that con-
servation alone can solve our energy
problems — that additional ener
supplies are unnecessary. I thi
there is danger in such thinking."

“Obviously,” he said, “we need
substantial new reserve merely to
stand still. Can the United States af-
ford the risk of placing all of our eggs
in the basket of conservation? The
answer is no."”

““The simple truth is that we cannot
conserve our way out of this energy
crisis,” said vice president J.H. Herr-
ing of Marathon Oil Co. Senior vice

resident Willis Price of Chevron

S.A. Inc. said, “We're waiting —
like everybody else—'' for Carter's
energy proposals April 20.

FEA plans proposed
to increase oil yield

WASHINGTON — At the urging of
California oil producers, the Federal
Energy Administration Thursday
proposed a new regulation that would
stimulate California oil production
but probably raise West coast oil
product Jrlm by an average one-
quarter of a cent a gallon,

The p I, which will be the
subject 3 public hea s next
month, would give refiners a financial
incentive for using heavy California
crude oil rather n lighter, more
expensive imported oil.

ut West Coast consumers could be
paying $100 million to $200 million
more a year for oll products if the new
rule is passed, the FEA said. Public
hearings will be held April 14 and 15 in
San Francisco and Wash n, D.C.

The incentive is needed because
there is a glut of low gravity, high
sulfur oil on the West Coast, Rep.
Mark Hannaford (D-Calif.) said.

Hannaford said he approved of the
FEA proposal because ““it makes it 54
cents more attractive to purchase
domestic oll and 54 cents less at-
tractive to purchase foreign oil.

Under FEA's new proposal,
refineries in California Alaska,
Arizona, Nevada, Oregon and
Washington would receive a 54-cent-
per-barrel bonus — technically called
an FEA eotitlement — for using
California crude oil.

Noting that this price adjustment
would be only a short-term solution to
the problem of marketing heavy
California crude oil, the FEA

proposed two other regulation,

changes Thursday.
Petroleum price regulations might

be changed so refiners could more
easily pass on the capital costs of
modifying their refineries to handl
the heavy crude, the FEA |

Under another 1, California
oll producers might be allowed to
export their heavy crude oil without
paying the present FEA b’eﬂ“
penalty. Or they might be able to
exchange their heavy oll for lighter
imported crude oil.

California crude oil, hard to market
because it is used in fewer ucts
and is more difficult to than
lighter crude from Texas or other
areas, has long carried a price
penalty in the FEA's entitiement
system.

Hannaford, whose Long Beach,
Calif., district contains several large
producing ofl fields, has argued that
new refining technologies have
narrowed the difference in value
between the heavy crude and the
lighter crude.

Congress passed a law in August
that helped raised the price ¢ on
California crude, but marketing
pressures have kept the price below
that ceiling, the FEA said Thursday
when it made the three als.

The 54-cent-a-barrel ent “is
an attempt by FEA to allow the prices
to reach their allowable ceilings, soas
to provide an incentive for incre ased
domestic crude oil production,” the
FEA's announcemant sald.

West Coast crude oil now accounts
for only about a third of the crude
processed by West Coast refineries,
according to an FEA spokesman.
Consumer prices are expected to go
up under new proposal because
refineries still purchase large

quantities of imported oil.

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[Saccharin plan
prompts angry
public reaction

WASHINGTON — You can tell Americans to spend
a Thanksgiving or two without cranberries, you can
make them avoid a certain brand of canned
vichyssoise, you can coax them to turn their ther-
mostats down and you can try luring them into fuel-
saving car pools.

But can you, in the name of all that’s flabby, take
away their Tab cola?

There are signs that you can’t. The American peo-
ple are not taking the government-announced plan to
ban the artificial sweetener, saccharin, lightly. They
are taking it heavily. They are bombarding the Food
and Drug Administration (FDA) with angry phone
calls and some are be to hoard sugar-free
soft-drinks and artificial sweeteners.

“Let yourself be heard!" urged an anti-FDA, two-
page ad in Sunday newspapers, paid for by the diet
food industry's Calorie Control Council. But the
American people don’t need to be told to be heard.
Ask the folks at the FDA, where the decision to pro-
pose a ban was announced last week.

“This saccharin business has stimulated more
calls than we've ever received on a single subject
that I can recall,” Wayne Pines of the FDA's Bureau
of Foods said this week. ““The phone is just ringing
off the hook. Wait, here comes another one. Hold on
for a second.”

People have actually wept on the phone, says the
FDA's Emil Corwin, but most of them are angry and,
like a particularly furious, recent caller from Texas,
many of them are diabetics restricted to minimal
sweets or have diabetics in the family.

Many others, however, are just fat Americans who
rely on Tab, Diet-Pepsi, and other diet sodas to hold
their weight down. Americans consume 5 million
pounds of saccharin yearly, 70 per cent of it in soft
drinks.

The FDA has opened a Pandora’s box and fallen in-
to a fine kettle of fish.

“One diabetic called from Jacksonville, Fla., and
said he was a personal friend of Jimmy Carter's,”
says Pines. ‘‘He was especially furious. I sent him a
copy of the law that was the basis for this action. Con-
gress passed the law, we didn't.”

The law states that any food additive causing
cancer in humans or laboratory animals must be
banned. Researchers fed lab rats saccharin
equivalent to an 800-can daily intake of diet soda for a
human lifetime. Some rats developed bladder
tumors.

There has been no evidence of human cancer
developing as a result of saccharin.

Nor have their been any cases of humans develop-
ing cancer of the rat's bladder. Most humans have
human bladders. No rats do.

Pines said the FDA is aware of the argument that
if you feed enough of anything to a rat, the rat will get
sick. “‘But it is a popular misconception that if one
feeds anything in large quantities to an animal it will
get cancer,” he said. ““Even water in large enough
quantities can make people ill, but it doesn’t cause
cancer."”

Still, Americans are not taking this lying down.
They are taking it standing up behind shopping carts
and raiding food stores for diet drinks and artificial
sweetners containing saccharin, even though the ban
cannot possibly take effect, by FDA estimate, until
July 9 at the earliest

“It appears that people are overbuying on sac-
charin and saccharin-related products,’ said
Safeway spokesman Ernie Moore. ‘“‘Over-buying’’
sounded like a euphemism for hoarding. “Yes, it ap-
pears that people are hoarding,”” Moore conceded.
““And it's not surprising.”

But Barry Scher of Giant food stores here was anx-
jous to prevent a saccharin panic, a run on Tab, a
Diet-Rite dementia. He said there was “heightened
business activity'’ on saccharin-containing products
but he wanted to avoid any self-fulfilling hoarding
prophecies

“The last thing we want is another toilet paper
scare,” said Scher. He was referring to the brief
1973-74 flurry of toilet paper hoarding that resulted

| from rumors that America was about to run short.

The diet soda rush could make that toilet paper
panic look like a slow boat to China. Dieters as well
as diabetics depend on Tab cola or its competitors
not only as adjuncts to low-calorie regimens but also
as the all-purpose elixir that washes away,
ceremonially at any rate, over-consumption tran-
sgressions in other areas. There used to be people,
for instance, who drank Metrecal with a full, fatten-
ing lunch just because of the psychological, guilt-
reducing effects

The FDA's Pines admitted that he is partial to Diet
7-Up and Diet Pepsi. But, he insisted, ““I don’t think I
need them, really.”

He also pointed out that there is as yet no official
ban on saccharin or foods which contain it. Within 30
days the FDA will propose a ban. Then there will be
60 days of “‘public comment’’ and a public hearing.

So that the very soonest a ban could take effect,
Pines said, is July 9. “If people want to stock up.
that'd be the time todoit,”" he said.

Concorde noise
irks Frenchmen

PARIS — A committee of Frenchmen living near
Roissy Airport north of Paris has urged the banning
of Concorde landings in New York in order to “shake
public opinion” from its apathy about airport noise.
the group's president explained.

A letter calling the supersonic Concorde ‘‘the
world’s noisiest aircraft’ was sent to New York air-
port authorities Wednesday by a committee of people
living within 15 miles of Roissy Airport.

The committee was formed in 1969 shortly after
Roissy was opened. So far the group's crusade
against jet noise has resulted only in a recommenda-
tion by the legislature of the Val d’Oise distriet north
of Paris that night flights be banned.

Committee president Andre Liblin complained
that it has been noisier around the new airport than
shown by the noise-level map drawn from official
decibel measurements.

The committee petitioned a Paris court last Oc-
tober to have experts check on the noise nuisance

and possible property damage ¢aused by aircraft. '

Milk support
increase seen

WASHINGTON Agriculture
Secretary Bob Bergland is expected
to urge President Carter to raise the
government’s milk support level by 74
cents, a move that could raise retail
prices by a few cents.

Bergland has settled on three op-
tions for raising the support price,
sources said, and any notion of
maintaining or lowering it has been
rejected. At the same time, a much
larger increase, as sought by some
members of Congress, has also been
discarded.

The current support level for milk is
$8.26 for each 100 pounds. Of three
possible increases, Bergland is said to
favor one setting a new support level
of $9 for each 100 pounds. Since far-
mers are currently selling at the
support level, any increase could
raise retail prices unless dairies and
stores absorbed it. An Agriculture
Department source said such a rise
“definitely would'’ boost prics while a
congressional source said “it it now a
given."”

The $9 level is within the range
supported by Carter during his
presidential campaign, but it is more
than that sought by one dairy group,
the National Milk Producers
Federation. The recommendation
also goes against that of the Council
on Wage and Price Stability, which
urged a reduction.

An unexpected rise in milk
production last year has depressed
prices being pdid to farmers. As a
result, the government is purchasinos
an estimated $330 million worth
butter, cheese and non-fat dry milk
this year to prop up dairy prices
according to the Agriculture
Department. The products are used in
domestic and foreign food-aid
programs. .

The Congressional Budget Office
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estimates that those purchases would
rise to a maximum $552.5 million in
the coming 12 months if supplies are
so abundant that the government
must make purchases.

One source said of the possible rise
in consumer prices that if farmers
don’t get help now, milk production
will be decreased, leading to a
possible tight market later, as in 1973
and 1974. Then, prices shot up.

Bergland has characterized such
agricultural swings between boom
and bust as economic disasters for
producers and consumers.

““All we are trying to do is stabilize
the market,” said a congressional
source involved in the process. ‘“This
way ($9), no one gets cheated. The
dairy farmer stays in business, and
the consumer does not get ripped off."

The law requires that milk pirices be
supported to assure an adequate
supply now and in the future. That
minimum support is achieved
through government purchases, if
necessary, designed to create a
market price.

The support level, by law, m ust be
between 75 and 90 per cent of parity.
Parity is an index of farmers’ pur-
chasing power in the years 1910-14.
Thus, a parity level of 90 per cent
assures a dairy farmer of 90 per cent
of that 1910-14 purchasing power, with
some adjustments since then.

The three alternatives Bergland is
said to be sending to the White House
are 80 per cent, 85 per cent and the one
he favors — a 82.5 per cent. With a
current parity index of $10.84, price
support levels would be $8,67, $9 and
$9.21 for the three suggestions. The

current support level of $8.26 is 76 per
cent of parity.
During his campaign, Carter said

he would have signed a bill vetoed by
President Ford mandating an 85 per
cent parity level.
