Easter Basket Cake
A fluffy Angel Food Cake 
with Creamy Butter Frost- 
ins
1 cup sifted cake flour 
I'/i cups Imperial Granu­
lated Sugar,  divided 
l/i teaspoon salt 
l '/i cups egg whites (10 or 
12)
1 Teaspon cream of tarter 
1 teaspoon vanilla extract 
1 teaspoon almond extract

All ingredients must  be 
at room temperature and 
all equipment  must be 
free of grease (if in doubt,  
wash utensils and pan with 
soap). Preheat oven to 325 
degrees  F.

Sift flour with 3/4 cup 
Imperial Granulated Su­
gar. Add salt to egg whites 
and beat until foamy. 
Sprnkle cream of tarter on 
egg whites and continue 
beating until peaks are 
stiff but not dry.

HANDLE

Make handle of pipe 
cleaners or cost hanger.  
Wrap with several strips of 
aluminum foil. Then wrap 
with pastel yellow ribbon, 
securing ribbon with cello­
phane tape. Tie pink rib­
bon on top. Press handle 
into top of basket cake.

Grow Your Own 
Garden Transplants

Get  your apring g a r ­
den off to a good start  by 
growing your own trans- 
planta indoors,  suggests  
Spencer Tanksley,  county 
agen t  with the Texas Agri­
cultural Extension Service, 
Texas AAM University Sy­
s tem.

The key to using t rans ­
plants  successfully is to 
plant seed so the young 
plants will be ready to set  
out when your garden is 
ready and weather  condid- 
itions are favorable.

For the bes t  survival and 
quick recovery after p lant ­
ing in the garden,  t rans ­
plants should be young,  
s turdy and in good nutri ­
tional condition.

Usually four to six weeks 
is sufficient t ime to grow 
must  t ransplants ,  notes 
Tanksley.  Vine crops take 
two to three weeks  to 
develop two to three true 
leaves while lettuce takes 
three to four weeks.  Tom ­
atoes need five to seven 
weeks to reach t ransplan t ­
ing stage.  These t ime re ­
quirements  are at the re- 
comended day t em pera ­
ture of about  75 degrees  F. 
and a night temperatu re  of 
60 degrees .  F.

To determine planting 
time for most t ransplants,  
figure buck four to six 
weeks from the average 
last spring frost date in 
Bailey County, which is 
around April 20.

Some transplants such 
as cabbage,  broccoli, let­
tuce, green onions and 
spinach can be set in the 
garden four to six weeks 
before the last frost date.

When starting plants 
indoors, Tanksley s u g ­
gests using s soilless or 
synthetic soil mix available 
at garden centers or nu r­
series.

Seed can be started in 
almost any type container 
such as flower pots, milk 
cartons or cake pans.  Be 
sure the container has 
holes for adequate dra in­
age.  Other popular con­
tainers are seed flats, peat 
pots and peat cubes  or 
pellets.

Once you’ve got the 
needed materials and 
planting time is at hand,  
fill the containers with the 
synthetic mix, firm it in 
well and then water thor­
oughly. Space the seed 
evenly, cover lightly and 
water again.

To improve ger mina­

tion, Tanksley suggests  
slipping the container into , 
a plastic bag and placing it 
in an area at room t e m p e r ­
ature but  out of direct 
sunlight.  Remove the  bag 
when the seed first sprout  
and place the container oin 
and place the container in 
sunlight.

Once the container has 
been removed from the 
plastic bag,  add water to 
maintain good moisture.  
Frequent  watering will be 
necessary but  use care to 
avoid saturation After 
plants have two to three 
true leaves, they may need 
watering daily.

When plants are of ad e ­
quate size and outside 
conditions are suitable for 
plant growth,  t ransplant  
them into the garden area 
and you’ve got a jump on 
the planting season,  says 
Tanksley.

High Plains agriculture 
may be on the verge of a 
possible breakthrough in 
plant water conservation 
with the application of a 
new class of growth re g u ­
lators to the old job of 
making plants more water 
use efficient. Results of 
initial research at the 
Texas Agricultural  Exper­
iment  Station in Lubbock, 
applying a new group of 
plant growth regulators in 
cotton to study their 
influence on water re la­
tions and yeilds, indicate 
that  the t rea ted cotton 
s t ressed less and produced 
a shorter plant with a 
smaller amount  of leaf 
surface with resulted in a 
reduced rate of
evapo-t ranspi ration.  The 
t reated cotton increased 
yield and made slightly 
bet ter  staple length and 
fiber than the untrea ted 
cotton.

The study began in 1979 
to determine the effect of 
P1X, a plant growth re g u ­
lator, on the water re la­
tions and yield cotton 
under the three moisture 
levels of dryland,  low and 
high irrigation. Results 
were so promising that the 
High Plains Water
District 's Board of Direc­
tors has agreed to fund two 
additional plant growth 
regulator studies on cotton 
and grain sorghum by 
TAES. The Directors 
committed a total of 34 
thousand dollars to the 
new research effort.

One grant  of 14
thousand dollars will s u p ­
port work to measure the 
performance of PIC in 
cotton under  field condi­
tions on producers’ farms.  
This on-farm study phase 
of the research follows a 
year of District supported 
test plot work looking at 
the influence of PIX on 
water relations and yields 
in cotton at the research 
station. This second phase 
field application study is 
an a t tempt to cut the l a g 1 
time between basic
research and product av­
ailability to the producer.  
PIX is not approved for 
growers,  but has been 
conditionally cleared for

on-farm test plots.
Directors also funded a 

20 thousand dollar re ­
search proposal to
examine another plant

growth regulator,  BAS 105 
00 W , on grain sorghum in 
research plots at the Lub­
bock station under  dry­
land, limited and full irri­
gation, again,  in order to 
examine its influence on 
water relations and yields.

Growth regula tors  have 
been around since the 
1920’s as a natural  or 
synthetic compound ap­
plies directly to a plant in 
small concentrations to 
enhance yields, improve 
quality or facilitate ha r­
vesting.

ficiently. PIX proved ef fe­
ctive in controlling v ege ­
tative growth of cotton and 
showed potential for 
increasing cotton maturity 
and yield. Data also con­
firmed that the plant grow­
th regulated cotton showed 
less stress.  PIX cotton was 
shorter,  had a decreased 
leaf area and lost less 
water to evapo- t ranspi ra­
tion.

There was little differ­
ence in the amount  of 
water used by the t reated 
and untrea ted  plots, but  a 
significant difference in 
the productivity of that 
water.  The value of the 
yield per acre as est imated 
at loan values on the PIX 
cotton increased by $19 
per acre in both the 
dryland and irrigated 
t rea tments.  The t reated 
plots produced a slightly 
increased staple length 
and yield and put on more 
white cotton than the un ­
t reated plots.

Dr. Charles Wendt,  
TAES plant soil scientist 
conducting the research,  
believes there is t rem en­
dous potential for maximi­
zing plant water use 
efficiency with these com­
pounds.  However he says, 
“ we will have to know 
under  what  specific con­
ditions a plant growth 
regulator will work more 
than any other chemical. 
Right now it seems to 
respond bes t  during 
periods of stress and under 
ext reme wet conditions, 
but not in between.  There 
will be a place relative to 
water conditions where 
plant growth regulators 
will do well. We just have 
to find i t .”

Reagan—His Time?

In Washington and elsewhere a number of Republi­
can political figures are currently saying it’s time the 
party gave Ronald Reagan his chance to run for the 
presidency. They were saying this even before Presi­
dent Ford announced he would not be a candidate. 
They were saying this before Reagan’s recent victory in 
Illinois.

The bar thus far to Reagan’s hopes has been 
twofold, that he is too old and that he can’t win a 
national election. This latter consideration may have 
prevented his nomination in 1976. Why' do some that 
favored Ford in 1976 now think Reagan deserves his 
chance? Do they feel Reagan is more electable now 
than in 1976, when he was four years younger.

They believe Reagan deserves the nomination in 
part because he has been working toward this goal for 
years now, has won more delegates than anyone else, 
and was denied his party’s nomination only by a close 
margin in 1976. Is R eagan’s likely nominat ion,  
nevertheless, another evidence of the Republican Patty 
nominating a conservative candidate it likes rather than 
a candidate who can win?

Reagan’s answer is that he won handily in 
California, where Democrats outnumber Republicans 
two to one. He also believes a genuine contrast between 
candidates is more likely to produce a Republican 
victory than a contest between a moderate and Mr. 
Carter, also a moderate. He doesn’t see his nomination 
as comparable to 1964.

Who is right? Certainly the 1964 race was a GOP 
shambles. President Johnson inundated conservative 
Barry Goldwater. And former President Ford recently 
said he fears Reagan can’t win in November, because 
he won’t receive enough of the independent and 
moderate vote from the Middle.

Yet there are differences between now and 1964. 
President Johnson had been in office only a year. Mr. 
Carter is finishing a full four-year term. Senator 
Goldwater was feared partly because of his alleged 
hawkish inclination during a limited war in Vietnam. 
There is no war today. Goldwater, also, was suspect in 
being half Jewish, because of already one-sided U.S. 
Middle East policies and growing differences with 
Arab, oil-producing countries. Reagan is a gentile.

Reagan is also better known across the country afte' 
years of campaigning. Finally, Reagan benefits from 
the more obvious conservative trend in the nation and 
world today, especially in the economic sphere- where 
liberal, overspending and inflation are now unquestion­
ably the number-one issue

In short, it may be that Reagan can, after all, win a 
national election. The majority might be ready for a fis­
cal conservative and a no-nonsense balance-the-budget 
president, plus stronger foreign and defense policies. 
That’s why Reagan is likely to be nominated in Detroit.

The Anderson Bubble
The recent surge of interest in John Anderson, the 

Illinois Congressman, among Republican and crossover 
voters in recent primaries, shouldn’t fool anyone that 
the inflexible liberal has a real chance at the Republican 
nomination.

Like the fallen John Connally, Howard Baker, etc., 
Anderson has almost no chance to receive the 
nomination. He has been turned to, as others have 
faded, but realistically, the ' mo69 <>f the ri'hAo’rt is 
against a liberal.

What was refreshing about Anderson's campaign, 
to many, was that he expressed different sentiments 
from the expected, and recommended allegedly un- 
populai solutions, such as a 50 cents gasoline tax. That 
might be refreshing, but as the average citizen thinks 
further about the added fifty cents (and all this new 
flood of government money it would allow the Congress 
to collect and waste in true liberal fashion), the luster in 
its appeal will dim-long before November. With gas 
prices already hurtful, who needs another fifty cents 
added to the price by Washington? In the long run, that 
just won’t sell.

Nor will Anderson's endorsement of so many liberal 
Democrats in this y ea r ’s elections in various 
states-endorsements which are hurting Republican 
opponents. Nor will Anderson’s attitude about some 
other Republican candidates, whom he would refuse to 
support. That sort of “ me or nobody" attitude, and 
what many consider party disloyalty, won’t sell either. 
It doomed Nelson Rockefeller.

One suspects, too, that a good bit of gleeful 
Democratic support has been extended to Anderson by 
Democrats, who would, of course, prefer him as a 
candidate.

The Administration's anti-inflation program ~ its 
fourth -  is mis-named. Actually, it is far more likely to 
boost inflation, depress the economy, worsen our energy 
situation and hit the pocketbooks of those who can least 
afford to pay the price. We in Congress have an obligation 
to our fellow citizens to insist on a program honestly aimed 
at the roots of inflation, not the American people.

Let’s take a brief look at some of the program’s 
specifics:

-Proposed budget cuts, as yet unspecified for the most 
part, expected to amount to about $14 billion. That, I 
suppose, is good, but it’s much like the first line in a “good 
news, bad news” joke. The bad news is the budget increases 
for this year and next will total close to $100 billion even if 
the cuts are enacted.

-The "balanced budget” proposal relies on more than 
$50 billion in increased taxes to be paid directly or 
indirectly by the individual consumer. The sources of those 
new tax dollars range from increases caused by inflation- 
pushed incomes moving into higher tax brackets ($25 
billion) to the windfall profits tax.

-The new oil import fee, already in effect by executive 
order, will add about 1 percent to the inflation rate through 
increased gasoline costs. And even if it has the desired effect 
of reducing oil imports by 100,000 barrels a day, that will 
not offset the minimum 500,000 barrels a day of domestic 
production which will be lost because of the windfall profits 
tax. And the new fee can be used by OPEC oil pricers to 
justify still higher costs for imported oil.

--Withholding federal income taxes from interest and 
dividends will have a sharp effect on retired persons who 
depend on income from those sources for their livelihoods, 
and frequently owe little income tax. It will have the effect 
of discouraging savings at a time when everyone, including 
the President, agrees that we desperately need to encourage 
a higher rate of savings. And the new regulations will 
require more bureaucrats to enforce them, while placing a 
huge burden on the approximately 1,000 small banks in 
Texas that will be hard-pressed to develop and generate an 
accounting system to comply.

-Credit card "controls” actually have translated into a 
business tax on new credit. The Federal Reserve will require 
banks to put 15 percent of new credit extended in a no­
interest reserve account. The restriction will hit hardest at 
young adults who are credit-worthy for the first time, and at 
middle- and lower-middle class card holders who have small 
limits.

Nothing in the new proposals addresses the problem of 
contributions to inflation from lowered productivity and the 
cost of government regulation. We need tax reform, not tax 
increases. Congress must insist on a truly balanced budget, 
with cuts coming from inflation-fueling consumption 
spending instead of capital investment -  which tends to be 
helpful to the economy. Further, we must find at least twice 
as much to cut as the Administration is proposing.

And, at the same time, we must not lose sight of our 
obligation to strengthen our national defense substantially.

Our task is great. It will take your full support if we are 
to succeed in putting our tiation’s economy back on the

_ In many such incidents, 
consumers who are caught in 
these bad “deals" have been 
approached at their homes by 
traveling "experts.’* who 
explain that they are in the 
neighborhood doing other 
work. Brown said. One such 
example is the purchase of 
trees from door-to-door 
salesmen who offer “bargain" 
prices for planting trees which 
they provide.

"Consumers who buy such 
services find out, too late, that 
the trees planted in their yards 
are actually nothing more 
than sawed off branches, with 
no root systems, which have 
been stuck in burlap 
wrappings filled with leaves 
and rocks," Brown noted.

Similar experiences have 
been reported by homeowners 
who have been approached by 
door-to-door salesmen who 
sell consumers on unnecessary 
fertilizing and pesticide work. 
Others may purchase “fully 
guaranteed" plants from 
street corner vendors which 
die soon after being brought 
home.

“ Practically speaking,

there is very little recourse for 
a consumer who does business 
with unknown door-to-door 
peddlers or street corner 
vendors of plants and trees," 
Brown said, “since by the time 
the person realizes his 
mistake, the dealer has long 
since moved on."

The consumer’s best 
defense against being gypped 
in such deals is to shop around 
when buying such services 
and/or products.

“Seek out the advice ot 
recognized nursery and lawn 
care experts before taking the 
word of anyone who offers 
unsolicited advice on your 
lawn’s care," Brown said.

He also advised purchasing 
plants from established 
dealers who, by law, are 
inspected and licensed by the 
lexas  Department  of 
Agriculture.
