WASHINGTON (AP) — President
Carter is passing the job of for-
mulating a tough new energy policy to
a Congress that clearly is reluctant to
accept the assignment.

Carter laid out his comprehensive
energy program to a joint House-
Senate session Wednesday night,
acknowled mgmg that it would be
péinful-and declaring, ‘I don’t expect-
much applause.”

He didn't get much applause,
either.

prices and taxes. But they conceded
the plan faces major opposition.

Carter told Congress that to deal
with the nation's energy crisis the
lawmakers must approve taxes and
price increases on dwindling fuel
supplies and must agree to heavy
taxes on gas-guzzling automobiles.

His plan for a standby gasoline tax
of up to 50 cents a gallon drew the
most vigorous criticism. It seemed
doomed to an early defeat.

Members on Congress of both
parties deeply split over energy

issues, voiced little enthusiasm for .

the over-all package, but many
praised Carter for courage in
proposing stiff conservation

“I"'m going to be leading the charge
to do everything possible to put
together his program,” said Sem
Henry M. Jackson, D-Wash., chair-
man of the Senate Energy and
Natural Resources Committee, which
will handle most of the President’s
proposals.

But Jackson added that he'sees
little likelihood of Carter's gas tax
proposal passing Congress. And he
predicted major modifications would
be made in the President’s oil pricing
recommendations

As they began their return to their
seats, they were searched by officers
using electronic equipment and the
women's handbags were searched.

After this procedure, the judge
thanked the audience for its patience
and gracious acceptance “of this
unprecedented procedure.”

The le still were puzzeled since
the judge did not offer an explantion
for the “unprecedented procedure.”

It was learned later that the tight
security measures taken were
brought on by one or more threats to
the court that Stewart would be killed
if the jury did not find him guilty.

She Dallas Smith and Judge
Pickett both confirmed the threats
were made but would give no other
details.

The same 11 men and one woman on
the jury that found Stewart guilty of
voluntary manslaughter was to
determine his punishment today.

District Attorney Vern Martin said,
“Of course I am disappointed with the
verdict, but I am not too unhappy
about it.

The state had pleaded with the jury
during its closing arguments to find
the accused guilty on the full charge
of murder.

Judge Pickett, in his charge to the
jury, said the jury first must consider
the charge of murder. Then, if it could
not agree that Stewart is guilty of
murder it could consider voluntary
manslaughter and then aggravated
assault.

The punishment phase of the trial
got under way at 10 a.m. , with Martin
and Assistant District Attorney
Timothy Ann Sloan putting several
character witnesses on the stand.

Warren Burnett of Odessa,
Stewart’s lawyer, told the members
of the jury in his final argument that
the law of this land gives a man the
right to protect himself when he is
assaulted “‘however slight that
assault might be."”

In building his case of self defense,
Burnett reminded the jury that one
person, Bob Nelson, was an eyewit-
ness to the shooting and that Nelson
had testified that he saw Sargent
make a lunge at Stewart, who he said
was holding a gun, just before he was
shot.

The offense occurred in a small
office area in the Red Fox Lounge, 106
W. Wall St. Stewart was the owner of
the lounge before it closed several
months ago when the property was
sold to the city.

Burnett put Stewart on the
stand as his last witness. Stewart,
during cross-examination by Martin,
said Sargent threatened to kill him:

Stewart admitted from the stand
that he and Sargent had a fight in the
Red Fox kitchen only minutes before
the fatal shooting.

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Consumer prices rise in March

WASHINGTON (AP) — Consumer
“ﬂces rose six-tenths of a per cent in

arch, slower pace than in the
previous two months, the government
reported today.

he Labor Department said

smaller price increases for food and
other commodities helped to hold
down the rate of inflation last month.

The March price rise compared
with a 1 per cent jump in February
and an eight-tenths of a per cent rise
in January, a two-month surge that
touched off fears of a new inflationary
surge in the economy. February's
increase was the biggest monthly
jump in 2% years.

However, the latest report lends
weight to the Carter administration
view that the January-February price
surge was only a temporary
of the harsh winter impact on fuel and
food costs.

If prices continue to increase for the
full year at the March rate, it would

translate into a 7.2 cent rise in
prices. That is still higher than what
the administration believes to be the

underlying inflation rate of 5 to 6 per
cent.

Consumer prices rose at a 10 per
cent annual rate during the first three
months of the year, compared with a
4.2 per cent rate in the final quarter of
1976. Higher food and fuel prices were
mostly to blame, the government

said.

Food prices rose six-tenths of a per
cent in March after soa 2 per cent
in February and nine-te of a per

cent in January. Fresh vegetables,
and beef declined in price,
:%. to offset sharp gains for
, Wp 7 per cent; fresh fruit, up
4.9 per cent, and poultry, which rose 3
per cent last moath.

Froten orange juices prices were
up nearly 12 per cent last month,
reflecting the effects of the winter
freeze on the Florida citrus crop.

Nonfood commodity price increases
also slowed in March, rising four-
tenths of a per cent. These prices rose
seven-tenths of a per cent in both
January and February.

The cost of services was the fastest
rising component in the consumer
price index last moanth, increasing
eight-tenths of a per cent. Services
had risen six-tenths of a per cent in
February and nine-tenths the
prlevio\u nonth‘.. e fabl

The consumer price index in March
stood at 178.2 of the 1967 average of

Wednesday that a state can't force a person to use his
private property as a public showcase for an
ideological message

The message at issue was “'Live Free or Die,” the
motto of New Hampshire. The state has embossed
the message on license plates for private cars since
1969 and made obscuring it a misdemeanor.

The motto clashes with the moral, religious and

litical beliefs. of followers of the Jehovah's

itnesses faith

And so two of them, George and Maxine Maynard
of Claremont, N.H., began early in 1974 to cover up
the message with tape on the plates of their two cars.

Rain, wind
delay hotel
fire search

GALVESTON, Tex. (AP) — Firemen resumed
their gruesome search today through tons of debris
for the charred remains of those who perished in a
devastating fire at the Central Hotel here Tuesday.

Eight bodies had been
found, including five children ranging from several
months to 12 years old.

Stanford said he expects to discover more bodies in
the area of the rear fire escape. He said one of the
firemen “saw some people in a window'' by the fire
escape during the fire. A hose was hooked up by the
fire escape, Stanford said, but firemen had to pull
away from it “because of the intense heat.”’ He said
he presumes the people went down with the building. «

ire Marshal A.D. Carroll contends the fire was
the work of an arsonist

“It happened too fast and it was too furious to be
anything else,”” he said, adding that when firemen
first arrived, the stairwells between floors 2 and 3
were ablaze. Carroll said the stairwell fires are a
prime indicator of arson

Supreme éourt deci-
sion upholding corporal punishment in schools
although they expressed “last resort” feelings about
student spa ;

“I think it's a great decision," said Gordon Cotton,
deputy superintendent of administration for Houston
schools. “I think the federal courts have finally
realized they need to leave the discipline to the in-
dividual school administrators.”

Cotton said he doubts if the Supreme Court rulin
that school spankings are not “cruel and unusua
punishment’ will cause a massive return to the days
when teachers carried a paddle as part of their stan-
dard equipment. ‘

“We've always used a paddle in Houston, but only
as a last resort,” he said. “I don't think the ruling is
going to cha anything here, but it should relieve
some of the administrators from worrying about get-
tinlg sued if they use the paddle."”

allas School Supt. Nolan Estes said he sees no ef-
fect on Dallas’ policy on using corroral punishment
as a last resort, with teachers paddling their students
only with permission from a principal.

But Doyle Weaver, a spokesman for Citizens
Against Physical Punishment (CAPP), said corporal
punishment is “unbelievably widespread’” in the
Dallas school district, and school policy is violated
frequently.

Nor is it inc uential to the hundreds of Cajun
fishermen who, unlike Emery and Rita Quebedeaux,
do not have their own crawfish farms and depend in-
stead on the Atchafalaya and Mississippi River basin
for t:t bulk of their annual income, their crawfish
calch.

The basin has not been generous this year, and this
is why: what the crawfish needs is a dry summer and
a wet fall — a dry summer in which the female bur-
rows three feet into the with 300 to 70 e
Then when the swamp flows rich with water in
fall, about mid-September, the young emerge. But
last year the swamps remained dry; there was not
enough water coming down the Mississippi and Red
rivers to spill across the southern Louisiana swamps
and the crawfish were not flcoded out.

Meanwhile, lush vegetation sprouted where water
once ran. Spring saw a modest rise in water levels to
finally bring out the young crawfish. But it also inun-
dated all that new plant growth, which then decayed
and foiled the water to the point where crawfish and
other fish couldn't survive

The result — a tiny harvest of tiny crawfish. And

PHUKET ISLAND, Thailand (AP) — Here jis
t:rlnpa Thailand's ultimate beauty spot: miles of
ly touched tropical beaches, jagged limestone
cliffs rising out of the sea, lush mangroves, giant see
turties and coral gardens.

The wild seascapes served as backdrops for a
James Bond movie thriller, “The Man with the
Golden Gun."” Tourist brochures urge lovers of the
unspoiled and the secluded to “‘see it now..."

Four hundred miles away lies Thailand's Pattaya,
a skyline of high-rise international hotels, a beach
polluted by oil slicks, droppings and a colony of
young hustlers preying on sunstarved E an
tourists. Pattaya is billed as Southeast Asia's
“complete sea resort.”’

Some tourist officials and environmentalists view
Pattaya as a classic example of unbridled tourist
development and Phuket as a test case of whether
even the world's most farflung paradises can be at
least partially preserved from builders, travel

nts and governments eager for tourist revenue,
re is talk about trying to go back to step one at
Pattaya by putting in controls most agree should
have been there when big private developers moved
in less than 10 yunm,o and found a quiet fish
village and a single modern hotel on a lovely curve
the Gulf of Siam.

As for Phuket, the government's Tourist
Organization of Thailand (TOT) is trying to im-
Element a master plan. It calls for strict zoning to

eep commercial enterprises from encroaching on
beach areas, forbidding hotels taller than coconut

alms, and other measures designed to lessen the
mpact of anticipated mass tourism on the en-
vironment.

What makes Phuket an even sharper contest of
beauty versus profit is that the 25-by-10mile island
and its offshore areas form one of the richest tin
deposits in the world, contributing about 2 per cent to
Thailand's gross national product.

*“The beaches in the southern part of the island are
already irrevocably de ‘ﬁnded says environmental
engineer Harvey Lud ““Even if the onshore tin
mining stops today, it's doubuul nature could restore
them except over a period of many decades."

On-shore miners punch out eyesore craters which
are rarely refilled and dump silt into streams that
flow into the sea. Offshore, floating dr;(eisn suck up
everything off the sea floor down to
disgorge all but tin concentrates back into the \nur

An average-size dredge can eat up about 6,000
cubic yards of seabed a day, “completely destroying
the existing marine ecology in the area,” according
to Ludwig, an American expert who wrote an en-
vironmental report on Phuket for the Thai govern-
ment last year

A more subtle destruction, now under study, may
come from the silt and mud wastes which settle on
coral, a fragile organism which needs sunlight
filtered through clear water to live. Coral reefs in the
Phuket area, a major attraction for skin divers, are
already threatened by collectors, as well as by
fishermen who use dynamite to increase their catch.

Tourism in any real sense began here about five
years ago. Growth has been slow largely because of
the island's distance from Bangkok — a good day's
drive — and the small airport which can currently
handle only small turbo jets.

There are still just a few large hotels. Some
beaches are dotted with bungalows or local houses
that take in young travelers for the equivalent of 5
U.S. cents a night. Other beaches have no structures
at all and can be reached only by dirt roads or paths,

But, the new members can't get the
homemaking skills they want because
the older HD women have learned
them and don't want to be bothered
with teaching them .to the younger
ones.

““The young women are left on their
own and things become so com-
plicated they drop out,” the speaker
went on.

A club does not always have to have
the agent to give the program because
most members are experts on the
skills of homemaking.

“Times are similar to 1934," said
Mrs. Warminski. ““It is time for all of
us to get busy."”

How to be a cordial hostess

Now is the time for every good hostess to come to
the aid of her party. Undoubtedly more parties are
given at this season of the year than any other. It’s a
time for friends as well as families to get together.
And interestingly enough, many a hostess who will
tackle a Beef Wellmgton without batting an eye will
meet her Waterloo in the mixed drink department.
Let anyone ask for a beverage more complicated
than something on the rocks and she’s lost.

Who better to turn to for some good advice on the
art of making a good drink than a prize-winning
bartender? Going right to the top, we asked Al
Arteaga, bartender at the Cathedral Canyon Country
Club in Palm Springs, Calif. and first prize winner in
the 1976 Annual Bartenders Guild Cocktail Contest,
for some hints. Incidentally, Al defeated 86 con-
testants and won a trip to Italy to compete against
the world's top mixologists.

Here's Al's winning libation,"“The Road Runner,”
along with some hints that will win you compliments
as a party-giver.

To make “The Road Runner,”’ pour one ounce
vodka, % ounce Amaretto di Saronno, % ounce co-
coanut cream* and % scoop crushed ice into a
blender and mix for 15 seconds. Rim the edge of a
chilled 4%-ounce champagne glass with a slice of
orange. Dip rim in a sugar and nutmeg mixture.
Pour cocktail into the prepared glass. Top with a
dash of nutmeg and serve. (*You'll find cocoanut
cream in cans at your supermarket either with the
canned ethnic foods or in the gourmet section.)

“The Road Runner'’ could be a runaway success at
your next open house instead of eggnog or punch.

In case you're not familiar with Amaretto di Saron-
no, you'll be in for a happy surprise. It's the “in" li-

queur from Italy that's getting as much attention at
parties as a new bachelor in town. Possessing an in-
triguing flavor and provocative bouquet, it is
scrumptious to sip neat, on-the-rocks, with coffee
after dinner, or in mixed drinks such as ‘““The Road
Runner,” “The Godfather,” “The Godmother,"" and
all sorts of lively libations that are perking up the
party scene these days.

Every good party starts out with plenty of ice. This
is no time to stint. Use ice as if your grandfather left
you an iceberg or at least a walk-in freezer.

One of the cardinal rules of serving praise-
provoking drinks is to make each drink with fresh
ice. Don't piggy-back ice cubes in drinks. Be a sport
and toss out the tired cubes and replenish them with
fresh ones when pouring another round. And
remember not to fill the glasses too full. Juggling
acts are for jugglers, not party guests

To avoid splashing when mixing drinks, add the ice
to the mixing glass, shaker or drinking glass before
pouring in the ingredients

Be sure to use the kind of ice — cubed, cracked,
crushed or shaved — specified in the directions for
the drink you're preparing.

Don’t overlook the importance of measuring the in-
gredients. That way you'll be certain of consistently
good results, You'll want a jigger measure clearly
marked in half and quarter ounces.

Invest in a bar strainer, the wire kind with clips, a
mixing glass or shaker, an ice bucket and tongs.
You'll also want a corkscrew, can and bottle opener,
a juice squeezer, a paring knife and a long-handled
spoon or stirring rod. Measuring spoons are handy,
too.

To keep the party running smoothly, have suffi-
cient glasses on hand. A good rule of thumb is to have
twice as many glasses as you expect guests,

To serve drinks at their chilliest and best, have the
glasses well chilled by placing them in the
refrigerator before the party. Or fill each glass with
either an ice cube or cracked ice before you begin to
mix. Then empty the glass just before you pour the
drink

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Congress’ criticisms

WASHINGTON Waves of
congressional skepticism greeted
President Carter’s energy proposals
Wednesday night, yielding an instant
indl’ci;tloa lofl u;e difficulties the
presidential plan faces on Capitol Hill
in the months ahead. .

Much of the adverse reaction from
congressmen centered on Carter's
call for higher taxes on oil and
gasoline and on the plan's lack of
Sovemment incentives to increase

omestic petroleum production.

Significantly, however, the critics
represented diverse interests and
viewpoints and did not necessarily
constitute a cohesive bloc.

Rep. John Moss (D-Calif.), a
member of the congressional bloc
that is especially sensilive to con-
sumer issues, said the President's
program “looks like a very costly
package to consumers."

Moss, a senior member of the House
Commerce Committee which will
consider portions of the Carter
package, said the President's
gropouls would cost consumers $38

illion by 1978. “I have a feeling we
are buying a pig in a poke, and I'm not
certain what kind of poke it is....I'm
quite skeptical."”

Some business leaders also lodged
quick complaints, but their targets
were other aspects of Carter's

proposals.
A _third group, the en-_
vironmentalists, generally praised

the President's message, but some
said it offered only partial answers to
the energy problem.

One major citizens' group, Common
Cause, quickly rallied behind Carter's’
plan. Its chairman, John Gardner,
said the program “requires sacrifices
by everyone — yet each special in-
terest is clawing away ...to eliminate
its particular sacrifice.

“Let us stand now and say we are
ready to take our share of the hard-
ship and have no intention of letting
special interests destroy the
program,” Gardner said. ‘‘The
nation's future and the future of our
children is at stake.”

Even before Carter arrived in the
crowded House chamber for his
nationally televised address to a joint
session of Congress, reaction was
flowing from legislators’ offices —
thanks to advance distribution of the
text of his speech.

And while many members of
Congress praised Carter for his
courage and initiative, and while
many found portions of the program
they could support, there were clear
signs that the President’'s proposals
faced an uncertain future.

House Speaker Thomas P. (Tip)
O'Neill (D-Mass.) said the energy
package would be Carter’'s biggest
test to date. He said “there is no

question that we will pass an energy
policy act,” and added: “I can an-
ticipate parochialism but I hope the
rest of the country will stick

to'“et:er."

. Thomas L. Ashley, the Ohio
Democrat expected to be named by
O'Neill Thursday to head a select
House committee to oversee the
energy legislation, said the chance of
a buster by senators who want
price controls removed completely
from oil and natural gas looms as the
single biggest obstacle to Carter's
package. And he said the President
may have to take to the stump to sell
his plan.

““There is no possibility of holding
this together unless there's very
concerted congressional leadership
as well as White House leadership,”
Ashiey told the Associated Press.

One senator who will have much to
say about the shape of the final
energy bill, Louisiana Democrat
Russell Long, said, “The President
should be admired for recommendin
something constructive... an
Congress ought to cooperate to the
extent it can.” Long would give no
indication of his personal plans, but
an aide said by the time an energ bill
emerges ‘‘we could be talking about a
completely different animal."”

A senior member of the tax-writing
House Ways and Means Committee,
Rep. James C. Corman (D-Calif.)
said the proposal for higher gasoline
taxes will be the hardest part for
Carter to sell. Corman, whose San
Fernando Valley district includes
thousands of commuters, questioned
whether higher gasoline taxes will
reduce demand. He said cracking
down on gas- uzzling cars “‘may be
enough of a solution.’

Congressmen from rural areas,
whose constituents must drive long
distances to work or shop, were harsh
in their criticism of the gas tax plan.

Rep. Louis Frey (R-Fla.) called it
“dumb.”

“It isn't going to cut consumption,”
Frey said. ““It puts an unfair burden
on rural areas and it's going to hurt
tourism."”

Rep. Don Bonker (D-Wash.) said
“higher gasoline prices simply will
not work.” He said he was puzzled
why “there is so little consideration of
g'asol'me rationing as an alternative to

igher prices."

ep. Paul Simon (D-Ill.), said he
was willing “to vote a heavy tax on
big gas guzzling cars but I am not
willing to vote a tax on people who
face a real struggle to pay their
present gasoline bills."

Congressmen from oil and gas
producing states generally joined
petroleum industry spokesmen in
criticizing Carter’'s plan for its failure
to deregulate natural gas prices or
provide other government incentives
to spur domestic production.

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WASHINGTON - Congress has
called for military equipment, in-
cluding planes, radar, sensors and
satellites, to bolster the faltering
battle against drug abuse

This unusual request has been
forwarded to the Pentagon by the
Senate Permanent Investigations
subcommittee. In a private letter to
Defense Secretary Harold Brown, the
senators pleaded:

“This country is fighting a self-
roclaimed war on drugs. When

hting a war, you use the best
resources available and make every
effort to win. This is not being done."”’

The letter, signed by Sens. Sam
Nunn, D.-Ga., and Charles Percy, R.-
Ill., contends that drug abuse costs
the United States a staggering $17
billion annually. More than 5,000
Americans die each year from the
improper use of drugs; thousands
more are killed and injured in drug-
related crimes

The sheer magnitude of the drug
problem has led the subcommittee to
seek drastic countermeasures

“Within the federal government,”
declare the senators, “the Depart-
ment of Defense alone possesses the
air and land vehicles needed to pursue
and overtake the drug traffickers.”

They point out that the Customs
Service “lacks sufficient planes,
radar, sensors and other equipment to
adequately protect our borders; the
equipment it does have largely
¢ of second generation or ill-
equipped models.”

WASHINGTON MERRY-GO-ROUND

To curb the deadly drug traffic, the
senators insist, will take “‘resources
comparable to sophistication to those
used by the smugglers themselves."

Footnote: A spokesman said the
Pentagon has received the proposal
and is preparing a response to it.

LETELIER MYSTERY: Cuban
officials have tipped off visiting
Americans that the Cuban terrorist,
Orlando Bosch, is the man behind the
dynamite death of Chilean exile
leader Orlando Letelier in
Washington last September.

“This-conclusion is based upon Fidel
Castro's own investigation of the
assassination. His agents reported
that the Chilean military junta
enlisted Bosch to bankroll the plot. He
was chosen, according to the Cubans,
because he was fanatical and honest
enough not to steal the murder
money.

He allegedly parceled out the
money to other anti-Communist
Cubans who actually blew up Letelier
and a companion as they were driving
down Washington's tree-shaded
embassy row

Last August, we revealed that this
same Orlando Bosch was involved in
a plot to assassinate former Secretary
of State Henry Kissinger in Costa
Rica. Bosch slipped into Costa Rica
on a false passport, ready to gun down
Kissinger, but was clapped into jail
four days before the visiting
secretary arrived in the country.

Bosch is now in a Venezuelan jail on
suspicion of bombing a Cuban
airliner.

The Army did so despite a contrary
recommendation at the time by the
GAO. The GAO had ruled that Bristol
Electronics of New Bedford, Mass..
was a lower bidder and deserved the
contract.

Subsequently the House Govern-
ment Operations Committee, after a
field investigation and hearings said
in a written report: “The many
unusual circumstances (of the case)
cannot help but arouse suspicions that
someone in DOD (Department of
Defense) was intent upon favoring E-

Systems.”

Allhoafh E-Systems is head-
quartered in his home state, Rep
Jack Brooks (D-Texas), the commit-
tee chairman, said in a statement that
the contract “seems to smack of
favoritism and predetermina ion,"

At the time of the Army's con-
troversial actions, Eugene 'E. Berg
was assistant secretary of the Army
for installations and logistics,
overseeing the office which awards
such contracts. Berg later became a
vice president of E-Systems.

He was succeeded in his Army post
by Harold L. Brownman, a former
vice president of E-Systems.

E-Systems spokesman John Kumpf
said the company has heard nothmg
from the GAO, but “as far as we're
concerned it's old stuff.” Kumpf said
the Berg and Brownman shifts were
totaily unreiated to the contract.

In a letter last week to Sen. Edward
W. Brooke (D-Mass.), which The Los
Angeles Times obtained Tuesday,
Clifford L. Alexander Jr., the new

Secretary of the Army, said:

“From the information I have been
provided, I would agree that the Ar-
my did exercise poor judgment in the
application of procurement manage-
ment procedures.”’

Alexander said the Army would not,
however, try to “redress past ac-

tions'’ by awarding the rival
Massachusetts firm a non-
competitive contract, as Brooke had
suggested.

Brooke, in his letter to Alexander,
called the E-Systems case ““the worst
subversion of government procure-
ment regulatnons I have ever
witnessed.”

The Speaker of the House, Thomas
P. O'Neill Jr. (D-Mass.), reiterated
past support for the aims of the plan.
But when reporters reminded O'Neill
that Carter's speech had evoked few
outbursts of applause, the Speaker
conceded, “He's going to have to give
us some help along the line."

Senate Majority Leader Robert C
Bryd (D-W.\Va.) was even more
cautious, saying only, “I hope all of us
would give it the consideration it
deserves. There is always time down
the road to say no."

Several other prominent
Democrats in both houses focused on
the gasoline tax proposal in terms
that were summarized by Sen. Ed-
ward M. Kennedy (D-Mass.) “It hits
the average worker too hard,” he
said.

Perhaps the clearest waminﬁ of
what lies ahead was sounded by Rep.
Al Ullman (D-Ore.), chairman of the
House Ways and Means Committee,
which will have a decisive effect on
shaping the bill. He said, “Parts of the

lan will no doubt be revised in the

terests of workability and equity."

On the Republican side, Rep. John
J. Rhodes of Arizona, the House
minority leader, seemed to speak for
many members of his party when he
said that, aside from Carter’s call for
a crash program of home and
business insulation, he didn't think
muchoﬂhcpm{nm.

Rhodes attacked the gasoline tax,
called Carter's plan for heating
millions of homes by solar energy “a
pipe dream.,” and criticiz the

William Brock, chairman of the
Republican National Committee,
sounded a similar note. He called the
lan ““a prescription that will result in

ation, reduced economic growth
and loss of jobs.

The proposals drew a variety of
reactions from the governors of
states, which have been given dif-
ferent positions in the energy
equation as the result of their
geographic locations and their
respective energy resources.

Democratic Gov. Edwin W. Ed-
wards of Louisiana, a major oil-
producing state, also criticized
Carter's failure to say anythin
“about producing more” and call
the plan “an unproductive program
that is neither fair nor effective."”’
