July 1 I s  Second 
Registration Day

President Roosevelt Monday ord­
ered a second registration under the i 
Selective Service Act which is to! 
be held on Tuesday, July 1, 1941 
The second registration will be for- 
men who have reached the age of 
21 since tbc first registration on 
October 16 last year. It is be­
lieved that around a million young 
men will fall in this age group.

Some of tboas who have be­
come 21 since the first group of 16 
500.UUO men was registered already 
have volunteered for a years train, 
ing. A provision in the draft law 
allows voluntary service of men be­
tween the ages of 18 and 21.

The action was required in the 
interests of national defense, stated 
President Roosevelt io bis proclam­
ation fixing the date for the registra 
tion. All unregistrated male citi­
zens aod aliens in the United 
States, Hawaii, Puerto Rico, aod 
Alaska who have attained their 21 
birthday, were defined as those who 
must register.

The registration will be conduc­
ted by the Nation's 6,500 local draft 
boards who will also be charged 
with classifying the men. While 
many millions of the first regist­
rants were deferred because of em­
ployment in work essential to the 
well-being of the country aod as 
beads of families, it is considered 
that the vast majority of the men 
will soon register will be available 
for tbc call.

At least two plans of selecting 
draftees from the new list are be* 
ing considered, but it is expected 
that the new men will be placed at 
the bottom of the present list.

President Roosevelt urged em- 
piovers to allow time off for the 
registration.

She spent most of her girlhood 
days io the vicinity of Sterling City 
where she was esteemed by ell the 
old timers here for her many fine 
qualities of heart aod mind.

“A marked saving io human lives 
and improved health conditions 
may be obtained in large measure 
by an educa’iooal program for the 
control of^tbe mosquito.” suggests 
Dr. Geo. VL. Cox, State Health Of­
ficer.

“Malaria is transmitted to bu- 
maos,” he said, “by the bite of the 
Aoapbeles mosquito. This mos­
quito acquires the malaria para­
sites by biting a person who has 
these parasites in bis blood. She 
(it is the female who transmits 
this disease) then bites a well per 
son. The parasites enter the blood 
grow, and multiply there. The per­
son bitten by the carrier mosquito 
begins to shiver with chills, burn 
with fever, and to have a headache.

‘'Prevention of malaria should 
•tart with the protection of hu­
mans from the bite of the infect­
ed mosquito and continue through 
to the elimination of the mosquito.

The protection of humans may 
be accomplished by screening all 
bouses to prevent the entrance of 
mosquitoes. A 16 mesh wire 
screen should be placed over all 
openings. Be sure that all chim­
neys. cracks, and other openings 
are covered.

"The malaria mosquito breeds 
Ip still water and the pools and 
grassy edges of running water, as 
well as in many places where water 
is afiowed to collect or stand. The 
female mosquito then lays her eggs 
on the surface of the water, where 
they flost. aod in a few days hatch 
into ‘wiggle tails'. These live io 
the water and io time turn into 
mosquitoes. These changes must 
take place in the water aod require 
twelve to fourteen days in sum­
mer to complete the cycle.

mosquito from breeding, destroy 
their shelters by removing all brush 
aod weeds, and drain or otherwise 
control their breeding places in 
water by spraying the surface with 
oil or putting top feeding minnows 
in waters where oil or drainage 
cannot be used. Sacb a campaign 
will be waged around all military 
areas in Texas.
