Every fall there comes tha t certain 
day when the haze hangs low anfl 
there’s a smoky tang in the air. All 
bird hunters love It and wait for It— 
opening day. FYom then on dogs have 
a big job to do, and they must be in 
good condition to stand the pace. Every 
year it Is becoming harder to have 
hunting dogs fully hardened and con­
ditioned when the season opens. This 
comes largely from three causes:

First, stricter and stricter laws re­
quire that dogs be kept closely penned 
up. They don’t have the exercise they 
used to get throughout the year.

Second, many hunters live in cities 
and towns and every year they must 
go out farther from home to find birdy 
places to work their dogs before hun t­
ing season.

Third, most hunters live In sections 
where birds areWnuch more scarce than 
they used to be. ’Their dogs must work 
longer and a t a  faster pace to find 
game.

A proper, well-balanced feed like 
Purina Dog Chow can do a lot to build 
up a dog to meet these conditions. But 
no feed can do the job without a  rea­
sonable amoimt of hardening exercise. 
The hunting dog should have a good 
work-out two to three times a week, 
beginning at least a month to six weeks 
before opening day.

They should always 
be given in the cool of the early morn­
ing or evening so as not to overheat the 

jdog.
I If field work Is out of the question,
' a dog can be worked into good condi* 
tlon by letting him run beside tlie car. 
Take him to a secluded road that Is not 
too hard or full of sharp stones, for 
pavement will quickly wear or tear the 
pads of a soft dog. For the first cocpla 
of weeks, take it slowly. After a few 
weeks he can stand 15 minutes of slow 
running and 10 minutes of fast going, 
with several short rests. If at any 
time during the hardening period hu 
pads get sore, let up and take it eaj 
until his feed are toughened in.—From 
Purina Mills "Hunting Dog Book,” ob­
tainable at a nominal charge wherevff 
Purina Dog Chow Is sold.

Provide Clean Pasture
“Twenty-four hours after worming, 

remove the pigs to clean pasture, or to 
quarters that have been thoroughly 
disinfected with a 2%  solution of Cre- 
so-fec.

"but here are some things to remember, 
too. Don’t worm hogs tha t have been 
treated for Cholera until they have re­
covered from the effects of the serum. 
Don’t worm diseased hogs. Hogs hav­
ing Cholera. Necrotic Enteritis or other 
debilitating diseases are in a weakened 
condition and should not be treated for 
worms vmtil the trouble Is cleared up. 
Also, be cautious in worming garbage 
fed hogs. You know they have less 
stamina than well fed hogs, and can’t 
stand as high dosage.

milking cow must obtain about 8 pounds 
of digestible dry m atter from her ra ­
tion dally to maintain her body weight. 
Obulnlng 11 \  pounds of digestible dry 
matter from grass leaves her only 34i 
pounds of dry matter for the produc­
tion of milk. This means th a t if she Is 
to maintain her body, all she ctm make 
from this amount of dry m atter Is 12 
pounds of milk dally—three quarts to 
a milking.

"So If a cow Is producing 35 pounds 
of 4 percent milk dally, and she Is get­
ting grass alone, she must do either 
one of two things,” according to Van 
Pelt. “If she's Inclined to be beefy, 
ihell favor her body, and milk pro- 
ductuxi will drop. If she's Inclined to 
be a good milker, she'll neglect her 
body to keep the milk pall full. But 
no matter how 'willing' she may be, the 
milking cow can't go on fllllng the pall 
many weeks on Just pasture alone.”

What to Feed With Pasture
Here's Van Pelt's solution. He says 

that St the Purina Ebcperlmental Farm. 
Gray Summit, Mo., they have developed 
for the grain raising dairy farmer, a 
ipeclal mixed grain ration formula to 
be fed to cows on pasture. I t  consists 
of 300 pounds of ground ear com, 200 
pounds coarsely ground oats, and 200 
pounds of Purina 34% Cow Chow. He 
layt that equally suitable rations for 
farmers who do not raise com and oats 
have also been developed by this Farm. 
To obtain these rations. Van Pelt rec­
ommends seeing the local Purina dealer.

"On flush pastures,” Van Pelt ex­
plains, “these rations are fed a t the 
rate of one pound for every six pounds 
of milk produced by Jerseys and 
Ouemseys; for Holstelns and Ayre- 
•hlres, one pound for every eight 
pounds of milk.”

As the season advances and grass 
loses more and more of Its stimulation. 
Van Pelt recommends th a t the amount 
of these rations few cows on pasture be 
Increased Just enough to  m aintain pro­
duction.

“When pastures become burned and 
flried up,” says Van Pelt, "something 
succulent must be fed along with these 
rations to hold up production. For this 
purpose he recommends the feeding of 
one gallon of Prudna Bulky-Las, m om- 
k>g and evening. He says Bulky-Las 
Is very palatable, laxative. Inexpensive 
^  feed, and supplies many of the nu- 
*rtents that dried up pastures lack.”

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T h e  labor unions have made their demands 
upon the railways of the United States~ and 
through the railways upon the PUBLIC. These 

demands are vastly larger in proportion than any 
they have ever made. The economical and efficient 
operation of the railways is vital to the nation’s 
defense effort. Therefore, the Western Railways 
present to the public the following facts:

The labor unions representing engineers, fire­
men, conductors, brakemen and switchmen are 
demanding a 30 per cent increase in wages, 
amounting to 190 million dollars a year — 
although their present rates ^  pay are the
highest m history.

<*

Other unions representing a greater number 
of railway employees are demanding wage 
increases ranging as high as 95 per cent — 
averaging 47 per cent—and amounting to 580 
million dollars a yeor— although their present 
rates of poy olso are the highest m history.

Thus the wage increases being demanded by 
the labor unions amount to 770 million dollars 
a year, an averag e increase in excess of

m
41 per cent.

In addition, certa!.y of these labor unions have 
demanded advances in their pay not included 
in the above figures, and more rules for the 
creation of unnecessary jobs.

The situation, then, is this: The total cost of 
complying with all the demands made would 
be approximately 900 million dollars a year!

The average weekly earnings of railway employees 
are now 15 per cent higher than in the peak year 
1929, while the cost of living is 12 per cent less.

The demands of the railway labor unions are being 
made when the entire nation has just been asked 
to make a supreme effort for National Defense.

The railways cannot meet these demands without 
a great increasp in the cost of transportation. They 
exceed by more than 700 million dollars the in­
come that the railways had left after paying their 
annual expenses, taxes and charges in 1940.

The railways have a vitally important job before 
them. They need all their resources to continue 
adequately to serve you and contribute efFectiveiy 
toword the National Defense Program.

States, w hen­
ever they be­
come available 
in commercial 
quantities. Co­
coons grown in 
t h e  U n i t e d  
States, on an 
experim ental basis, have been 
used in the spun silk industry for 
m aking apparel fabrics. National 
defense has brought about new 
uses. Powder bags and cartridge 
cloths are both made of spun silk 
as it burns completely—leaving 
no residue. Parachute seams are 
also of spun silk. Since Japan 
controls the Chinese market from 
which we are  dependent for co­
coons, this country finds itself in 
a position where something had 
better be done about it.

This development can be car­
ried out in two stages. American 
agriculture can make the raising 
of silk worms a second poultry in­
dustry . . .  a part-tim e occupation 
as a part of the farm operation 
that will bring excellent cash re­
turn. At the same tim e it will 
provide the entire  spun silk in­
dustry with raw  material.

A second opportunity will bene­
fit the business man in small 
communities. The silk hosiery in­
dustry is the big user of reeled 
silk. Reeling machinery wilt 
therefore be neces.^ary. Farmer* 
will take their silk to town whei-«t 
reeling machinery will be avail • 
able. After this is accomplished 
the reeled silk can be sent to th* 
mills for fashioning into silK 
hosierv

* A successful development will 
mean a new farm  product, new 
industry for small towns, new 
machinery m anufacture and a re­
liable source of supply for the silk 
industry. ^

On May 11. 1826. the House of 
Representatives authorized the 
Secretary of the Treasury to make 
an investigation of the possibili­
ties of the silk industry in the 
United States. The report was 
rendered in 1828, whereupon 8.000 
copies were printed for distribu­
tion. The report was an excellent 
one, still worth reading. It brings 
out one very important point—and 
that is, that the m ulberry tree 
which supplies food for the silk 
worm can be grown in practically 
every part of the United States.

K. M. Hazarabedian of Selma, 
Calif., has done much to prove 
the feasibility of the silkworm 
culture as a farm operation. He 
claims that a net of about two 
dollars per pound is realized by 
the silk raised. If this is accurate, 
and there is every indication that 
it is a sound estimate, it means 
tha t with approximately 70,000,- 
000 pounds of silk being imported, 
there is a $140,000,000 industry 
awaiting the efforts of the Amer­
ican farmer.

The fruit of the m ulberry tree 
is a by-product of the silk indus­
try, which is not to be overlooked.

There has been an old argument 
which has been a stum bling block 
in the development of the indus­
try  , . . the argument that wages 
in China and Japan were so low, 
we could not compete. This argu­
m ent docs not have the m erit it 
once had; for new methods, de­
velopment in this country, indi­
cate the possibility of overcoming 
this objection.

Suppose we must subsidize this 
Infant industry for a few years. 
That would be better than sub­
sidy of surplus crops with no hope 
of ever being relieved of the bur­
den it entails. What we Ameri­
cans need more than ever before 
is a re-awakening to the fact that 
America was made by men and 
women who had the courage to 
tackle long-range endeavors that 
took years before attaining suc­
cess. The stamina required for 
such endeavors made a great na­
tion. The silk industry is a chal­
lenge to Ameriean agriculture. It 
is a big undertaking but promises 
a big profit. . , ,
