BE CAREFUL 
WITH BABY

"Tbe lives of thousands of Texas 
babies are being saved this sum­
mer by the intelligent parental 
care during hot weather. However 
many mere infant deaths could be 
avoided if parents would have a 
keen realization of tbe value of 
simple common sense precautions." 
states Dr. George W. Cox, State 
Health OflScer.

Records of tbe State Health De­
partment's Bureau of Vitial S ta ­
tistics show that 2,506 babies died 
of diarrhea and dysentery during 
1940, many of them occiiriog dur­
ing hot weather. Tbe infant death 
rate for diarrhea and dysentery in 
Texas is too high, as can be seen 
from the above mortality figures 
Public health officials cannot solve 
tbe problem alone, parental cooper­
ation is tbe real key to its solution.

Tbe following suggestions, if fol­
lowed by parents of infants, would 
go far io further reducing deaths 
from diarrhea and dysentery;

1. Whenever possible, infants 
should be breast fed for tbe first 6 
or 8 months. When bottle milk is 
used It should be boiled er pasteur­
ized.

2. Drinking weter for tbe baby 
always should be boiled.

3. Personal cleanliness should be 
the rule for every meml>er of the 
house. Those handling milk or food 
should be particularly careful.

4. Any member of tbe family or 
visitors showing sjmptosns of dis­
ease, no m atter how slight, should 
be Kept sway from tbe baby. They 
should not be allowed rch v id le  any 
of tbe food intended for him.

5. The bouse should be screened 
to protect not only the baby but all 
household food, from files.

6 Every home should be provid­
ed with a sanitary or fly proof toilet 
or sewage disposal facilities.

7. Every home should have a safe 
water supply.

While most of tbe above suggest 
ions are applicable at all seasons of 
tbe year, tbe following precautions 
are important in hot weather.

1. Tbe baby should be kept as 
cool as possible 2. He should be 
kept elean, 3. Clothing should be 
reduced to tbe simplest essentials, 
4 He should be kept as cool as possi 
ble. 5 He should be protected again 
St insects. 6 He should not be over 
handled and kept in tbe open as 
much as possible. 7 Water should 
be increased internally and exter­
nally. 8. He should not be overfed 
and if there are any signs of ill 
ness the family physician should 
be consulted promptly

The Cowboy And 
Daylight Saving Time

Among the time saving, efficiency 
increasing devices which may ap­
ply to other industries but which 
will never apply to tbe ranch busi­
ness is tbe practice of daylight say­
ing.

President Roosevelt has requested 
national use of daylight saving 
time. Clocks will be set up, if 
bis wish is granted and workers 
will begin tbeir work an hour ear 
lier than usual, They will also finish 
an hour earlier, if they are working 
on a straight hour schedule.

Obviously tbe efficiency experts 
may omit cowboys from tbeir plans 
Ranch bands “rise and sbine" well 
ahead of the sun throughout tbe 
year. They work eight hours, all 
right—eight hours before dinner, 
and about that many after dinner.

One of tbe most perplexing habits 
of tbe average ranchman or tore

tbe cook's strident yell, might make 
him indignant if be bad a liking 
for sleeping late

Nevertheless, it would make no 
difference in tbe amount of work 
be did, since be works from light 
until dark every day.

Nobody who ever worked with 
livestock io West Texas disagrees 
with this condition. In summer, 
more work can be done io two hours 
during tbe early morning than can 
be done in four after tbe tempera­
ture rises Especially true is this 
when it comes to working sheep. 
These animals simply cannot be 
driven in from a pasture success 
fully during tbe beat of tbe day— 
they have to be rounded up while 
it is cool and then doctored or other 
wise “worked ”

Therefore, an eight hour day is 
out of tbe question, and so is day­
light saving time, on a ranch. Wbat 
tbe cowboy wants is longer nights 
not longer days. It's harder to get 
tight hours sleep on a ranch in tbe 
summer time than it is to drive a 
10 ton truck through a saddle gate,

Encouraged by the victories in 
those 11 states, groups of farm­
ers, motorists, motor truck own­
ers and others interested in high­
way transportation are pressing 
(or the adoption of protective 
amendments in another score of 
states. Gasoline taxes and motor 
vehicle registration fees, they 
point out, were devised to pro­
vide funds to pull the states out of 
the mud. Roads built with those 
taxes not only are benefitting 
motorists, but they also are cori- 
tributing much to the economic 
and social progress of the states. 
The practice of taxing the high­
way users for roads, and then us­
ing the funds for purposes having 
nothing whatsoever to do with

roads, it is widely believed, is un. 
fair and unjust taxation.

Because taxing the people fer 
one thing, and then using tre 
proceeds for something el'c. is a 
new practice in public policy, 
present constitutions of the sl.aUs 
do not cover the matter. T1 c 
framers of the constitutions did 
not foresee the future. Si .ace a 
legislature is legally free to act 
as it secs fit in matters not cov­
ered in its constitutiton, the only 
way that people of a state can 
express effectively their will 
against the practice is to bring 
their constitution up to date by 
voting in an amendment. That is 
exactly what they are doing. Pub­
lic opinion definitely is repudiat­
ing the diversion of automotive 
tax funds to non-highway funds 
as an unsound and unjust public 
Doliev.

Driving at 30 miles an hour into 
another car coming from the opposite 
direction at the same speed is like 
driving a car off a three-story building.

KNOW THE LAWS OF PHYSICS
A thorough knowledge of the laws 

of physics comes ahead of actual 
skill in handling a car.

How many drivers realize as they 
turn a corner that two tons of weight 
want to keep on going in a straight 
line? Here are a few of the important 
thinp to remember about the laws 
of physics:

At 25 miles an hour a car hai 
developed enough energy to roll over 
once. At 50 it has developed not 
twice but four times the energy— 
enough to roll over four times. At 75, 
it has developed not three times but 
nine times the energy—enough to 
roll over nine times.

At 25 miles an hour you can make 
a fairly sharp turn; at 60 only one- 
fourth as sharp; at 75 your turn can 
be only one-ninth as sharp as when 
you were going 25.

It requires 30 feet to brake a car 
going 20 miles an hour, and four times 
that, or 120 feet, to brake it at 40.

C o n s u m e r

We all look upon the farm as 
the place where food is raised. Of 
course we do not expect any sin­
gle farm to produce every kind of 
food its people might like to eat, 
but it does seem that a well-rur 
family farm should be able tc 
feed its operator and his family 
on a well-rounded diet, without 
the need of buying 41 per cent o* 
its food in the market.

Perhaps this figure points to ■« 
bad habit that too many Amer 
ican fanners have acquired—th- 
habit of growing only a singit 
crop, or a few crops, and depend 
ing upon others for the diversifica 
tion that means healthy living aivi 
profits.

, These one-crop farmers are at 
' ways at the mercy of the market 

for their specialty. They are vet 
likely to be in the position of 

 ̂ selling their own crop at a lo«
1 price, and being compelled to bUv 

what they need at a high price 
At the very time they are asking 

 ̂ for ecorvomic changes that wil 
bring them more cash, they ar« 
actually wasting some of the cast 
they have, by spending it for foo: 
they could rai.se
Yet there is hardly a farm on 

which a good-sized kitchen garden 
could not be planted, and hardly 
a farm on which there is not 
enough time wasted to take care 
of that garden. And with mod­
em farm machinery to do most of 
the work, spare time for garden­
ing is still more available. ^

A thrifty farmer can raise on 
his own place just about every­
thing needed to provide a health­
ful and adequate year-round diet, 
except sugar, salt, coffee, tea and 
perhaps fresh fruits during the 
winter.

And a thrifty farmerls wife can 
preserve enough fruits and vege­
tables to last a family through a 
long winter.

In the old days, before so many 
new-fangled ideas became popu­
lar, we who lived in towns used 
to look upon a farm dinner as just 
about tops in plenty of good things 
to eat. They didn’t buy many of 
the good things they gave us. They 
raised their own fruits and vege­
tables, and they killed and cured 
their own meats. They were actu­
ally prodigal with fried chickens 
and luscious country ham and 
sausage. They baked their own 
bread and pies, and what pies they 
were’

We’ve lost a good deal since the 
arrival of the can opener and the 
cellophane-wTapped package. The 
stores sell us fine foods, clean, 
well-selected and well-preserved. 
But they cost money, because to 
buy them we have to pay a good 
many profits and expense items 
that are not in the picture vhen 
equally good things to eat can be 
produced right where they are 
eaten—on the family farm.

If you are one of the farmers 
who think a garden is too much 
work, why not get together with 
a few* neighbors, and each raise 
enough of a few fruits and vege­
tables for the group.

Then let other members of the 
group raise a different selection, 
and share with you and with each 
other these money-saving garden 
crops.

Sounds like a very simple idea, 
but it’s a very practical one that 
too many farmers have been over­
looking as a means of conserving 
the cash that is sometimes so hard 
t ;  accumulate.

Agent added that a 
cooperative public spirited educat­
ional campaign sponsored by tbe 
Peach Producing Industry and 
Food Trades Industry in cooperat­
ion with the U. S. Department of 
Agriculture it now under way to 
increase tbe consumption of fre^b 
peacbea by everyone.

During tbe period July 24tb thru 
30ib all housewives in this area and 
the,South are urged to serve more 
fresh peaches and to preserve thru 
home canning and an adequate tup 
ply for year round use.

Mr. Malloy said, “Very few people 
know the importauce of peaches in 
nutritional and diatsry values. It is 
not generally known that peaches 
are rich in valuable minerals, cal­
cium, irou, photpberut and potas­
sium needed to build bone struct­
ure, protect tbe teeth, enrich the 
blood regulate body functions, and 
make clear complexions.

Texas Wildlife

The mountains of West Texas 
about eix miles from Van Horn are 
tbe scene of a rather strange friend 
ship. A seven point deer and a 
young ewe bighorn mountain sheep 
have been seen together several 
times. Not long ago a biologist of 
the Game Department came upon a 
strange pair bedded down together 
under a bluff on tbe side of tbe 
Beach Mountains. They sprang up 
together and tbe buck bounded off 
up the mountains, closely followed 
by the sheep.

And here is another note which 
attests to the fact that Texas still 
has a variety of wildlife, although 
some of it is not deiirable. A game 
warden in the Panhandle reported 
recently that he had killed nine 
huge rattlesnakes within a period 
of six weeks. The largest was 6 
feet, 2 laches in length and had a 
circumferences of twelve inches 
Four other rattlers each measured 
more than five feet in length.
