The Parent Teacher Association
came into being as a cooperative
agency between the parents and the
public school. Dr. A. R. Brubacher,
late president of the New York State
College for Teachers, declared that
the need for such an orgenizatior
is due to parents being uninformed
as to educational procedure, to their
indugence of childhood weaknesses
to the injury of the children, to the
teachers’ ignorance of child devel
opment.

By common association the atten-
tion is focused on the child and his
educational problems. The parent
becnmes acquainted with the diffi-
culties besetting the teacher by
seeing the the school activities and
by following his child into his place
in the school organization; therefore
his sympathetic interest is uroused.
The teacher, in turn, makes cootact
with the child's home atmosphere;

therefore, through a sympathetic
understanding of the child’s home

| life, gets & clearer knowledge of the

child's mental babits and capacities
The clearer point of view by the
mutual association of parent and
teacher removes obstacles in the
child's relation to school.

SERVING
LUNCHES

The Comanche Chief reports that
fover eight buudred lunches are
served to the children of the various
schools of Comanche County every
school day.

Sterling has not advanced that
far in the progress of education, but
the day is not far distant when we
will haye a big mess hall in the
school building where every child
will beserved with & hot luoch pre
pared by experts.

This may seem odd to us old
timers who carried our luoches to
school and ate them cold, but to
those who can think without having
the headache, the scheme of serving
hot dinners to the kiddies at school
will prove attractive, econumic,
healthful and educational.

Suppose we had our kitchen and
mess hall at our school building
with at least one good cook support-
ed by the faculty and advanced
members of the student body. Here
the materials for the lunch would
be planned with an eye to a well
balarced ration.

When difiner is announced the
teacher for each grade would gather
ber pupils and go to their separate
tables and there eat together. She
would teach the kiddies decorum
and table manners that are not
always taught at home. She would
guard them against over eating.
She would instruct them in the
value of certain foods. Here the
under privileged child would share
as good food as that of the wealthy
parents. It would be a great leszon
in Democracy, because all would be
equal at the lunch table.

No, they say it would not cost
acy more than it is now cos.ing to
feed the children at home. They
tell me that a great saying is made
by buying the food and supplies in
large quantities. That most of the
labor will be vyolunteered.

In this scheme, every child will
learn things about home making
that he is not learning now. It is
ooly an advanced step in practical
education. The school will be look-
ed on by the child as a part of his
home life where he will get a good
meal eyery day.

Other communities are trying it
with great success. Sterling has
oot got to it yet, because we have
had so much to do toward the up-
building of our school, but the day
is near at hand when we will take
this matter up. Most of our folks
are ready now for it.—Uncle Bill

Over-Planting Will
Be Penalized

Wheat farmers overplanting their
1942 wheat acreage aliotments by
any amount will be ineligible for
full parity and cooservation pay-
ments and wheat loans.

Under the 1941 program, farmers
who exceeded their allotment by
not more than the larger or three
perceat of three acres could die-
pose oi the excess acreage within a
prescribed length of time and qualify
for maximum paymeats.

The deduction rate for excess
wheat under the 1942 Agricultural
Conseryation Program has been
raised from six times the payment
rate specified under the 1941 pro-
gram to ten times the payment
rate.

If allotments are exceeded by as
much as ten percent, the penalty
rate will wipe out the entire wheat
parity and conservation payments.

Today, tractors are made that,
with their implements, can be
operated with perfect safety by
young boys or girls, who can do
just as good a job of plowing,
planting, cultivating, or harvesting
as grown men under most circums
stances.

Fortunately, too. agricultural im-
plements and tractors are given a
high priority rating by-the govern-
ment, recognizing the need for in-
creased farm production. There
may be at times shortages of
metals, and delays in delivery, but
generally speaking. it promises to
be much easier to secure up-to-date
farm eqguipment than to eobtain
most other peace time merchan-
dise

This eolumn advises every farme-
er to plan now for much greater
productior during the coming sea-
son, especlally production of crops
other than the staples of which we
already have surpluses. The big de-
mand is for vegetables, dairy prod-
ucts and meat

To plan for this increased pro-
duction, the first gtep is to check
over every implement on the farm,
Including the tractor See that nec-
essary repairs are made now, when
parts are available. Valuable grow-
ing time may be lost by putting off
this job until the last minute.

Then study earefully th¢ needs
of the farm. with in¢reased produc-
tion in mind. If a new tractor, or
new implements are needed, ar-
range to get that equipment well
before vour season begins. Today,’
this equipment can be bought for
immediate delivery. In the spring,
you may have to wait, aad again
lose valuable growing time, for the
weatheq never fits itself into the
capacities of your equipment. :

I got one of the greatest
kicks of my life out of an idea
that occurred recently to a
close friend of mine from my
home town of Weatherford,
Texas.

Back in 1936 I ran a danc-
ing school in Weatherford and once a year I invested practi-
cally my whole bankroll to get tc Hollywood, allegedly to learn
the latest dance steps but actually to see if—by accident—I could
step into a picture.

I believe that I always will regard June Knight's marriage as one
of the happiest events of my life. After the critics and public were so
swell to me in “Leave It To Me,” Paramount offered me a contract in
Hollywood, and since then I have been constantly in film work.

Remembering all too well the heartaches, the countless days,
weeks and months of discouragements and the hopelessness of
sitting alone on a dock waiting for my ship to come in—when my
friend from Weatherford recently suggested that I finance a vocal
scholarship with my teacher, Helen Cahoon, for some unknown
in a chorus, nightclub, modeling or other professional fields, I
hopped right on to the idea.

As a result, by the time the new Bing Crosby picture “Birth
of the Blues” opens at the New York Paramount Theatre (I am
also in the picture) some girl from the hundreds who auditioned
in this contest will be introduced from the stage and will be pre-
sented with *this scholarship before the most important showmen,
newspaper critics, movie and radio talent scouts in the nation.

She will have an opportunity to cut down the number of heart-
aches she otherwise would have to go through to get this splendid
recognition.
