'Needed for Our War

'Industries

Local men and women who wish
to obtaip training in skilled occupa-
tions so that they make their war
contribution and at the gsame time
earn good wages, was urged rtoday
by L. L. Ruttle manager of the San
Aogelo office of the United States
Employment Service, to investigate
the free training schoo's now in
operation.

These schools are operated jointly
hy the state and federal government
for the purpose of training people
for war jobs. They charge nothing
for the training, and there are now
openings 1o them for mseny men
and women who wish to prepare
themselves for well-paid wartime
work, Mr. Kuttle said.

Graduates from National Defense
Trainiong schools are needed in such
war industries as aircraft manufac-
turiog, shipbuilding, munition man-
ufacturing and other which exist in
Texas. Thousands of trainees who
have gone through the free schools
have beea placed in these industries
by the United States Employment
Service. It is virtually impossible
to get a war plant job without the
training.

Training is offered in the follow-
ing subjects. Machine Shop, Aircraft
i Engine Mechanic, Aircraft Sheet
Metal (including Riveting). Men
between the ages of 18 and 65 years
and women between 18 and 45, are
wanted to fill classes in these
subjects,

The training period lasts from six
to twelve weekss, depending on the
subject and the ability of the trainee
to learn it. The trainee may choose
the subject in which he is most in-
terested or in which, because of
some previous training or experience
he is most likely to make good. The
school in most cases are operated
on a 24-hour basis so that employed
people may obtain training during
the hours of their choice.

Since these are free schools, the
only cost to the trainee is that he
must be able to support himself
during the trainiog period. In the
case of boys and girls between the
ages of 17 and 24, even this 19 some
times not necessary, as they may be
assigned to National Youth Admin-
istration war work centers where
they will be boarded and paid for
work performed during the training
period.

One morning
Mother had us hitch a yoke of steers
tothe wagon and after loading oo
several sacks of wheat and corn to-
gether with bedding and food for
the trip, with stern instructions to
make it to Fort Worth before dark

Just as the sun was setting, wr
were crossing the West Fork of th:

Trinity and we camped at the mill
where lots of other lads were
camped.

By woon the next day our mea!
and flour were loaded on the wagon
and we started for home.  Afte
driving about twelye miles, we
cannpd oo a creek We cooked and
ate supper and then drove to the
edge of a thicket, bobbled out the
oxen and made our bed on the leaves
io the thicket. We didn't wake un-
the sun was shining next morning
Brother soon had the steers hitched
to the wagon while I got breakfas,
ready.

We reached bome about noon
that dav. [don’t think Mother was
ever happier than when we arrived
bome safe and sound, Sure, we felt
the responeibility that had been
placed upon us, but it was a loog
time before we realized the agonies
that mother suffered for her two
boys while we were absent on that
trip

Oo another occasion father had a
brief furlough and came home for a
few deys. He went to Dallas to
drive some teams of oxen and he
took Brother along to help bim
drive them. Brother was to return
in three days.

When Brother didu't return in
three daye, Mo'her waa deeply con-
cerned and worried.
