The stockmen of this pari of 
ICoDcboland over a half century ago, 
were engaged in raising cattle and 
horses. The late Thomas Brennand 
and his sons, Will, Tom and Bob I Brennand established a large sheep 
ranch on Willow Creek and success- I fully operated it for many yearr; 
Afier the death of Thomas Bren- 
Dsnd Sr.. Thomas Brennand Jr. took 
over the ranch and raised cattle on 
it until he died.

The early cowman bad many 
griefs in those'days. Helhad drouths 
and his cattle died. |^When the rains 
came and bis grass was good, there 
was the jackrabbit and the prairie 
dog to eat it. But most dreadful of 
all was the “sheep drifter." A sheep 
drifter was a 'm an who owned* lots 
of sheep'but no land or any place to 
go. except he was'alwayson his.way.

These drifters’would J drive their 
flocks from the Rio Grande to Colo 
rado City in the spring to shear and 
ship the wool to market and [then 
start back to the Rio Grande again.

these nomads would drive their 
sheep into a cattlem an’s pasture 
and start an argument with the 
pasture owner and keep it up until 
all the grass was eetenand tramped 
oit, then they would move to greener 
fields. If there was anything a cow 
man hated, it was a drifter and his 
flock of sheep. He hated the very 
track of a sheep on his range be­
cause he bad been told a cow would 
not graze where a sheep had been.

A case in point was Ike Gronsky, 
a Hebrew, who w.as as nieek as his 
ar.cestor Moses, and had the fioan- 
ctat ability of Jacob, as well as the 
patience of Job.

It was said that Ike owned IGO 
acres of land in the Pecos valley 
end owned a flock of forty thousand 
sheep to graze on this quarter 
section

When Ike drove bis flocks into a 
pasture of green grass, he rarely 
evrr moved ou until the grass was 
nil gone. Ike always provided an 
alibi and would keep it up until bis 
flocks consumed the grass,

Ike never carried a gun. or got 
tough He knew the value of a soft 
answer.

With the incident of diphtheria 
showing a seasonal increase in the I 
state of Texas, Dr Geo. W. Cox, 
State Health Officer, is again warn­
ing parents to make sure that tbeir 
children are protected against this 
killing disease by diphtheria im­
munization.

According to the State Health 
Department, records show that less 
than 50 per cent of the children in 

• Tex IS are inoculated against diph- 
! theria.

"Inasmuch as toxoid inoculation 
can and will prevent diphtheria, it 
seems incredible that so many of 
our children are allowed to remain 
open to attack " Dr. Cox said. Diph­
theria is a killer and a vicious one. 
There are few diseases which causes 
the victim more agony than does 
diphtheria, and it is certainly the 
solemn responsibility of parents to 
make sure that their children do 
not fall victim to this disease.

Dr. Cox advised that children be 
taken to tbeir family physician for 
inoculation and stated further that 
io the event parents are unable to 
pay for this service, county health 
units will administer the toxoid 
without charge.

All children should be immunized 
against diphtheria before reaching 
tbeir first birthday, but if not, they 
definitely should have the ioocula-

Well, if we we can get along 
very well with only a cup of coffe* 
a day, or none at all if it comes to 
a showdown.
