AUSTIN—A constitutional
amendment dealing with
property taxation will be
found on November's ballot.
Amendment 3 is a proposal
to require a single appraisal
district and a single board
of equalization within each
county for ad valorem tax
purposes,

This  amendment was
adopted by the Legislature
to fulfill the intent of the
Property Tax Code which
was enacted last year. The
Code establishes single ap-
praisal districts and boards
of equalization within
counties for all taxing
jurisdietions except county
governments. Counties cur-

rently have constitutional
authority to handle their
own property tax matters,
and the amendment was
designed to include this

level of government in uni-
form taxation.

The Code did permit
counties to join sehool
districts, cities, water
districts, and other taxing
entities in the single” ap-
praisal distriets. It is in-
teresting to note that 84
percent, or 215 counties,
chose to do so. It seems
that these counties de-
termined that the new
system would be more cost
efficient and workable.

The voters now must

decide whether to require
the remaining 39 counties to
join the single taxing dis-
tricts or not, Those persons

Price outlook hkas always helped to determine the
number of acres planted to cotton, and on the Plains
this year, according to Donald Johnson, Executive
Vice President of Lubbock-based Plains Cotton
Growers, Inc., price will be a potent factor in determin-
ing harvested acreage as well.

The yield necessary to make harvesting, as opposed
to abandonment, an economically sound decision at toy
day’s prices, Johnson explains, is far lower than was
indicated by calculations made just a few weeks ago.

Harvesting will be out of the question in many fields,
of course. But in marginal cases some careful figuring
before deciding to abandon a field may be well
worthwhile, Johnson says.

Under 1980 disaster program provisions, producers
who have complied with all program requirements and
who gather a crop will be eligible for a payment of 19.5
cents per pound times the difference between actual
yield and 75 percent of the farm’s projected yield.

For example a producer who has a projected yield of
400 pounds and harvests 100 pounds will be eligible for
a disaster payment on 200 pounds, 75 percent of 400
minus 100.

If the same producer elects not to harvest and agrees
to destroy the crop (signs Form 574 at his ASCS of-
fice) he will be eligible for a disaster payment on 300
pounds per acre, the full 75 percent of projected yield.

So it's easily seen that when the disaster payment
reduction is considered, farmers who harvest will have
a built-in “cost” of 19.5 cents per pound of lint.
Therefore harvesting will be a paying proposition only
if the value of lint and seed will more than cover the
cost of harvesting and ginning plus this 19.5-cent cost.

For purposes of illustration, Johnson assumes the
seed value will equal ginning charges and that low-
yielding cotton can be harvested for $10 per acre.

Thus on cotton yielding 60 pounds per acre, the pro-
ducer’s calculation should look like this: $10 + 11.70
(60 x 19.5 cents) = $21.70--60 = 36.2 cents per pound,
the break-even price. A lower cost figure or a price
above 36.2 cents in this example would make
harvesting profitable.

Yields, turnouts, seed value, ginning charges and
availability of labor and equipment will vary from

farm to farm, altering the figures used here. So each
producer will need to make his own calculations,
Johnson says.

Some irrigated cotton this year has been contracted
as high as 75 cents, basis the average Plains quality of
grade 42, staple 31, 3.3 to 3.4 mike. Quality of low-
yielding cotton may be lower, and these prices may not
last into harvest, Johnson cautions, ‘‘but as of now it
appears that it may be profitable to harvest several
hundred thousand acres of very poor cotton this year.”

You will be receiving
your 1980 school tax state-
ment shortly. Many of you
will find that your taxes
have increased substantial-
ly, due to changes passed
by our Texas legislature.

Of these changes, Senate
Bill #621 is perhaps the
most far-reaching as this
law guarantees that all
property will be taxed on an
equal and uniform basis.
For the 1980 tax roll, all
property in the Muleshoe
1.S.D. was reappraised in
order to bring it into the
correct market value; mar-

* ket value means having a

willing seller and a willing
buyer agreeing on a pro-
perty’s value. Some Bailey
County property was raised
in value and some was
lowered---all to reflect the
current market value.

Other factors affecting
your tax statement are the
homestead  exemptions,
over-65 ‘‘frozen’’ exemp-
tions, disability exemp-
tions, and a five year
averaging of productivity
income on agriculture land
all reduce revenue.

AUSTIN, Texas (Spl.) —
Texas nurses leave or stay out
of the nursing workforce
because of undesirable work-
ing conditions, a University of
Texas study reports.
