S. Gifford, president of
the American Teleplone and Tele
graph Company, is chairman of the
Red Cross 1943 War Fund.

“Red Cross services to our armed
forces and to the needs of distressed
civilians on the battle and home fronts
can be supplied only by great expendi
tures and sacrifices,” Chairman Davis
sald. “We are exerting our vtmost
efforts to accomplish these tasks with
the least possible draln upon the re-
sources of the people in funds, time
&nd energy. We must never falter in
our determination to meet these defi-

| ters at all foreign and domestic mill-

nite obligations. The Red Cross is con-

fident that all our people will be gen-
erous in their support of the 1943 War
Fund.”

More than 65 percent of the fund
recelved by the national organization
will be devoted to meeting Red Cross
responsibilities to the armed forces.
These include the Red Cross overseas
club programn, recreation and hospital
program, the stationing of fleld direc-

tary camps and bases, the huge sur
gical dressing production program, and
the blood plasma projeet which re
cently was expanded to a total of
4,000,000 pints at the request of the
Army and Navy.

Chairman Davis pointed out that the
1943 program will bLe vastly greater
than the accomplishments of last year,
in which the Red Cross aided millions
of war victims through its foreign war
relief program; gave aid to thousands
of prisoners of war; colleeted 1,500,000
pints of blood for the armed forces;
produced 520,000,000 surgical dress
irgs, and aided more than 1,500,000
servicemen and their families.

The $125,000,000 quota, he sald, will
finance the local, national and Interna
tional work of the Red Cross for the
entire year, barring unforeseen emer
gencies.
