| remember the conditions that
existed during the Civil War asif it
were only yesterday.

Neither the North nor the South
was prepared for the war exeept the
miods of the people of the twe
factions. Io this, most every man
had his mind made to fight to the
last ditch for what he believed was
rght and just. The mind of each
msn in this deadly struggle was his
only weapon. He had no guos fit
for battle, no wagons, no hospital,
po equipment of any kind to meet
the crisis of war.

At that time my father and
family lived at Boyd’s Mill in Wise
County, on the extreme frontier of
Texss. The Comanehe Indians often
raided the county, stealing horses
and killing most every white person
they met,

| remember when the Confederate
Wear Board seot a detsil of calvary-
men over the frontier counties of
Texas with orders to take over every

servicable horse and gun they could
fiod for use in the Confederate
Army.

Mother was extremely loyal to
the Confederate cause, but self pre-
servation prompted her to hide
father's guns. He bhad three guns,
Oue was a fine squirrel rifle of the
cap and ball model of the latest de-
sign.  This, mother covered with
melted tallow and wrapped in a
¢loth, she hid in a hollow log at the
back of the field. The other, a long
berrel, flintlock shotgun, she buried
in the corn ghucks at the corn crib,
1he last, @ Gouble barrel cap and
ball pistol which she wrapped in a
cloth and hid it in the meal barrel.

When the eavalrymen came, the
officer of the detail asked her to
bring out the guns, she plainly told
them that she would not.  She ex-
pleined that she had hidden them
eod that she would die rather than
reveal their hiding places.

She put up such an arguement to
the officer that he ordered his men
not to search the house for guns.
For this, mother told bim that she
had only one bobtail pony that she
could use, but she had plenty of
horses on the range and he was wel-
come to them if he could cateh
them They couldn’t catch them.
They didn't need any wild horses
Mother invited the officer to have
divper with ber and the children.
He accepted and when dinner wss
over, he told mother not to worry,
he would see that she was pot
further molested, FHe kept his
Promise.

But hundreds of homes were rob-
bed of guns and saddle horses. This
is one time that ignorance of the
facts saved the day. Had the Com-
tuches known the defenseless con-
dition of these people, they would
have wiped them from the face of
the earth.
