A Warning to Those
' With “Flu”

Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State Health
Officer, today issned a warning to
every victim of influenza, colds, or
upper respiratory infections to be on
guard against the possibilities of
spreading these diseases or a pneu-
mococcus infection through cough-
ing and sneezing.

“Persons who cough or sneeze
without the proper use of a hand-
kerchief will be likely to be respon-
sible for the spread of prpeumonia.
Placing a handkerchief over the
mouth or nose when coughiog or
sneezing will help prevent the
spread ef infections,”” Dr. Cox said.

“‘The air is the medium through
which influenza spreads. A person
coughing or sneezing in an uonven-
tilated room where the air is stale
and moist will almost certainly pass
the infection to others.”

The increased preyalence of in-
fluenza is usually associsted with
an ioncreased incidence of pneu-
monia, The sharp rise in the inci-
dence of pneumonia in the past few
