wardpess.

Besides'all there, the country was
beset by sheep scabies, tieks, screw
worms, prairie dogs, rattlesnakes,
bobeats, skunks, wolyes, mustangs,
panthers, eagles, drouths, floods,
sandstorms, horse and cattle thieves

We soon rid the couniry of the
theives by giving them a suspended
sentence proyided a slug of hot lead
dido’t conduce to their demise be-
ore suspension.

The prairie dog bad to go because
he ate up the grass on the range
during dry spells and it was mostly
a dry spell.

Killing prairie dogs was at first a
serious problem, but they soon learn-
ed to poison these pests by the
fquare mile. There were men who
followed killing prairie dog for a
livelyhood, They would contract
to destroy the dogs by the section
(or square mile). In a few years,
the prairie dog was a curiosity. To-
day, there are people who were born
and raised here, married and have
families, who have neyer seen a
prairie dog.

Yet, the day was when the court
house plaza was a thickly populated
prairie dog town. Sheriff Bill Hiler
and I used to sit in the windows of
the old court house back in the
early 90's and pick the little pests
off with rifles,. = We kept up this
sport until they were all gone.

The fever tick in those days was
a scourge to cattle.

'Beware of “Sleeping
Pills”
|

Declaring that there seems to be
a widerpread belief that ‘sleeping
pills' are harmless and therefore
can be used at will by those soffer-
ing from insomnia, Dr. Geo. W. Cox,
State Health Officer, said today that
despite the fact that hypootie drugs
eannet be sold withouta physician’s
prescription, there are many persons
who manage to get a supply of them
and who use them upon the slight-
est excuse, or in some cases for no
reason at all, Those who take one
of the barbiturates in this loose
fashion are doing themselves a phy-
sical Injustice, the Doctor stated and
added, " What they npeed is not self-
preseribed ‘harmless sleeping tablet’
but a physician's advice.

“There are many people who
harm their bhealth by employing an
unprescribed hypootiec to ioduce
sleep,” Dr, Cox said. “More often
tham not by various means they
will over-stimulate themselves, re-
lying wpon the sleeping tablet to
soothe their jaded nerves. Thus, a
vicious cirgle is developed, and the
habit forming practice stealthily
grows, with loss of vitality and max-
imum health being among the least
of the penalties involved.

"Under certain cooditions, the
| physician will prescribe one of the
barbiturates for wakefulness or in-
somnia. However,” he warned,
“the prescribed use of such drugs
for a special and temporary condi-
tion is one thing, and the indiscrim-
inate use of such medication upon
the slightest pretext is quite an-
other,”

Those persons who of their own
accord are taaing one of the hyp-
notics 10 induce sleep should realize
that they are tamperiog criminally
with one of pature’s basic blessings
and pecessities, natural sleep, the
Doctor stated. If addicted to these
drugs, the family physician may be
needed to lead the victim out of the
need for them, but whether in need
of professional aid or not, those
indulging in this bharmful habit
should for their health’s sake term-
inate it immediately.
