The Texas Unemployment Com­

pensation Commission has signed 
an agreement with the Adminis­
trator o f Veterans Affairs whereby 
the State Agency w ill handle for 
the Veterans Administration the 
payment of readjustment allow­
ances under Title V of the Service­
men’s Readjustment Act of 1944.

The Commission says that its 
employees will be in position to 
start accepting applications for re­
adjustment allowances from dis­
charged veterans of World War 11 
immediately. Claims may be hied 
with Commission representatives 
at any o f the twenty-three olfices 
of the Commission or the 137 itin­
erant service points scattered 
throughout the State.

The Serviceman’s Readjustment 
Act o f 1944 provides that honor­
ably discharged veterans of World 
War 11 m aybe entitled to read­
justment allowance provided they 
have had active service since Sep­
tember 16, 1940. Such active ser­
vice must have been ninety days 
or longer, or the veteran must 
have been discharged due to ser­
vice connected disability.

In order to be eligible, a veter­
an must be totally unemployed, 
or partially unemployed, or self- 
employed and earning less than 
$100 per month and must be regis­
tered for work at an employment 
service office. 1 le must be able to 
work and available for work and a 
resident o f the L'nitcd States at 
the time of hling claims.

Depending upon a veteran's 
length of service, readjustment al­
lowances may vary in duration 
from eight weeks minimum to a 
hfty-two week maximum. Read­
justment allowances are payable 
during a period o f two years after 
discharge or termination of the 
present war, whichever is the later 
date. Totally unemployed veter­
ans who file claims, and are other­
wise eligible, will receive $20 per 
week, while those who are parti­
ally employed may receive the dif­
ference between their weekly 
earnings and $23.00. Claims for re­
adjustment allowances will be 
taken on a weekly basis and 
checks in payment thereof mailed 
weekly to eligible veterans.
