UPSTRE.AM from Niagara Falls 
a short distance, the weather­
beaten hulk of a wrecked yacht 
lay for years in mid-channel.

A 
Canadian, native of Welland 
County, told me the story of the 
derelict, a thriller if I ever heard 
one, and worth repeating.

Several miles up the river, this 
comfortable little craft rode at 
anchor one night in quiet water. 
The skipper and some guests 
were sleeping peacefully on board 
when, by some unexplained cir­
cumstance, the boat came loose 
from her moorings. Nobody 
waked for a long time. The boat 
drifted with the current, which 
was not fast at first but gradu­
ally gained speed as it neared 
the falls.
Start to TH E  K E E L  was 
Investigate grinding on the 

nodulated rock A t ­
torn before the boat’s unsteady 
motion roused any of the sleep­
ers. Then they all got active at 
once. Most of them had no idea 
what to do first. Some actually 
began accusing one another and 
trying to fix the blame for losing 
the anchor — this, with the thun­
dering cataract in plain hearing, 
destruction only a few seconds 
away.

The skipper was a man of ac­
tion and presence of mind. While 
his guests suffered panic, he went 
below and blasted a hole in the 
hull with dynamite. The crippled 
cr.vft took on water fast and set­
tled to bottom in the swift

stream. Then it lodged! Days 
like months passed before the 
handful of frightened people 
could be brought ashore, but no 
lives were lost. Quick action 
saved them.
Paying C E R T A I N L Y  the 
the Price skipper loved his boat 

and hated to sacrifice 
it. He wished something might 
have waked him a mile up stream 
where life and property both 
could have been saved, but he 
paid the price of survival. Ameri­
ca’s ship of state is, this very day, 
drifting down a channel toward 
a cataract: the same channel 
through which Italy, Germany 
and Russia have passed, and the 
one France and England are en­
tering now.

The United States of America 
has drifted far but our engines 
are still in condition and the boat 
is not out of control. Still there 
is time for our leaders to save, 
not only our people from revolu­
tion, but the personal freedom 
our forefathers fled monarchs and 
despots to obtain and fought des­
perately to keep. The way to 
ruin is via central planning, gov­

-control, -ownership.

Government ownership is full 
concentration of authority — a 
pretty name for despotism. The 
trend is unmistakable, the tragic 
course is familiar. It is time to 
turn back under power toward 
individual liberty: freedom of 
faith, freedom of speech, the 
right to own property and the 
right to buy and sell. While we 
has-e the only large seaworthy 
yacht on the river, it’s time for 
quick action.

Livestock lou some of recent 
sharp gains, cotton rallied then 
sagged, but peanuts and sweet po­
tatoes, grains and citrus moved 
upward while eggs and poultry, 
potatoes and onions weakened at 
southwest markets last week, says 
USDA’s Production and Market­
ing Administration.

Cotton gained about half of re­
cent heavy losses early last week 

I but sagged later. Spot market ac­
tivity was slack but increased as 
prices advanced. Demand contin­
ued good for light offering. U. S. 
Department o f Agriculture esti­
mates domestic mill use for 1946-47 
at 9.5 million bales, export 3 mil­
lions and carryover on August 1, 
1947 about 3.8 millions, about half 
as large as the carryover at the 
begining of th e  season and the 
smallest since 1929.

Egge fared better than poultry 
last ueek as more meat appeared. 
Southwest markets reported good 
demand for eggs at steady prices, 
but dull demand for poultry a t 
prices a nickel to a dime below 
recent high levels.

Hog receipts at six chief south­
west market last week totaled 16> 
225 head, about a thousand more 
than the previous week, and adout 
a third as many as arrived at 
Chicago alone. Butcher hogs were 
up $2 a cwt. at Ft. Worth to reach 
an all-time peak. Other markets 
reported prices 50 cents to $2 50 
higher than the previous week’s

close.
About 93,000 cattle arrived at 

southwest markets last week, only 
slightly more than the previous 
week, but enough to cause the 
worst congestion at Ft. Worth since 
1917. Kansas City was forced to 
place an embargo on truck arrivals* 
Meat hungry consumers kept de­
mand strong, but prices at some 
markets were below the previous 
week’s t o p .  Ft. Worth quoted 
medium and good slaughters steers 
and yearlings $15 to $23 a cwt. 
and medium and good cows $11 to 
$14. San Antonio sold top medium 
and good short-fed steers at $21 to 
$22 and medium and good cows 
$10.50 to $14. At Houston common 
and medium steers and yearlings 
r e l i z e d  $12.50 to $14 50, and 
common and medinm cows $8 25 
to $11.25. Oklahoma City moved 
good and choice fed steers at $22 
to $27 and beef cows up to $18. 
At Wichita medium to good slaugh­
ter steers brought $17 to $22 and 
common and medium cows $9.50 
to  $13.50. Denver sold medium 
grass fat steers at $18.50 and com­
mon and medium cows $10.50 to 
$13.50.

Most southwest sheep and lamb 
markets rep)orted lower prices last 
week compared to the first days 
following decotrol. Good and choice 
lambs brought $16 to$I6.75acwt., 
San Antonio. Medium and good 
slaughter lambs relized $16 to $18. 
Ft. Worth and mostly $18, Okla­
homa City. Denver quoted good 
and choice lambs at $20 to $21.

First citrus shipments o f  the 
season left the Rio Grand Valley 
of Texas last week. Trucks moved

most of the supplies. Demand was 
active with truckers lined up at 
packing chutes. On-the-tree prices 
for grapefruit ranged from $40 to 
$60 a ton and for oranges from $50 
to $60, depending on variety and 
size. Louisiana and Texas sweet 
potatoes held firm with the harvest 
about two-thirds over. Most sup­
plies went into storage. Colorado 
shipping points reported slightly 
weaker prices for potatoes a n d  
onions.
