FUEL FOR INFLATION
The ci>ckiest m;tn in Washington 

these days is old John L. Le\̂ ■is. 
A repiorter who was present when 
Lewis signed the new contracts 
with the coal I'perators told me the 
mine workers' riielatoi beamed and 
boasted of his rMiwer.

,‘\s you know, t!u' lu w agn-ement 
ups hourly wages of miners from 
an average of SI IT to almost S2 
In addition, the direct royalty tax 
imposed on each ton of coal n 
doubled to ten cents. The total 
take in this fund will now approx­
imate $35 million a year, perhaps 
a little more

The impact of this increase will 
be reflected in the increased cost 
of living to the .American people. 
The price of coal will jump about 
75 cents a ton to the .American peo­
ple. liivlustiy will, of course, pass 
the increased cost on to the con- 
suiiiei of manufacturi'd goods. .And 
;.o It goes.

The new contract was made un- 
iler pu's'sure Irom the steel iililus 
try. It was that industry that in 
February of last year yielded ti 
C'lO's Phil Murray's demands aftei 
the big stiike. and resulted in tlu 
Government's wage stabilizatior. 
piograiii being disi aided. Then fol 
lowed the upsurge of wages and 
prices, and the cost of living boom­
ed, So from the standpoint of tlu 
wellaie of the worker. .Muriay’.- 
jiapei \ ictory was of little value.

Indeed, in .Augu.--t of UHG. the 
.AFL. smarting from the sting ol 
the increased cost of li\ mg, put tlu 
blame squarely on the tactics oi 
the CIO in breaking the wage line

It follows that the Lewis \ ictoiy 
may be a paper victory, as was 
that of Phil Murray. It will mean 
the miners' dollar will not buy 
quite as much, and other workers 
will make similiar ilemands.

The family budget for all people 
will have to he worked up.

In forcing the big concessions 
‘ from the coal operators. Lewis

^Congress. He boasted that he

' \ oled fol the Taft-Hartli'V bill.

Ttu' coal miner’s boss had good 
'■ea.son for not liking the new labor 

■ bill. .Among other cuibs. it re- 
[ quires that welfare funds such as 
I those for the miners, must be un- 

ler a joint control ol industry and 
the union. That means that Lewis 
cannot dictate the spending of that 
$35 million a year, and he doesn't 
like it. In the past he has used 
dzeable sums ot the miners' funds 
in political cr.mp.iigns, and that 
authority will hi- curbed m the 
fiiturt-.

.Another labor czar who was in 
the news last week was Ceasar Pe- 
trillo. President of the .American 
Federation of Musicians. .As such, 
he rules w ith an iron hand ovei 
what music can be recorded, what 
bands can broadcast, etc. It is said 
his monoply control over the pro- 
fe.ssional musicians ot the country 
.quals or perhaps exceeds that of 
John Lewis over the coal miners.

•As a member of a House Loboi 
sub-committee, I questioned Petiil- 
lo at length regarding his future 
plans. He .said he will not make 
new contracts with any recording

companies after present ones ex­
pire m December, and that begin­
ning on ne.xt F'ebruary 1st, no big- 
time bands will be permitted to 
broadcast over the networks.

The Music Dictator admitted the 
Taft Haltley law has curbed much 
of his power, such as requiring 
stand-by union orchestras to bi‘ 
paid when amateurs are broad- 
ca.-ting. He said if permitted by 
anti-ti ust laws, liis union may be­
come the exclusive makers of rec­
ords m the future. The committee 
IS probing all angles ol Petrillo s 
ruthless power, and plans to rec- 
commenil needed laws to further 
protect music lovers and the .Am­
erican people from his abuses.

Save Sugar for Everyone’s 
Share for Home Canning!

Start Your Own Rationing 
System

You’re on your own this year so 
far as home canning sugar is con- 
cerneii! How much you have for 
canning depends upon how much you 
save. As this is being written, the 
revised rationing system increases 
the amount of sugar allowed each in­
dividual but makes no provision for 
additional allotments for home can­
ning.

So it’s entirely up to you to estab­
lish your own system of rationing, 
getting aside a certain amount from 
each individual’s allotment for put­
ting up home-canned foods.

I f  you can’t possibly, even by self- 
imposed rationing, have e n o u g h  
sugar to put up all the food you 
want with as much sugar as you’d 
like, then you can fall back on the

sugar stretching methods used with 
such good results during the war. ' 

Housewives learned then that 
fruits for pies, puddings and gel-j 
atin desserts keep just as well with­
out sugar, although it’s advisable to; 
use a little sugar, if possible, withj 
light colored fruits in order to pre-* 
serve color. They learned, too, that) 
a combination of corn siruj) andj 
granulated sugar gives excellent re-, 
suits. Those who enjoy the taste of 
honey learned to use it as a sugar; 
extender. Use of saccharin is barredj 
of course because it has a tendency; 
to produce an unplea.-ant taste. ‘ 

Home canners have also learned; 
that they can use brown sugar,! 
maple sugar and sirup in butters,; 
jams and spreads, although these araj 
not satisfactory for other canning.

Putting up some amount of fruit 
without sugar is a good idea because; 
you then have it on hand to make 
into jat..s and iellics as needed.
