While the new proposal does not
go as far as the American Bar As-
sociation had recommended, the
new system 1s sure to be more de-
mocratic than has been the case in
the past.

The bill provides: That local
commanders shall not have control
over the members of courts by
taking Judge Advocate General
officers out of “line of command.”

That officers as well as enlisted
men may be tried by special courts
for minor offenses;

defense counsel

and the prosecutor in general
|| courts be attorneys,;
| That lesser penalties than those

now provided be imposed in many
Cases

That accused men many not be
confined with prisoners of war,or
otherwise punished (except to be
confined) prior to conviction;

That members of courts be In-
structed as are juries in civilian
courts, that the accused be presum-
ed to be innocent until proven guil-
ty and that the burden of proof
shall be on the government.

Finally, the bill establishes a
much more comprehensive system
of review of convictions. A new

board will review all convictions
and will consider questions of fact
as well as of law. I am convinced
this bill will go a long way toward
insuring the service men fair and
impartials trials

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3 Unions Block Labor Peace—Refuse Wage Boost

Already Accepted by 19 Other Railroad Unions!

The Brotherhood of Locomotive Engi-
neers, Brotherhood of Locomotive Fire-
men and Enginemen and the Switchmen'’s
Union of North America, representing
125,000 railroad emploves, have refused
to accept the offer of the Railroads of a
wage increase of 154 cents an hour.

This is the same increase awarded
1,000,000 non-operating employes by an
arbitration board in September, 1947.

This is the same increase accepted by
175,000 conductors, trainmen and switch-
men by agreement on November 14, 1947,

Agreements have been made with
1,175,000 employes, represented by nine-
teen unions. But these three unions, rep-
resenting only 125,000 men, are trying to
get more. They are demanding also many
new working rules not embraced in the
settlement with the conductors and train-
ren,

Incidentally, the Switchmen’s Union of
Northh America represents only about 7%
f all railroad switchmen, the other 93%
ing represented by the Brotherhood of
ulroad Trainmen and covered by the
»ttlement with that union.
Strike Threat
The leaders of these three unions spread a
strike ballot while negotiations were still
in progress, This is not a secret vote but is
taken by union leaders and votes are
signed by the employes in the presence
of union representatives.

When direct negotiations failed, the
leaders of theze three unions refused to
join the railroads in asking the National
Mediation Board to attempt to settle the
dizpute, but the Board took jurisdiction
at the request of the carriers and has been
carnestly attempting since November 24,
1947, to bring about a settlement. The
Board on January 15, 1948, announced
its inability to reach a mediation settle-
ment. The leaders of the unions rejected
the request of the Mediation Board to
arbitrate. The railroads accepted,

What Now?
The Unions having refused to arbitrate,
the Railway Labor Act provides for the
appointment of a fact-finding board by
the President.

The railroads feel it is due shippers,
passengers, employes, stockholders, and
the general public to know that through-
out these negotiations and in mediation,
they have not only exerted every effort to
reach a fair and reasonable settlement,
but they have also met every requirement
of the Railway Labor Act respecting the
negotiation, mediation, and arbitration of
labor disputes.

Itseemsunthinkable that these three unions,
representing less than 10 per cent of railroad

employes, and those among the highest paid,
can successfully maintain the threat of a par-
alyzing strike against the interest of the en-
tire country—and against 90 per cent of their
fellow employes.

The threat of a strike cannot justify grant-
ing more favorable conditions to 125,000 em-
ployes than have already been put in effect
for 1,175,000, nor will it alter the opposition
of the railroads (o unwarranted wage in-
creases or to changes in working rules which
are not justified.

A glance at the box shows what employes
represented by the Engineers and Firemen
make. They are among the highest paid in
the ranks of labor in the United States, if not
the highest.

This is an insect which
moves about during the first part
of its life. As it grows a little old-
er, it settles down on a certain spot
and stays there. When a tree is
badly infested with the scale it
weakens the whole tree and may
kill the smaller branches. If you
have the scale on your trees, spray
now with a 3% oil emulsion spray.
One gallon of oil emulsion to 15
gallons of water is the correct pro-
portion. Oil emulsion is generally
available at hardware and farm
supply stores.
