It m ay be th a t one of these days 
w hen you go to the  polls in the 
general e lection you w ill be p e r­
m itted  to vote u irec tly  for your 
choice for p resident, and know 
your vote will ac tua lly  be couiited 
in the  totals.

As it is now, you vote for a 
group of electors, and  your vote 
doesn’t count a t all unless the  group 
you vote for happens to get a m aj­
ority  of the  popular votes cast. Not 

[only th a t, if you vote aga inst a par- 
I ticu lar group of electors, and those 
you vote for do not w in in your 

! sta te , th en  y o u r vote is counted 
FOR the  group you voted against.!

1 T hat is, even  if the  prevailing  
1 group receives only 51% of th e  pop- 
|u la r  votes in the sta te , th a t group 

levertheless is cred ited  w ith  ALL 
fthe votes cast in th a t state.

Ever since 1824, w hen a d ead ­
lo c k  th rew  th e  election of the  P res­
ident into the  House of R epresen ta­

t iv e s ,  a ll s tu d en ts  of governm ent 
have recognized th is h ia tu s  in our 
system  of electing  the  P resident.

Each s ta te  now is allow ed the 
sam e num ber of e lectoral votes th a t 
such s ta te  has R epresen ta tives and 
Senators in th e  Congress. Texas 
therefore, has 23. And electors are 
chosen in each s ta te  to cast th a t I s ta te ’s e lectoral votes for P resident.

1 Regardless of how close the  popu- 
lla r vote m ay be in a sta te , the 
[electors receiving a lead actually  
least ALL th e  e lectoral votes to 

i-hich th a t s ta te  is en titled . This is 
called the u n it system .

Last week a House sub-vom m it- 
tee gave approval to a resolution by 
Congressman Ed G ossett of W ich­

ita  Falls, w hich would, if adopted, 
im end the  C onstitu tion  and  abolish 
Ihe electoral college bu t w ould re- 
Iain the  num ber of electoral votes 
[n each s ta te  as is now provided.

'The G ossett resolution, w hich I 
fndorse, woul do th e  following;

1. The electoral college w ould be 
abolished.

2. Each s ta te  w ould con tinue to 
have the sam e num ber of e lec t­
o ra l votes as a t p re s e n t

3. The P resid en t w ould be e lec t­
ed by d irec t vote of the peo­
ple.

4. The u n it s ta te  vote would be 
elim inated.

5. The e lectoral votes of each 
sta te  w ould be divided betw een 
the  cand ida tes in exact pro- 
po iiion  to  th e ir popu lar votes 
in th a t state.

In a rad io  in terv iew  I had  w ith 
Dngressman G ossett last week, ho 
^fended his reso lu tion  as being 

the  h ighest im portance at this 
ie  on our h istory .I “If m y proposal w ere in effect

system  now, both m ajor parties 
m ake all sorts of prom ises to Neg­
ro voters, left-w ing groups, etc., 
w’h o ,u su a lly  vote in blocks.

T here arc  a h.nlf dozen populous 
populous sta tes th a t a re  p ivo ta l—- 
w here perhaps a 5% sw itch of 
votes would change th e  resu lt and 
cause ALL the electoral votes to 
go to a d iffe ren t P residen tia l can ­
didate. T herefore, th e  politicians 
spend vast am ounts of m oney to 
sw ing the organized groups and 
blocks into th e ir respective camps.

More m oney, for exam ple, will be 
spent by the  D em ocrats th is year 
to corral the Negro votes in H arlem  
than  will be sp>ent in th e  P resid en ­
tial race in all of Texas. Likewise, 
the  R epublicans w ill spend m ore in 
H arlem  th an  they  will in the  S ta te  
of Iowa.

This all adds up  to the  fact tha t 
under our p resen t system , w hich is 
adm itted ly  full of defects, the  m a­
jor parties a re  going to scram ble 
for m inority  group votes in pivotal 
states.

If the  C onstitu tion  is changed by 
the G ossett am endm ent, then  there 
will be no longer any need or in ­
centive for going a fte r the  m in o r­
ity blocs of votes in o rd e r to get 
cred it for the  votes ac tua lly  ob­
tained in a state . Even though a 
candidate  should fail to get those 
bloc votes, he w ould still get cred it 
for every  vote cast for him  in th a t 
state.

We live in an  age of pressure 
groups—a group th a t frequen tly  
exercises a pow er far ou t of p ro ­
portion to th e ir  num bers. T hat evil 
in our political system  will con tin ­
ue un til and unless the C onstitu tion  
is am ended as proposed. If it h a p ­
pens, the  South  w ill th e re a fte r  e x ­
e r t  m ore influence iri A m erican pol­
itics th an  ev er before in history.

idea of actually living in Russia. 
Apparently, f r o m  a personal 
viewpoint they’ll take American 
living any day. ■*

On that point, these Commu- 
niats and Russophobes show good 
judgment. Your Russian factory 
worker, under the new Russian 
prices, has to spend the income of 
ono hour and 18 minutes of labor 
for a quart of milk, which the 
average American factory worker 
gets in exchange for the price of 
10 minutes labor. A pound of but­
ter costa the Russian 10 hours 
and 42 minutes; the American 
only 48 H minutes (not counting 
the time spent griping about the 
current price)., g
Higher IT COSTS the Russian 
Prices factory worker about 

four weeks’ work to get 
himself a part-wool suit. If he 
wants a worsted suit he’ll have to 
spend his entire pay fur more 
than three months. His American 
counterpart can work out a good

auality worsted suit in little more 
)an three days. More than two 
weeks’ pay would have to go in­

to a pair of leather shoes for the 
Russian, yet the American can 
work them out in less than a day.
* These comparisons are based 
upon estimates of the Bureau of 
Labor Statistics and on Russian 
prices as reported by the Asso­
ciated Press in December. The

comparisons are as accurate as 
the iron curtain will permit. 
■They show that prices th a com­
munistic economy are much high­
er than our own, in terms of 
work. And those are the terms 
that count.

Our individual 
freedom of enterprise is distinct­
ly Americin. No Communistic or 
socialistic state can offer that to 
its people.

S teve C u rrie ’s irrigated  pastu re  
has m ade excellen t grow th th is 
w inter. The grass and legum e m ix ­
tu re  was seeded from S eptem ber 
16 to O ctober 15 last fall. P e re n ­
nial rye, 5 pounds; o rchard  grass, 6 
pounds; m eadow fescue, 3 pounds; 
crested w heat. 2 pounds; sm ooth 
biom e, 8 pound.s; alfalfa, 1 4  pounds 
and ladino clover, 1 pounds, 
m ade up the m ix ture. The alfalfa 
and clover was inoculated and ad ­
ded to o ther seed in d rill box at 
frequen t in terva ls to get even  dis­
tribu tion . W ater was applied  before 
and a fte r d rilling  w ith  sp rin k le r 
irrigation  system . The p lan ting  
was m ade in the  fall to avoid as 
m uch weed com petition  as possible.

A check of the pastu re  Jan u a ry  
15 of this year by H arold Jensen , 
range conservation ist w ith  the Soil 
C onservation Serv ice showed excell­
en t s tand  of m eadow  fescue, good 
stand  of orchard  grass, fa ir stands 

I of pernenn ial rye and sm ooth brom e 
and a few sca tte red  p lan ts of c rest­
ed wheat. A lfalfa and ladino clover 
s tands w ere good.

C urrie  w ill use his 65 acre pas­
tu re  to graze livestock rem oved 
from  native  range thus giving these 
areas a chance to recover from de- 
teria tion  caused by the  ex tended  
drought. For m axim um  production 
and convenience in applying ir r i­
gation w ater the  pastu re  will be d i­
vided into four equal areas and 
each one grazed in o rder for p e r­
iods of 5 to 7 days. W ater w ill be 
applied  to each plot im m ediately 
following the rem oval of livestock.

Irrigated  p astu re  in the  P lain- 
view  area has been producing graz­
ing for an average of one cow and 
her calf per year per acre, accord­
ing to Mr. Basil, a cooperator w ith 
the  Hale C ounty Soil C onservation 
D istrict.

George Dcm ere. cooperator w ith 
the N orth Conch R iver Soil Con­
servation  D istrict, has carried  his 
ew es through the w in ter w ithout 
supplem ental feed because of the 
grass reserve on his range. The be­
nefit to soil condition and the  p ro ­
tection from  rap id  runoff and e ro ­
sion is ev iden t on a section pasture 
which D cm ere deferred  last sum ­
m er. T here is s till good stubble 
height on buffalo grass and  side 
oats gram a on m uch of this pas­
ture.

Road blocks and diversions built 
by R obert Foster last sum m er as a 
p a rt of his com plete conservation 
plan tu rn ed  the  runoff w a te r on to 
adjoining range land reported  T. A. 
Revell, eng ineer w ith  the Soil Con­
servation  Service.

C onservation plans on the H arry  
Tw eedle, J r . Ranch and M axwell 
T u rn e r Ranch, W ater Valley, L. A. 
Radde Ranch, S terling  City, and 
M arshall Cook’s W ilkins and Car- 
lile Ranches, G arden City, w ere ap ­
proved by the  D istrict Board of 
Supervisors in regu lar m eeting on 
M onday of last week.

On T. H. H um ble’s tria l seeding 
of grasses on an old cultivated  
field, w estern  w heat grass is up to 
an excellen t stand  averaging 3 vig­
orous p lan ts per linear foot. W est­
ern  w heat grass was p lan ted  w ith  a 
m ix tu re  of w estern  w heat, rescue, 
and buffalo on 2*'2 acres. A to tal of 
12 acres was seeded Septem ber 20, 
1947 to nine species of native and 
in troduced grasses. O ther grasses 
show ing some germ ination and 
grbw th are weeping love grass,
g ian t panic, rescue, blue grama,
crested  w heat and rhodes.

H arry  Tw eedle, J r . noted th a t the 
high w ind Monday, M arch 1,
caused severe w ind erosion and 
sm all grain dam age on several
fields near W ater Valley. His cu lti­
vated  land on the divide which has 
an abundance of old needle grass 
as litte r m ixed in the surface layer 
of the soil did not suffer any soil 
loss from wind. To' protect his 
land from this spring hazard in fu ­
tu re  years. Tw eedle included as a 
part of his conservation plan, the 
practice of re tu rn in g  crop residue 
to the soil each year. This residue 
will serve as litte r to increase w a t­
er penetration  and reduce evapor­
ation.

Weakness of 
'll Slock Shows

(le) ami 
inthrop 
R. Miss

L ate w in ter and ea rly  spring is 

le season for fa t stock show s here 
the southw est. In these events 

lousands of boys d isplay cattle, 
tieep and o th er livestock upon 
I'hich they  have cen tered  hundreds

of hours of painstak ing  labor, study 
and valuable feed. The fitness of 
the livestock in the show s is the re ­
su lt of the boy’s ingenuity , labor, 
knowledge, the use of the feed 
available and the quality  of the 
anim als.

Much of the work of vocational 
ag ricu ltu ra l instructors and county 
agents in tra in ing  the boys in live­
stock work is m issing the real ob ­
jective if honest and practical ed ­
ucation of the young ranchm an is 
th a t objective. If, how ever, live­
stock shows are degenerated  into 
carn ivals of com petition betw een 
individual breeders, instructors, 
com m unities, tow ns and cities, then 
the young m an is m erely a tool, an 
excuse for ballyhoo and advertising. 
Why should the tim e, the  labor and 
the education of hundreds of young 
m en be d irected  tow ard  a goal the 
achievem ent of which brings little  
bu t a handfu l of blue or purp le rib ­
bons, some cash and m uch im prac­
tical know ledge?

In short, we believe too m uch 
stress, m oney and publicity  is giv­
en the “top” or the ’’C ham pion” . 
In a stock show ’s scram ble to o u t­
do ano ther too little  consideration 
is given the  boys, too m uch consid­
eration  to the “publicity  angle.”

We believe th a t it ra th e r rid icu­
lous for an instructo r to utilize u n ­
lim ited am ounts of im ported  and 
expensive feeds to fa tten  a show

anim al. It is m ore reasonable to 
give the boy experience w ith which 
he will work a fte r schooling.

Too m uch tim e is being devoted 
to breeds of livestock im practical 
for the area in which the work is 
being done. W hile th is is freely ad ­
m itted, the time, the labor and 
m oney expended upon such live­
stock, especially sheep is excused 
w ith the sim ple exp lanation  th a t 
“they win in the shows.”

It has not become apparen t until 
the last few years th a t a tten tion  
should be d irected  to range m anage­
m ent practices as well as feeding 
routines and form ulas. It is from 
the land th a t all feedstuffs m ust 
come and the education of the 
young farm er and rancher in more

practical land usage is far more 
im portan t th an  show ing him  how 
he can win first prize in a livestock 
show through the use of ex p en ­
sive, uneconomic feedstuffs.

The subject has been scratched 
i very lightly. It should be explored 

thoroughly especially  by the par- 
I ents of the boys. In vary ing  degrees 
' these boys are being cheated in 
th e ir education and will continue 
to be cheated of m ore practical 
tra in ing  in farm ing and ranching 
until “we have to do th a t to w in” 
is discarded for “if it isn’t practic- 

I al, we won’t do it.”

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SWING OF SOUTHWEST 
FARM MARKETS

By U nited S tates D epartm ent of 
A griculture

CHARLES L. SOUTH

Charles L. South Out 
For Congress

C harles L. South. Coleman, a r ­
rived in Sterlipj, City Saturday 
afternoon, formally announced his 
candidacy for Congress from the 
21st congressional d istrict of Texas. 
South visited in S terling City and 
m et voters.

South, who w is  elected to Con­
gress in 1934. served in tha t capa­
city for eight consecutive years. 
D uring the last several years of 
his service, h.* was a m em ber ol 
the piowerful In tc ista te  and For­
eign Com m ittee of the House, for- 
m erely presided over by Hon. Sam 
R ayburn of Texas, which gave him 
an opportunity  to effectively spon­
sor legislation of particu lar value 
to the 21st district, including the 
Wool Labeling .\e t. passed in 1940: 
m aking m ore money available for 
wool research; the equalization of 
freight rates; the cedar eradication 
program ; and the farm  purchase 
program , which has enabled thous­
ands of deserving farm ers to p u r­
chase farm s at a low rate of in te r­
est.

South supported and now advo­
cates a w ell-balanced farm  and 
ranch program , providing for soil 
conservation, storing of flood w a t­
ers, and suitable crop rotation; the 
guaranteeing of a fair price for 
farm  and ranch products, in keep­
ing w ith prices which the producer 
has to pay foi articles which he 
buys; the continuation anc^ ex p an ­
sion of our Rural Electrification 
Program , which m akes lights and 
power available to the farm  and 
ranch; m aking labor as well as cap­
ital fully responsible for its con­
trac ts .and the outlaw ing of ju ris ­
dictional and sitdow n strikes. He 
insists tha t in order for labor to be 
en titled  to a fair and adequate 
wage, which it should and m ust 
have, labor m ust give in re tu rn  an 
honest and efficient day's work.

“O ur federal governm ent has 
gone on a spending binge which 
will soon end in national ban k ru p ­
tcy ,if not stopped”, he states. “De­
spite the fact that our national 
deb t now am ounts to $2,000.00 for 
every  man, woman and child in the 
nation. Congress is appropriating 
money at an annual rate equal to 
$1,000.00 for every Aemerican fam ­
ily of four persons. Equal, also to 
the to tal value of all crops, live­
stock. poultry  and eggs, raised and 
produced in the en tire  United 
S tates for the four years, 1936 to 
1939, inclusive. It should be rem ­
em bered tha t it is not the am ount 
of our resources which m akes and 
keeps us strong, but the m anner 
in which such resources are used 
and conserved. It is idle to talk  
about any substantial reduction of 
our tax  burden, until expenditures 
are  brought under some sem blance 
of control.

"I strongly favor tha t provision 
of the tax reduction bill advocated 
by the Democratic leaders in Con­
gress, which would levy an excess 
-profits tax  on corporations, after 
they have earned a fair re tu rn  on 
th e ir investm ents, thereby p reven t­
ing the fu rther skyrocketing of 
prices on m ay articles which we all 
have to buy.

“We m ust ever be on guard 
against the growth of Communism, 
Facism, and all o ther foreign doc­
trin es  which seek the overthrow  of 
our governm ent. I am vigorously 
opposed to any policy tending to 
appease Russia or any other nation 
or governm ent seeking to spread 
revolu tionary  doctrines.

“We m ust continue to keep a 
strong Army, Navy and Airforce, 
w ith special em phasis on scientific 
research and airpow er, so long as 
doubt, fear and d istrust exist, I do 
not favor the giving aw ay of any 
m ilitary  secrets, the atomic bomb 
for instance. At the same tim e we 
m ust not lose sight of the fact th a t 
tile only thing which can ever 
bring  tru e  happiness and lasting 
progress to the hum an race isw 'orld 
peace, tow ard which we m ust con­
stan tly  strive.

“The m anner in which our F eder­
al governm ent has m ishandled the 
veteran 's housing problem  is both

(USDA)— Hogs and eggs fu rn ish ­
ed weak spots at m ostly steady to 
strong southw est farm m arkets last 
week, according to the Production 
and M arketing .Administration, U.S. 
D epartm ent of .Agriculture.

Southw est grain m arkets ex p er­
ienced m oderate up and down 
m ovem ents in light trading during 
the past week, and net gains ranged 
generally from one to six cents i 
bushel. No. 1 wheat closed Monday 
around $2.54 in bulk carlots at T ex ­
as common points with No. 2 w hite 
corn $2.93 to $2.96, and oats $1.43 
to $1 47.

Rice held barely steady last week, 
as d istribu tors placed few orders 
and m ills appeared unw illing to 
low er quotations. Sharply  reduced 
hay offerings sold about unchang­
ed. Feed prices varied little  from a 
week earlier. Demand for shelled 
peanuts dragged. A severe break in 
goreign wool prices slowed sou th ­
west buying.

S teadily  clim bing cotton prices 
recovered most of the loss sustained 
in the sharp  break  last week-end. 
Dallas quoted spo* m iddling 15-lC 
inch .Monday at 33.95.

Seasonally increasing egg supplie.< 
forced prices down m ostly tw o to 
four cents a dozen during  the past 
week C urren t rec '’ints ranged from 
37 to 40 cents a dozen at most 
southw est m arkets. Pou ltry  sold 
firm  to stronger. Heavy hens 
brought 25 to 27 cents a pound at 
Fort W orth and Dallas, and 35 to 
39 at New Orleans.

South Texas cattle  m arkets 
scored gains up to $1 a hundred  for 
the week, w hile o ther term inals 
showed uneven trends w ith no m a­
jo r changes. Houston paid $13 to 
$24 for common to m edium  steers 
and yearlings Monday. Medium and 
good grades of shortfed  yearlings 
brought $25 to $26.50 at San A n­
tonio as steers, yearlings and h e if­
ers sold at $22.50 to $26 at Fort 
W orth, shortfed  steers $25 to $25.50 
at O klahom a City, and light h e if­
ers $19 to $24 at Wichita.

Southw est hog prices opened the 
week m ostly 50 to 75 ren ts  a b u n ­
d led  low er than  a week earlier T ex ­
as m akets paid $22.25 to $22.50 for 
good and choice m edium  weight 
bu tchers Monday, w hile Oklahom a 
and K ansas gave $23 to $24, and 
Denver $24 to $24.50. Sows ranged 
largely from $17 to $18 w ith San 
■Antonio $1 more.

Lam bs sold around 50 cents 
higher at San Antonio and Denver 
for the week, but o ther southw est 
m arkets lost m ainly 50 cents to$l. 
Ewes ranged from steady to strong, 
w ith best grades bringing $11 to 
$12.50. San Antonio paid $17 for 
common lambs, as Fort W orth took 
good ^ o r n  lam bs at $19 and D en­
ver gave $21.25.

F irst shipm ents of Texas Ruby 
Red g rapefru it sold readily in San 
Francisco at $6.50 for’ 80’s and la r ­
ger and $6 for 96’s. C itrus m arkets 
in the lower Rio G rande Valley con­
tinued about unchanged. South T ex ­
as carro ts sold stronger, spinach 
firm er, and cabbage higher in u n ­
settled  trade. Denver paid higher 
prices for broccoli, carro ts and on ­
ions, bu t less for g rapefru it and 
Texas oranges. Colorado potatoes 
and Louisiana sw eet potatoes moved 
in light dem and at about steady 
prices.

My record shows th a t I am inde­
pendent of any pressure groups tha t 
could deprive m e of com plete leg­
islative independence. I do not seek 
this office because of any necessity 
but from a sense of du ty , for there 
are not m any qualified  individuals 
who can leave th e ir work and go 
to A ustin during  sessions of the 
L egislature. T here are m any of you 
who are qualified  to serve the peo­
ple as represen ta tive ; bu t perhaps 
you do no t w an t to “stick your 

! neck ou t’’ in politics: You cannot 
afford to engage in  a cam paign, or 
perhaps you care not to have your 
good nam e bandied around and 
your repu ta tion  m ade a target. You 
m ay not wish to risk  defeat, or risk 
losing some of your friends of cus­
tom ers. None of these d isadvan­
tages appeal to me. My fam ily and 
kin  do not like the publicity  th a t 
goes w ith political cam paigning. I 
how ever, happen  to be in the for­
tu n ate  position of being able to

leave m y business for legislative 
service, and I believe th a t so im 
po rtan t an  office should not g 
begging for ju s t any  political op 
po rtun ist who m igh t happen to so 
in it the  o p p o rtu n ity  for privat 
gain.

I I subm it m y candidacy to tb
j people. 1 love our representativ 
form of goverrrm ent w hich rr.ak 
us the g reatest dem ocracy on cartl 
As your rep resen ta tiv e  I shall d 
all m m y pow er tq  preserve 
free institu tions aga inst the on 
croachm ents of those who woul 
sedll out to som e m iserab le “ i.sin 
th a t leads to d ic ta to rsh ip . I wi 
s trive to lessen u n d er privileg 
and over priv ilege and  b ring  abou 
m ore m iddle privilege.

I shall not be so iirsincere as 
m ake prom ises th a t I wish to  briti 
about a governm ent th a t engagi 
in the  w holesale business of creat 
ing handouts to every  one, fo 
nothing. I do say th a t I stan 
firm ly ded ica ted  to the  task o 
bringing abou t an  econom y tha 
will m ake it possible for every  m 
div idual to m ain ta in  a decent, fai 
and A m erican stan d ard  of livin 
if he or she is w illing  to give a ful 
m easure of ab ility  and talen t tt 
their chosen field.

I am  sincerely  g ra te fu l for th 
good vote w hich S te rling  count 
gave m e in m y bid for a second 
term , w hich was alm ost half of the 
to tal vote cast. If elected  I shall 
strive  to deserve your confidence.
