Diamond Jubilee of the railroad conceived and built by 
Texans for Texas — the Gulf, Colorado and Santa Fe

75 years ago a group o f  Galveston 
businessmen and merchants made 
plans tu build a railroad from the 
Gulf into the heart o f  Texas and out 
across the Southwest.

These industrious Texans had faith 
in their plans and put their hearts 
and labors in to  their railroad, 
backed up with their owm money.

Starting th« G. C. & S. F.
On June 6, 187.5, the Gulf, Colorado 
and Santa Fe was incorporated.

The first tracks reached Belton by 
1881, then west to Brownwood and 
north to  Fort W orth and Dallas, 
then a branch extending to Navasota 
and Conroe.

Linking with 
tha Sonta Fa Systam

By 1886 the Gulf,Colorado and Santa 
Fe had grown to the point o f  build­
ing into Oklahoma. At this time the 
Atchison, Topeka and Santa Fe was 
expanding in the Middle W est and 
building southward. Therefore, it 
was a natural joining of forces for 
these two railroads, both o f which 
had started out independently, yet 
with Santa Fe as a part o f their name.

Santo Fa Ail tha Way
The linking of the G. C. & S. F. and 
A.T. & S. F. brought through service

between Texas and Chicago and the 
Middle West as early as 1887.

Today, travelers and shippers have 
Santa Fe a ll tht way service between 
Texas and Louisiana, Oklahoma, 
Kansas, Missouri, Iowa, Illinois,Col­
orado, N ew  Mexico, .Arizona* and 
California.

On tha Gulf Lines Today
During this 75-year period, the ideal 
o f service to the people of Texas has 
been uninterrupted.

Just a few weeks ago, a brand- 
new Santa Fe streamliner was placed 
in daily service between Galveston 
and Chicago—the Texas Chief, which 
combines Texas’ own kind of hos­
pitality and Santa Fe’s traditional 
"Chief” service.

Giant freight Diesels haul Texas 
cattle, petroleum, minerals, wheat, 
cotton, and manufaaured products 
to markets far away.

N ew  servicing facilities for Diesels 
were recently opened at the great 
modern Cleburne shops. There are 
also Santa Fe shops at Tem ple, 
Galveston, B ellville, Brow nwood  
and Silsbee.

Cream Style, Whole Kernel, or 
Corn-on-the-Cob— you caa have your 
own liome canned corn in variety for 
winter use. More corn will be canned 
this year, due to the fact that more 
pressure cookers are available. Most 
home canners prefer to use pressure 
cookers for canning corn because it 
keeps so much better and time is 
saved too. Be sure the gau ge of 
your cooker is aecurate.

Always can corn fresh from the 
garden or truck patch. It must not 
have been gathered the previous day 
and stood overnight. The kernels 
should be plump, shiny and full of 
milk-like juice.

To can corn Cream Style, cut tip 
ends from the kernels and scrape out 
the pulp. Add one teaspoon salt and 
two cups boiling water to each quart 
of corn. Boil three minutes. Pour 
into hot Ball Jars. Process 100 min­
utes at 10 pounds pressure.

For Whole Kernel canning, cut 
the corn from the cob and do not 
scrape. Add one teaspoon salt and 
two cups boiling water to each quart

— p h o to  eourtoRy Ball Bros. Co

corn. Boil three minutes. Pour inte 
hot Ball Jars. Process 70 minutes at 
10 pounds pre> sire. Whole Kernel 
corn usually has better color, flavor, 
and keeping qualities than cream 
style, according to the Ball Blue 
Book, from which these directions 
are taken.

To can Corn-cr the-Cob, boil the 
corn five minuter and pack into hot 
Ball Jars, adding one teaspoon salt 
to each quart. Cuver with boiling 
water. Process 75 minutes at 10 
pounds pressure. Many like to put 
up Corn-on-the-Cob because it is a 
novelty. However, it tends to ab­
sorb the flavor of the cob.

Pint jars are preferable and be 
sure to add one and one-quarter cups 
of boiling water to each four cups 
of Whole Kernel and two cups of 
boiling water to each four cups of 
Cream Style corn. This facilitates 
heat penetration and helps prevent 
the cor,i turning brown. You can 
add one-half teaspoon salt and a 
little sugar, if you wish. Can either 
field or sweet cum, as you prefer,
