Lest we carry this satire too
fur, 1 will interrupt by saying
that such a mess ax the above is
ot sheer fantusy. It could hap-
pen here. The worst thing about
it is that the general public and
even many folks i the transpor-
tation industry, sre unaware of
the danger ‘et, economic col-

lupse and conrequent government

ownership is quite possible. The
nation would not have to go Com-
munistic or be conquered by Rus-
sia for this to happen.

SOME OF THOSE
who are closest to
t he transportation
industry fear that collapse may
come. The trouble lies in out-
moded forms of federal regula-
tion. Too much bureaucracy can
take us to socialism more quickly
than we think.

This setting of the scene for
trouble goes back a generation
The nation has compromised on
policies so long that the result is
a patchwork of rules and regula-
tions that creates as much inefli-
ciency as possible. Over 50 gov-
ernment bureaus are charged
with supervising some kind of
transportation, with little overall
coordination of policy. Actually,
in event our common carriers find
business no longer profitable, the
government is already well pre-
pared to beginu the take-over.

The trouble is that despite the
largest volume of peacetime traf-
tic, too few of our common car-
riers are able to make enough
profit to attract capital to thein-
dustry. If nationalization comes
in this country, it may well come
because private capital has dried
up as far as transportation is
concerned,

The problem is this: We must
have eflicient, low cost transpor-
tation, and we must have it the
American way. At a time when
our railroads, like other forms of
transport, are trying desperately
to reconstruct themselves after
an all-out job in wartime, we can
ill afford to shackle them with
heavy tax burdens and other
financial obstacles that prevent
rehabilitation. As the president
of one of our largest life insur-
ance companies put it: “Our rail-
roads need financial elbow-room.”

At the
same time, he said that America
has embarked upon an imperialis-
tic program, the greatest in his.
tory. (Imperialism means the
practice of seeking control or do-
minion over other lands and peo-
ples). Way the American Com-
munists have the situation sized
up bears no kinship to the plain
truth in international affairs.
