Sound, firm, tree-ripened peaches
are best for canning. Grade them
for size, color and condition, then
wash and peel. Simply scalding in
boiling water one minute and dip-
ping one-half minute in cold water
will cause some varieties to skin
easily. Paring with a knife is usually
“the bLest way to peel peaches: They
may then be eut in bhalves and the

the cavities of freestone fruit to
remove the pink or red fibers, As
peaches are halved, drop them in a
weak solution of vinegar and salt
water (one tablespoon salt to a
gallon of cold water) to prevent dis-
coloring. Rinse before canning.

Peaches may be canned by the
cold pack or hot pack method® but
hot packing and processing in a water
hath canner is considered superior.
