FARM MARKETS

By United States Department of
Agriculture
(USDA)—Southwest farm mar-
kets recorded many price declines
during the past week, the U. S
Department of Agriculture's Pro-
duction and Marketing Adminis-

tration reports

Hogs ruled generally lower on
greater numbers Monday's mar-
kets paid $29 for top butchers at
Kansas City, Wichita, and OkKkla-
homa City, $30 at Denver, $28.50
at Fort Worth, and $28 at San An-
tonio. Sows ranged mainly from
$22.50 to $26.50.

Heavier runs of cattle and cal-
ves brought sharply lower prices
at most southwest markets. Stock-
ers and feeders made up the maj-
ority of offerings, but moved slow-
ly in Monday's trade. San Antonio
took medium and good stocker

| calves from $23 to $25.50 while

Houston paid $21.50 to $24.50
Good and choice stocker steer cal-
ves changed hands at $23 to $27.50
at Fort Worth and $25 to $29.50
at Kansas City. Good grades made
$24 to $26 at Oklahoma City. Wich-
ita moved medium and good light
stocker steers and yearlings at $20
to $26. Denver sold common steers
at $18.50 to $20.

Another week of heavy sheep
marketings brought uneven price
trends. Prices ruled steady to

Good and choice spring lambs sold
825 at Denver and Kansas City and

Be it said to the
credit of Texans ,however,
since the adoption of the Constitu-
tion in 1876 only ninety-four
amendments have been adopted out
of the more than one-hundred sev-
enty-five submitted.

This article does not purport to
provide a complete analysis of the
proposals or their effect, if, as and
when the same are adopted. The
sole purpose hereof is to try to
stimulate  sufficient interest in
these proposed changes to result in
an intelligent expression by the
people in November.

This proposal came about as the
result of an amendment to the
United States Internal Revenue
Code adopted in October, 1942 The
Internal Revenue Code has since
been changed in this particular by
the Congress; hence the apparent
reason for this proposal no longer
exists. Our present community
property rights are well settled and
are the envy of those states which
do not have the community prop-
erty law. No one knows what ef-
fect of the adoption of this amend-
ment would be on the settled prop-
erty law of this State, and since the
United States Internal Revenue
Code has been amended it is not
deemed either necessary or wise
to disturb the settled law of Texas
by the adoption of this proposed
amendment.
