Texas sheep markets paid steady
to $1 higher prices for sheep and
lambs, as other terminals dropped
as much as 25 or 50 cents a hund-
red on some classes. Goat prices
rose mainly 50 cents at San An-
tonio. Best ewes cleared around
$9.50 at San Antonio and Denver,
$8.50 at Oklahoma City and Wich-
ita, and $10 at Fort Worth.

Southwest wool prices strength-
ened following the advance in for-
eign Merino wools. Mohair sold
around 40 cents for adult hair and
60 to 75 for kid, f.o.b. Texas.

Hogs netted an advance of most-
ly 50 cents at Texas markets, but
lost as much as 50 cents during the
week at Kansas terminals and $1
at Denver. Top butcher hogs cash-
ed at $23.75 at Fort Worth, $23.50
at Oklahoma City and Denver, and
$23.25 at San Antonio, Wichita, and
Kansas City. Sows brought most-
ly $18 to $21.50.

Cattle sold wunchanged to §1
higher for the week at most south-
west terminals, although some clas-
ses lost as much as 50 cents at Kan-
sas City. Cows and calves were
most numerous in the week’s trad-
ing. Killing calves moved largely
from $25 down at Kansas City and
Oklahoma City. Heavy slaughter
calves sold mainly from $19 to $24
at Denver, as good and choice
grades brought $19 to $24 at Wich-
ita and $21.50 to $25 at Fort Worth.
Good calves made $24 to $25 at
Houston and San Antonio.

DECEMBER 15

The present county committee
agreed upon December 15 as the
date for the 1949 County Commit-
teemen election. They also appoint-
ed the nominating committee. The
men appointed were E. L. Bailey,
Riley King, and Will Augustine
These men will select from a list
of eligible men to serve as commit-
teemen the names that are to ap-
pear on the ballot. They will se-
lect two names for each of the fol-
lowing positions: Chairman, vice-
chairman, and regular member and
a first and second alternate. The
list of eligible farmers or ranchers
is made up of men who have car-
ried out a conservation practice or
participated in the Loan or Price
Support Programs this year and
are not holding an office for which
tthey have been selected.

Any person who is participating |

or cooperating in any program ad-
ministered during 1948 through the
Agricultural Conservation Associa-
tion including owner, operator, te-
nant or sharecropper on a farm or
ranch on whic a conservation prac-
tice is being carried out, or any
owner, operator, tenant or share-
cropper who is eligible for a coop-
erator’s loan under any of the loan
programs or any one elibible for
price support unde any of the Price
Support Programs is eligible to
vote in this election. The wife is
eligible, also.

Every farmer and rancher who
is eligible to vote has a responsibil-
ity to cast his or her ballot on De-
cember 15. We may well be at the
cross-roads this year. We may neg-
leect our opportunity to adminis-
ter our own program and let con-
trol of agriculture slip away from
us. Or we may unite back of the
farm and ranch program and build
a better and stronger agriculture
in the future. It is your choice. Bal-
lots will be mailed to every eligible
voter. He may vote at the polls on
Dec. 15 or he may vote by mail. If
the voter chooses to mail the bal-
lots, they must be returned to the
AAA office by the date of the
election and the name of the voter
must be on the envelope in order
that the voter may be checked on
the list of eligible voters.
