During the latter part of January 
and February is the best time to 
work on the scale on your pecan 
trees. Spray with a 3% standard 
oil emulsion. This oil emulsion is 
available locally. One spraying 
sometimes doesn’t kill all of the 
scale. Make another application 
next year in case you don’t kill it 
this year. Do notspray more than 
once a year. Any spray machine 
that will reach the top of the tree 
will do the job.

If the weather perm its ,the 4-H 

members who are feeding pigs 
will exhibit them and weight 
them Saturday, January  8. West 
Texas Utilities is furnishing $3.00 
first prize and $2.00 second prize 
for the best gain during the past 
four weeks. Marshal Blair, Kent 
Jones, Charlie Davis, and Edmund 
Heacock are feeding pigs. They are 
feeding ground maize and a pro­
tein supplem ent made of 2 parts 
meat and bone scraps, 2 parts cot­
tonseed meal and one part alfalfa 
leaf meal. They are feeding salt 
free choice. This is a practical ra ­
tion and can be fed commercially 
on a profitable basis. Kitchen 
was’te is being utilized wherever 
possible.

Some counties in Texas are far 

ahead of others in conserving the 
soil and m oisture on cultivated 
fields. In Sterling County there 
are over 2,000 acres of cultivated 
land that need to be terraced this 
week! This is more land than has 
been terraced in this county to- 
date.

Jack Turner was telling recent­
ly of m aking good crops for three 
years running following a good 
soaking that some land got that he 
was farm ing in Runnels County. It 
is a fact that the ground is a good 
reservoir if you can get the water 
into it.

Terraces are not recommended 
in the overflow land along the riv ­
er, but for the rest of the county 
it seems that if it is worth farming 
it is worth terracing.

AAA payments for terracing 
amount to from $52.80 to $79.20 per 
mile of terraces. The Soil Conser­
vation Service is staffed with com­
petent personnel to assist you in 
laying out your terraces. If for 
any reason their services are not 
available to you, then I can assist 
you in laying out your terrace 
lines. However you choose to get 
the job done, here is hoping we 
get more terraces built in the 
county this year. It will not only 
protect the rem aining soil from e r­
osion, but it will help hold the 
moisture where it falls if and
when it rains.

I have been bullheaded about it, 
but I’m ready to admit that DDT 
did not do the job it should this 
past summ er in controlling house­
flies. Extensive experim ents are 
underway to determ ine the cause 
of this recent failure. Observations 
seem to show that it is just as ef­
fective as ever against hornflies,
