“Covering the County”

The unfortunate accident last
week isn't going to halt attempts
to find an effective method of ap-
plication of 24-D for control of the
bitterweed. Despite the serious in-
| juries received by J. W. Longen-
ette, who was piloting the spray
plane which crashed, he and his
partner, E. Y. Murphy, are report-
ed to be preparing another spray
plane for continuance of the work.

It is too early to appraise the ef-
fectiveness of the spraying which
was odne with the plane last week.
A summary and conclusions drawn
from results of this work will be
prepared in due time.
