' W ith nobody, even  including the 
House and Senate leaders, seem ing 
to have m uch idea w hen ad jo u rn ­
m ent will take  place, the tw o bod­
ies ground aw ay last week and 
passed a good m any bills and a d ­
vanced others. F inally  disposed of 
by both Houses was a m ilitary  pay 
ad justm ent m easure and a m ilitary  
assistance bill for A tlan tic  Pact 
Nations ,both of w hich w’ere sent 
to the W hite House for the P res i­
den t's  approval.

The m ilitary  assistance m easure 
is ano ther of those “calculated  
risks”—and aid program  designed 
to bolster the friendly  w estern  pow ­
ers and enable them  to protect 
them selves against com m unist 
coups at home and to resist in v a­
sion from outside. T he program  will 
include about one-half billion d o l­
lars w orth of su rp lus w ar m ateria ls 
which we have on hand.

As originally  passed by the  House 
the aid bill would have am ounted 
to $580 m illion, for a one-year p e r­
iod. The Senate, how ever, reduced 
this am ount to $500 m illion and 
authorized contracting  of a sim iliar 
am ount for a second year. This, 
coupled w ith ea r-m arked  funds for 
m ilitary  aid to G reece, T urkey , I r ­
an .Korea, and the Phillipines, 
m ade up a to tal of $1,314,000,000. 
The House finally  agreed to this 
figure.

W hile I p referred  and voted for 
the House version of the m ilitary  
aid, which would have put the as­
sistance program  on a year-to -year 
basis ra th e r th an  on a tw o-year 
basis. 1 supported  the final passage 
of the conference report. It seem ed 
wise to me to w’ait a year and see 
w hat is being accom plished in the 
way of cooperation and success in 
the re-arm ing plan before com m it­
ting ourselves for the  following 
year.

The Russian m enace, has, of 
course, been in tensified  by the d is­
closure th a t the Soviets actually  
have developed the atom ic bomb. 
All experts have agreed for years 
th a t the secret could not be kept, 
but our m ilitary  leaders have been 
estim ating the perfection of the 
bomb in Russia about 1952. But. 
as G eneral Eisenhow er once said: 
"We have the advan tage of being 
at least five years ahead of them  
in the im provem ent and develop­
m ent of the  bom b.” And we are 
favored w ith a stock-pile on hand, 
and trem endous production capa­
city.

'The inside accurate  inform ation 
about the explosion in Russia and 
the determ ination  th a t it was defi­
n itely  atom ic in natu re , has been 
heralded here as a g reat com pli­
m ent to our C en tral In telligence 
Service and our N ational S ecurity  
Council.

John  and M ary had been d r in k ­
ing heavily  and were, in fact, 
d runk. In this condition they  got 
into an autom obile, w ith Jo h n  d riv ­
ing. and rode out into the country . 
O ut of tow n a few m iles, Jo h n  
tu rned  off the public h ighw ay and  
drove onto a fa rm er’s p riv a te  prop­
erty.

As the car was weaving and  
skidding along the fa rm er’s road. 
John  saw  a pick-up truck  com ing 
along the road tow ard him. T he 
pick-up w as driven  by the farm er, 
and he had his th ree sm all ch ild ­
ren in the  back.

John  was too d runk  to avoid the  
pick-up. He sm ashed into it. T he 
farm er’s th ree  sm all children  w ere 
badly in ju red  and the truck  was 
dem olished. In an argum ent w ith  
the farm er, following the accident, 
John  adm itted  tha t he was d runk . 
He was charged w ith driv ing w hile 
in toxicated  and brought to tria l.

He was acquitted  and w ent scot- 
free because he was driv ing on a 
p rivate  road—the fa rm er’s ow n 
road—and not on a public highw ay.
