SOCIAL SECURITY EXTENDS 
WIDE COVERAGE

M any people are still unaw are of 
the ex ten t to which social security  
paym ents affect the com m unity, d e ­
clares George C lark, m anager of the 
San Angelo office of the  Social S e­
curity  .Adm inistration.

As old-age surv ivors insurance 
en ters  its seventeenth  year of op ­
eration, C lark  says, over five m il­
lion people are receiving $200 m il­
lion in insurance paym ents each 
m onth. T he to ta l paid in 1953 to 
these re tired  w orkers, th e ir fam il­
ies, and to  dependen t su rv ivors of 
decea':ed w orkers who w ere insured 
will be m ore th an  $2‘i  billion.

In  the past six teen  years, C lark  
believes, A m erican fam ilies have 
built up m ore protection under 
Federal old-age and surv ivors in ­
surance th an  they  generally  realize.

For exam ple, 80% of all jobs in 
the country  a re  covered by the  
p iogram , and 62 m illion persons are 
now insured for benefits on the  b a ­
sis of th e ir em ploym ent in covered 
work. T w en ty -th ree  m illion of 
these a re  perm anen tly  insured. 
Four out of five m others and child­
ren in the  U nited S ta tes a re  p ro ­
tected  u n d er the  F ederal program  
in case of the  death  of the  fam ily 
breadw inner. T he to ta l face value 
of the life insurance pro tection u n ­
d erw ritten  by  the  system  is over 
$275 billion.

22 cows a t 773 lbs. a t $18.50.

J . R. Goody, J r., H askell County, 
had some tw o-year-old feeder steers 
th a t set a new high for the  cu rren t 
crop at $23.50 and averaged 771 
lbs.

TIDELANDS. TREATY LAW. and 
reform  of our an tiquated  m ethod of 
electing P residents w ill be am ong 
the im portant subjects to come be­
fore the new Congress th is year. 
Tax reform , proposed changes in 
im m igration law s and the  annual 
struggle for a balanced budget w ill 
likewise be prom inent topics for 
consideration.

On the opening day of the ses­
sion I introduced a tidelands bill. 
It is the  identical bill w hich the 
House passed du ring  the last ses­
sion. By its term s the  seaboard 
S ta tes would have control over the  
oil and gas resources in the  .sub­
m erged lands ad jacen t to th e ir 
coasts. In the  case of Texas this 
area w ould ex tend  seaw ard  for a 
distance of 10Vs miles in accordance 
w ith  the boundaries of th e  R epub­
lic of Texas w hen it agreed to join 
the union.

In addition, th e  S tates would, u n ­
der m y new bill, get 37*s% of the  
oil and gas revenues from  the con­
tin en ta l shelf lands beyond the  
S ta te  boundaries—th a t is, beyond 
the th ree-m ile lim its and beyond 
the lO ti m ile lim it ^ in our bwn 
State.

O ver in the Senate. 39 Senators 
offered a sim iliar bill except th a t 
the Senate version is silent w ith 
respect to the continental shelf d i­
vision. Senator P rice Daniel has 
ju st introduced a bill which is iden­
tical w ith  the House version and 
the one I offered.

Thus, the outlook for long over­
due legislation confirm ing our title  
in tidelands appears bright. We are 
hoping for early  action on the  sub­
ject, and all indications po int in 
tha t direction.

I also introduced on the opening 
day a resolution providing for an  
am endm ent to the C onstitu tion 
which reads as follows: “A prov i­
sion of a trea ty  w hich conflicts w ith  
any provision of this C onstitu tion 
shall not be of any force or effect. 
A trea ty  shall become effective as 
in teran l law  in the U nited S ta tes 
only through legislation by Cong­
ress which it would enact u n d er its 
delegated powers in the absence of 
such trea ty .”

This am’endm ent w ould pro tect 
against provisions in any trea ty  

j which the Senate m ight ra tify  in 
i the fu tu re  which m ight in fringe 
upon any constitu tional' righ ts  of 
the ijeople of this country. I t is a 

I precautionary  move and is one th a t 
. has been endorsed by the  A m erican 
Bar Association. s im iliar proposal 
W’as before the C ongress last year.
