During th a t tim e the col­
onies could not have surv ived  the 
hardships and m any privations tha t 
were th ru st upon them  w ithout the 
aid of the M other C ountry.

But as tim e w ent on. the  young 
colonies' grew  restless and tired  of 
the chains* which held them  to Eng­
land. They w ere like a child  grow ­
ing up. As a sm all young group, 
they did not resen t the sm all taxes 
and orders th a t w ere .sent to them  
from England. But la te r on they 
became like a child reaching a d u lt­
hood. They felt th a t they  no longer 
needed the  guidance and restrictions 
of th e ir M other C ountry. They 
w anted to be free to m ake th e ir own 
choices, for be tte r or for worse. 
Thus w ere sown the first seeds of 
the begining of the A m erican Rev­
olution.

I th ink  th a t the law:^ fo rce! upon 
them  w ere the m ain th ings that the 
colonies objected to. W hen the col­
onies w ould object to one of the 
N avigation Acts, for instance, Eng­
land would only add ano ther and 
m ore stric t tax  instead of taking 
aw ay the first. It finally got to the 
stage th a t nearly  every th ing  the 
colonies used for trade had a tax 
upon it. England chose to re ject the 
possibility th a t there  w ere m en in 
the colonies who w ere fa r seeing 
enough to conceive a nation in 
which there  would be liberty  and

justice for all. England chose to re ­
ject the possibility th a t th ere  w ere 
m en and wom en who would die, if 
necessary, to m ake these great 
things possible. England thought 
th a t the colonies should consider it 
a privilege to  belong to her dom ain 
and never dream ed th a t such a 
sm all group w ould dare  th ink  of 
breaking  aw ay from her.

On Ju ly  4, 1776, th irteen  .small 
colonies in a new land broke aw ay 
from the  tlicn most pov.erful 
country  on th e  face of the earth . 
This was done by the w riting  of 
the im m ortal D eclaration of Inde­
pendence in Philadelphia at Inde- 
pem ience Hall. One .John llaneock 
was the first signer. Tiie D eclara­
tion states of the desire for freedom 
of speech, tria l by ju ry , freedom  of 
religion, freedom  of the  press, and 
countless o ther inalienable rights. 
It sta tes the desire for liberty  and 
justice for all.

Soon a fte r the D eclaration of In- 
'li'pendence came w ar w ith Eng­
land. For four long years the col­
onies fought for freedom. In 1781, 
and w ith the help of France, G en­
eral Cornw allis surrendered  his 
B ritish troops in Yorktow n to our 
forces. Names like George W ash­
ington. Patrick  Henry, N athan Hale, 
and countless o thers w ill rem ain  
im m ortal to A m ericans as long as 
the world goes on. We owe to them  
w hat no one can repay. We owe to 
them  our freedom .

A fter the w ar was won. the .Ar­
ticles of Federation was the ru ling  
document which was used u n til ' 
1787. The A rticles did not prove to 
satisfactory and the C onstitu tion 
was draw n up to take  its place. D if­
ferent am endm ents have been ad- 
,led at various tim es, b u t the  m ain  
idea of the C onstitu tion was for as 
m any personal liberties as* possible.

.As a resu lt of the C onstitu tion 
tw o parties came into pow er. These

w ere the Federalists, w hich is now 
our Republican party  and the  De­
m ocratic-R epublican, w hich is now 
our Dem ocratic party . T he F ed era l­
ists favored a cen tralized  govern­
m ent, and the D em ocratie-Repub- 
licans states righ ts to the  m axim um  
degree.

A few of the  things th a t A m erica 
m eans to m e are freedom  to express

yourself, freedom  or religion, and 
m ainly the fieedom  to live in this 
g.eate.st of countries. I th in k  that 
it is up to the  young people of to ­
day to help keep th e  precious free­
dom s th a t our for.'^athers gave to 
us. For me this is the  g rea test thing 
th a t Am erica has to offer. I t is a 
challenge, an h^nor, and a p riv il­
ege.

The cow has no upper plate. All 
of her teeth  are parked in the lower 
p a it  of her face. This arrangem en t 
was perfected by an efficiency ex ­
p ert to keep her from gum m ing 
th ings up. As a result, she b ites up 
and gum s down.

The m ale cow is called bu ll and is 
lassoed in Texas, fought in Mexico 
and shot in W ashington.

A slice of cow is w orth  8 cents 
in the cow, 14 cents in the hands 
of the packers and $2.40 at the n ea r­
est restau ran t.
