FLOOD PREVENTION was the 
basis for a bill passed by the House 
la.st week. It will implement soil 
conservation and experiments that 
have been maue m recent years in 
upstream flood prevention. Back in  ̂
1944 Congress first took action o n ) 
this subject and authorized compre­
hensive prevention projects. I was 
a member of the old Flood Control 
committee which included 11 water­
shed areas and made them eligible 
for prevention programs. One of 
those was the Central Colorado 
Watershed.

Since that time projects that 
have ben undertaken have attract­
ed widespread attention. The idea 
has become contagious. Coleman 
County pioneered in this work, as 
did other counties in our area. More 
recently McCulloch County spon­
sored a project on Deep Creek — 
now complete, and has a major one 
set up lor the entire Brady Creek 
watershed. The Deep Creek project 
has attracted thousands of visitors 
from all over the State.

The Mayor of Brownwood, Smith 
Bell, has indicated local interest in 
a project which would control per­
ennial floods that plague Brown- 
wood from Adams Branch. This 
could undoubtedly be accomplished 
by a comprehensive project, dam­
ming up all tributaries and allow­
ing the flood water to escape grad­
ually rather than all at one time.

In the case of Brady Creek, 
through complete cooperation of 
local people, local sponsors have 
obtained easements, without cost 
from more than 400 landowners, 
with permits to build 46 dams. This 
is a truly remarkable record. Two 
weeks ago a delegation from the 
Brady Creek area came to Wash­
ington to urge tne Appropriations  ̂
committee to bo a bit more gener-1 
ous than the Budget Bureau has i 
recommended, in funds for build-' 
ing these dams. The present budget 
figure calls for only about five mil­
lion dollars — about a million less 
than was appropriated last year. 
Many feel that funds should be re­
duced for flood control and other 
related purposes at least enough to 
add a few million dollars to this 
upstream program. Headed by Dick 
Winters of Brady, that group inlud- 
ed Joe Ogden and Arthur B. Schar- 
laf"*! anH Raymond Pfluger of Eden.

The bill passed by the House last 
week is the result of years of hear­
ings and study. Originally authared 
by Rep. Bob Poage, it has passed 
the House one time before. This 
time it will probably become law. 
This program of PREVENTING in­
stead of CONTROLLING flood wa­
ters is in a pioneering stage. It un­
doubtedly has a tremendous future. 
It goes hand in hand with soil con­
servation and range practices. The 
program deserves univesrsal sup­
port.
