FORT WORTH -  Just a year 
ago this week the calf market w’as 
at it-s lowest ebb in years. There 
was virtually no stocker trade on 
calves and yearlings, with the 
heavy September receipts of 1953 
moving largely into packer chanels.

The break in calf prices of around 
50 cents per hundred at Fort Worth 
Monday, with some spots on med­
ium kinds of stockers around 50 
cents to $1 per hundred lower, still 
left prices far ahead of a year ago 
on calves.

On Monday good and choice cal­
ves brought $14 to $17, and a year 
ago on September 24th, good and 
choice slaughter calves were quoted 

t̂ $11 to $14.50, few above $13.50. 
wUll. common and medium slaught­
er calves Monday sold from $8 to 
$13.50. and a year at this time drew 
$6 to $11.

Stocker and feeder calves topped 
at $16 to $17 a year ago as against 
$18.50 to $19.50 at Fort Worth Mon­
day.

Fat steers enjoy a better market 
than a year ago at this same date, 
but cows and buls are not selling as 
well. Good and choice fat steers 
and yearlings at $17 to $23 at mid- 
September of 19.53, compare with 
$19 to $24 at this time. Common 
and medium grassers at $7 to $15 a 
year ago compare with cattle sold 
this week at $10 to $18.50.

Fat cows a year ago drew $9.50 to 
$13, and this week at Fort Worth 
sold at $3.50 to $12.50, while canners

4 Spray insecticide with a hand 

rprav in your garage or other 
bull’ ings where the in=oct.s are in 
the h„bit of sjaying during the 
day time. Consult your County 
Agent or insecticide dealer for 
metho.ds and materials to use.

Tome of the members of the com­
mittee are going to inspect the 
draws and any place where there 
is enough run-off water to make 
a stan.iing pool, and oil any that 
arc found to prevent any further 
mosquitos from hatching out.
