Grasshoppers have become
a nuisance in some areas,
While they have not reached
the numbers here in Sterling
County that seem to be plag-
uing nearby counties, it might
be well to pass on the latest
recommendations for control
of hoppers so that you will
have them if they do become
serious locally.

A number of different in-
secticides can be used as spray
for good control of the hop-
pers. Dieldrin, aldrin, hepta-
chlor, chlordane, toxaphene,
or malathion all are recom-
mended as sprays. These can
be used on the turnrows, al-
ong the edges of pastures,
fence rows, or on ornamental
plants. On gardens only mal-
athion should be used on veg-
etables that will be harvested

within ten days. All others
listed should not be used
within 30 days of harvest
time.

Safest to use in gardens ac-
tually would be baits. Baits
can be made using 2 ounces
of heptachlor or aldrin per|
100 pounds of bran. These|
baits should be scattered ar-
ound the edges of the garden.|
