cup corn oil 
cup popcorn 
cup dark Karo 
cup sugar 
teaspoon salt

Syrup

Heat corn oil in a 4 quart ket­
tle over medium heat for 3 min- 
ute.s. Add popcorn. Cover, leav­
ing a small air space at the edge 
of the cover. Siuike frequently 
over medium heut until tlie pop­

ping stops. Meanwhile, mix to­
gether Karo .Syrup, sugar and 
.salt. Adil to popped corn in ket­
tle and stir constantly over me­
dium heat 3 to 5 minutes or 
until corn is evenly and com­
pletely coated with mixture. 
Remove from heat. Form into 
halls, using as little pressure as 
liossible. Use butter on hands, 
if desired. Makes 6 popcorn 
balls about 2M inches in diam­
eter. Do not double recipe.
