Mrs. Ruff was accompanied 
by her five-year-old twin 
children, Janice and James 
When Griffith arrived on the 
scene, he saw that the two 
wrecked vehicles were block­
ing the roadway, with the 
possibility of other vehicles 
plowing into the wreckage.

He parked his truck on a 
grane with signal lights flash­
ing to alert approaching ve­
hicles of the hazard.

Griffith discovered one of 
the children had died already 
jnd that the mother and other 
child were seriously injured.

the wreckage, to prevent by­
standers from moving the 
youngster, and administered 
first aid.

He then assisted in the re­
moval of the child—who suf­
fered a compound fracture of 
the leg and severe abdominal 
and head injuries—from the 
wreckage when an ambulance 
arrived, so as not to cause 
further injury.

Tiie DPS reports that Grif­
fith then remained at the 
scene and directed traffic un­
til another viettim could be 
removed and the wreckage 
deal ed.

And his calmness in taking 
charge of administering first 
aid at the scene possibly 
saved one child’s life and al­
most assuredly prevented fur­
ther injury.”

The mother and dead child 
were taken to a Sterling City 
hospital but Griffith remained 
with the other child. Still in

Captain Bell said, “Patrol­
men who investigated the ac­
cident state that Griffith’s 
‘take charge’ action in posting 
persons at the scene to direct 
traffic very probably averted 
other collisions.”

LAND BANK REDUCES 
INTEREST RATE

The board of directors of 
the Federal Land Bank of 
Houston has approved a re­
duction of >2 of 1% in the in­
terest rate which the bank 
will charge on its new loans 
beginning January 1. 1961. In 
making the announcement 
Hal Weatherford, president of 
the bank, stated that the board 
also authorized a reduction of 
4  of I't beginning January 
1 and until further notice on 
some $24 000.000 of loans 
which bear an interest rate of 
6% ,

According to Weatherford, 
this is the third time the Hous­
ton hank has been able to 
voluntarily reduce the interest 
on loans already on the books. 
The Federal Land Rank makes 
its loans through 73 Federal 
Land Bank Assocations locat­
ed throughout Texas.
