G. Garrett of the Texas Ani­
mal Health Commission, the 
Sterling County petition for a 
Typo II area brucellosis con­
trol program was approved 
in the commission hearing on 
January 9 in Austin. The 
proclamation declaring the ar­
ea will be issued on February 
24th and on that date quar­
antine regulations become ef­
fective.

At least 90 days must el­
apse between the issuance of 
the proclamation and the be­
ginning of testing. Thus, test­
ing of cattle could not possib­
ly start before May 25. That 
would be the earliest date 
possible and the auctual date 
would depend on the avail­

J W. Holland, District Di­
rector of the* Immigration and 
Naturalization Service, state*d 
that aliens in the United 
States will be required to re­
port their addresses to the 
.\ttorney General within the 
near future.

All aliens, with few excep­
tions, who are in the United 
States on January 1st each 
year must report their ad­
dresses by the end of that 
month. The following clas­
ses of aliens arc excused from 
this requirement; (1) Accred­
ited Diplomats. (2) Persons ac­
credited to certain interna­
tional organizations: and (3) 
Those admitted temporarily 
as agricultural laborers Forms 
with which to make the re­
port can be obtained from any 
Post Office or Immigration Of­
fice during the month of Jan­
uary.

Mr Holland said that the 
law provides severe penalties 
for failure to comply with the 
repotting requirement.

“Widows should apply for 
social security benefits as soon 
as they are 62". Floyd B. El­
lington. Manager of the San 
Angelo District Office ad­
vises. “It would be even bet­
ter if they applied a month 
or two before they are 62. Of 
course no one should delay, 
but widows in particular

should be careful to apply for 
benefits promptly.”

A woman’s benefit based on 
her own account, or on the 
account of a living husband is 
reduced if she applies before 
age 65, but a widow’s benefit 
is different. Widows’ benefits 
are not reduced and the full 
amount is paid at age 62.

“So, if you are a widow". 
Ellington explained, ‘And we 
lonce paid you a lump-sum or 
monthly benefits, you should 
apply again when you are 62.

Program is assisting Dr. Glass 
in his conservation plans.

D;. J. D. McKnight, 91, 
for whom the McKnight State 
Sanatorium, Carlsbad, was 
named, died in San Angelo 
arly Friday. He had suffered 

a heart attack Thursday, said 
niece Mrs. Jeff Davis of 

Sterling City.
Dr McKnight, a pioneer in 

tuberculosis work, was the 
lirntor of the State Tuberu- 
losis Sanatorium for a long 
period.

Charlie Probandt ranching 
south of Sterling City has 
constructed two and a hall 
miles of crossfence to more 
equally divide pasture ac­
reages on the ranch.

Of all the commodities on the

one of the most diflicult to buy 
with any degree of cci .uiniy. We 
look at a chair, we sit in it, we 
decide that we like the fabric 
with which it is upholstered, and 
we buy it. But do we really 
know what we are buying? What 
is under the cover? V.'i- are at­
tracted to the basic styiing of a 
wood cabinet. It is the right size 
and contains the required 
amount of storage space. But 
again, what do we know about 
the Wood, the finish, or tlie con­
struction? Buying .a “ Brand 
Name" can bo a guide, but this 
method should not always be 
used as a hard and fa.st rule.

The important far* ,r in buy­
ing furniture not always the 
number of dollars .s.nont, but 
rather the value lecolved for 
the di'liars spent. c .mbina- 
tion of three cli ments triab- 
lishcs the quality of tl.e nioce of 
furniture — de ign. cr.aIt-man- 
ship, and materia!;’ used. If any 
of these elements is mi-ssin;-, tiie 
value of the pi- ce is diminished.

Selection (4 d. i.;n is a ni.attcr 
of per.'onal I'.refe ■ . nee. but ask 
yourself this qo.-'ion, “ IDo I 
like to look at the piece of furni- 
t'jic. and v.I.y? Does it lit into 
tile ev- r-.all di e.ii ative .-ciieme 
which I I'.-n-.- i If it
pn.vse-s this t, .-t. then tialve into 
the censtrueiion of tite p.cce.

dove-tailed together, and not 
merely glued or nailed. The 
sides of tlic case should be glued 
and doweled. Scrutinize the in­
terior of the case to see that all 
supporting members are held in 
place V ith screws. These man­
ufacturing methods are used 
in any wood furniture, regard­
less of price, which has any de­
gree of quality.

Make certain of the materials 
used in the furniture which you 
are selecting. There is no sub­
stitute for the fine hardwoods 
and fine hardwood veneers in 
the fur.niture industry. Frames 
fu r  uiiholstered furniture should 
be made of hard kiln-dried lum­
ber, eliminating warpage and 
pulling apart, which necessitates 
expensive repair. Select uphol­
stering fabrics for weave, not 
weight or a combination of 
both. F in ish ed  wood pieces 
should have solid wood struc­
tural members, and either solid 
or line wood veneer surfaces. 
Determine whether you are buy­
ing a fine cabinet wood, or 
wiiether you are buying another 
material which is finished to re­
semble what is represented to 
you. Remember that fine hard­
woods have been designed by 
N.'turc to withstand the test of 
time. They give a natural beau­
ty through the years, and can 
always be refinished at nominal 
cost, when necessary.

Buy the best quality that you 
can afford, but learn to look for 
the trademarks of quality. This 
is whore value received—and
