Perhaps you have heard the 

comment that a camel is a 
horse put together by a com­
mittee. This Illuminates what I 
think is one of the principles 
of research Great research is 
done by great men, not by 
committees. It is The National 
Foundation’s job, among oth­
ers, to find those great men, 
and to see that they have ade­
quate equipment with which 
to work.

It is natural for the public to 
want immediate results. For the 
parents of a child afflicted with 
arthritis, for instance, to want 
quick cures is understandable. 
But wo are trustees of public 
funds We cannot spend those 
funds save for projects that 
hove some promise of success, 
conducted by people who have 
shown what they can do.

If our aims in research 
could be summed up, I would 
say that The National Founda­
tion operates like a rapier, not 
a bludgeon. We are selective. 
We put March of Dimes funds 
in the exact spot and under 
the specific man who will make

the most of it. We do not dump 
millions into hundreds of proj­
ects with a vague hope that by 
the law of averages some may 
produce.

In short, we try to be as 
careful in the selection of re­
search projects as an extreme­
ly fussy woman is in selection 
of a spring hat.

The research future is bright. 
With laboratory methods that 
have been developed, many 
under March of Dimes grants, 
we can move farther and fast­
er than in years past. Indeed, 
I often think of the polio strug­
gle as a time when we tooled 
up for what is to come. The 
methods that were so success­
ful in that polio challenge are 
now being applied to the 
greater challenges that lie 
ahead.

To accomplish what The Na­
tional Foundation desires re­
quires great men. We have had 
them in the past. We shall have 
them in the future and, with 
public contributions to tlie 
March of Dime.s, tho.e men 
will accomplish much for the 
good of mankind.

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The tug-of-war that has 
been mounting in recent years 
between so-called raidcal-lib- 
erals and conservatives an 1 
moderates, is taking shape for 
the ensuing session of Cong- 
gress. T ao years ago a group 
of House liberals demanded 
that the power of the House 
Rules Committee be hamstrung 
in order to smooth the way 
for more liberal legislation to 
be pushed through Congress.

Last Fall the same group, 
styled the “Study- Group", 
announced another drive ag- 
ainrt the Rules Committee, 
and early this vear became 
more vocal and insistent.

The Rules Committee sifts 
all bills that are reported out 
of the various committees, 
and decides which ones may 
be cleared for Floor action. 
It serves as a traffic signal 
system that channels the var­
ious bills toward debate.

Actually that committee has 
ser\-ed a valuable purpose. It 
has on occasions applied the 
brakes that has stalled the 
movement of a horde of non- 
essential measures, and is 
credited with saving American 
taxpayers billions of dollars 
It has been the thorn m the 
side of the free spenders and 
the radical-liberals

But the Rules Committee is 
not all-powerful, as its critics 
contend. Any bill can be 
brought up for a vote if a 
majority of the members of 
the House ask for it. regard­
less of the Rules Committee

Faced with a flock of spend­
ing proposals this year, the 
need for caution and sifting, 
such as only an effective Rules 
Committee can apply, is more 
pressing than ever. Another 
battle of the budget will soon 
be shaping up. The budget 
submitted to Congress by out­
going President Eisenhower 
anticipated a balanced budget 
for the next fiscal year, be­
ginning next July 1, and a 
$1.4 billion surplus.
But the radical-liberals have 

have amassed an a.mbitious 
program of welfare state and 
spending measures that could 
do havoc to the budget and 
push the Treasurj’ back to 
deficit financing, with more 
money to be borrowed to pay 
current bills.

That would mean more in­
flation, lower purchasing pow­
er of the dollar, and more fis­
cal headaches for the future.

so much money buying so many 
kinds of plugs? Isn't there one 
universal plug that will do the 
work of many —  and save us 
money besides?
A. The nearest thing to a uni­
versal plug seems to be one 
called the “ Diamond Jim”. This 
is a jointed, sinking plug shaped 
like a bait-fish. The secret of it 
is that it wiggles at both ends, 
rather than only at the tail. It 
can be fished near the surface or 
as deep as desired. Thus, it 
covers water at almost any 
depth. If a plug looks and acts 
like a bait-fish, and can be fished 
at whatever depth the fish are, 
it should do the job. This “ Dia­
mond Jim” does this, and is ef­
fective on nearly all game-fish. 
Your dealer can show you the 
one-half and one-quarter ounce 
sizes, in a choice of nine color 
combinations.
Q. H'here can I get a free book­
let that tells how to catch fish 
when they don’t seem to be 
biting?
A. When fish are not feeding, 
it’s pretty hard to tempt them.
