Removal of Cattle From
Livestock Markets

After cattle are purchased
land before removal from live-
[stock markets, it shall be the
{joint responsibility of the pur-
chaser and the livestock mar-
ket operator to have all cattle
|sub]«-ct to brucellosis tests or
|vaccinations, tested or vacci-
nated.

1. All cattle—except steers,
spaved heifers, calves under
8 months of age and official
|brucellosis vaccinates under
{30 months of age—leaving this
market to premises in any
