A new chemical finishing 
process for cotton wash-wear 
fabrics is undergoing evalua­
tion by the USDA. Experi- ^ 
ments conducted by four films J>û  Cantrell 
indicate the new method is suc­
cessful and one firm is market­
ing the treated garments.

The new process, which uses 
formaldehyde to bind together 
the cotton’s cellulose molecules, 
appears to impart a more dur­
able finish to many of the 
wash-wear fabrics. Also, the 
formaldehyde treated fabrics 
do not show a tendency to yel­
lowing or other discoloration 
when subjected to bleaching 
with bleaches.

Ranges in most parts of the 
state are in good condition. The 
two main exceptions are the 
Trans-Pecos area where the 
ranges are very dry and the 
Gulf Coast area. Ranges along 
the coast have received very 
little moisture since Hurricane 
Carla marched inland. Thi 
worst hurt areas there are the 
ones which were covered by 
sea and water. The salt has 
hurt the vegetation and con­
siderable livestock has been 
lost from that cause. Rains 
would wash the salt off the 
vegetation and also leach it out 
of the soil but rainfall has been 
scant since the storm.

In many areas of the state, 
winter grasses would take off 
with moisture and soon be fur­
nishing grazing. Filaree in 
much of this area of the state 
would soon be supplying gra­
zing if growing moisture be­
came available.

The Foundation has deter 
mined that $3,000,000 will fi 
nance the program in the stnt 
and livestock owners arc be 
ing asked to contribute to the 
fund on the following basis 
10c per head for al. sheep 
and goats owned, SOe per 
head for all cattle and horses 
owned, all stock one year old 
or older.

Contributions to the fund 
are dedeuctible according to 
the San Angelo office of the 
nternal Revenue Service. Own 
.'■rs of livestock can deduct it 
as a business expense; land 
lords who do not own live 
stock can also deduct it as an 
expense; all others, including 
business firms and individuals 
can deduct it as a contribution 
to a non-profit organization 

Basically, this is what the 
screwworm control progam 
would consist of and how i 
would work. Screwworms ov 
erwinter in an area of approx­
imately 50,000 square miles in 
South Texas from Galveston 
to Del Rio along a line which 
roughly follows Highway 90 
North of this line tempera­
tures usually arc low enough 
that the flies or pupa will not 
live. The first screwworms, or 
flies, north of this line in the 
spring usually enter the area 
as screwworms in wounds on 
animals being transported, or 
in trucks, cars or some other 
means since the fly will not 
travel over 35 miles per week 
under its own power. Life 
span of the fly is two to three 
weeks

Under the plan established 
by the Foundation and the 
United States Department of 
Agriculture, sterile male flies 
would be released in the ov 
erwintering area beginning 
next year. They would be re­
leased in the overwinter area 
south of Highway 90 and a 
buffer zone statrting at Del 
Rio and following the Rio 
Grande River to Santa Fe, 
New Mexico. This buffer zone 
would prevent the flies from 
entering Texas from the West 
since it would be tied into the 
Rocky Mountains over which 
the flies will not travel.

In areas north of the line, 
livestockmen would take care 
of the population by treating 
and killing all screwworms in 
stock. Since the female fly 
mates only once during her 
lifetime, no offspring would 
result from those females mat­
ing with the sterilized males. 
Eventually, the flies would 
be eliminated through this 
method; as they were elimi­
nated in Florida in a test 
program.

The United States Depart­
ment of Agriculture would be 
responsible for sterilizing the 
male flies through radiation 
and would release them in the 
overwintering area weekly. 
Millions of flies will be re­
quired to do the job and these 
flies must be raised in an es 
cape-proof laboratory. To do 
the job in Texas, several lab­
oratories wil be required. In 
addition, men to do the feed­
ing, raising, and releasing 
from planes will be needed 
Since each female may lay 
as many as 3.000 eggs, it is 
going to be a big job to .con­
trol them at first but the pi­
lot programs in the West In­
dies and Florida were success­
ful. It can be done in Texas. 
The Southwest Animal Health 
Foundation comprised of rep­
resentatives of the various 
livestock segments in Tex.as 
has undertaken to raise the 
funds with which to do the 
program and they feel very 
strongly that livestock pro- 
ducres everywhere in the state 
will suport the program and 
make screwworms a thing of 
the past
