social security benefits accord-
ing to Floyd B Ellingtcn, Man-
ager of the San Angelo Social

Security Office, bacouse of
failure to file an application
for payment.

Most of them are aware of
the $1200 yearly earnings re-
striction for social security ben-
eficiaries, but may not relize
that they are eligible for some
benafits even if their earnings
are more than $1200 per year.

An  emplovee can receive
a check for any month that his
earn‘ngs are $100 or less re-
gardless of his total earnings
for the year. A self-employed
person can recieve a check for
any month he does net render
substuntial services in the op-
eration of his business, regard-
less c¢f his net profit for the
year

Anvone who earns over $100
in every month, and over
$1200 in the year as well, may
still be eligible for some pay
ments Each two dollars earned
between $1200 and $1700
costs only one dollar in
security benefits; over
each additional dolla:

benefits one dollar.

Ellington said that anyone
who has reached retirement
age should inquire at his near-
mt social security office. He
may be losing benefits by not
applying now.
