Year Enlistments

Th Navy will accept volun­
teers for the first year term en­
listment and will permit cer­
tain young men to recnlist for 
two or three years in an expe 
imental program. Vice Admiral 
William R Smedberg, III, Chijf 
of Naval Personnel announced 
today.

The experimental program 
has been placed in operation.
