Section 2. This proposed
constitutional amendment
shall be submitted to the
voters at an election to be
held November 2, 1982.
The ballot shall provide for
voting for or against the
proposition: **The constitu-
tional amendment exemp-
ting implements of husban-
dry (Agricultural machinery
and equipment) from ad
valorem taxation.”' (S.J.R.
8)

The net result of this
amendment, if added to the
Constitution, will be to
exempt all  impliments
meeting the tax definition
from ad valorem taxation.

Bailey County Chief Ap-
praiser, Dale Jones, told
the Journal that out of a
large number of Bailey
County farm owners and
operators, only 262 signed
up this year for the farm
equipment exemption. ‘““On
the ones who did sign up,
a total of $8,254,483, was
removed from the 1982
Bailey County  Appraisal
District Tax base.
