COUNTY AGUNT
Livestock producers may
fhave trouble with vitamin A
deficiency this winter The
long dry summer and fall
furnished livestock, particu
larly cattle with very little
green feed, the (1-‘rtir‘.~.n
source of vitamin A
Deficienci of this vitamin
may occur at different times
n cattle handled under iden-
tical condition Ordinarily,
it is thought cattle can store
nough of the vitamin in the
form of carotene for about 45

lays.Symptoms of deficiencies

may occur any time from 80
days up to 140 days. Cows
carrying calves need more of
this important vitamin; a
shortage may result in dead
calves, calves without hair,
with swollen joints, blind
calves

Vitamin A has been synthe-
sized and is now very stable

It can be added to range cubes
r blocks and trouble averted.
The cost i1s down now from
what it was several yvears and
livestock producers would do
well to check into the cost of
adding it to their feed if they

are not already doing so. Most

producers realize the neces-

sity of feeding A when it is

not available in the natural

state and most feed dealers

encourage the addition state.

The artificial barrier of
sterile screwworm flies along
the Rio Grande River now
extends from Brownsville to
above Del Rio. This strip 1is
25 miles wide and has been
seeded weeklywith sterile {lies

since early in December

The barrier is eventually ex-
pected to be extended to the
New Mexico-Arizona state
line. Purpose of the barrier
is to prevent the spread or
migration of native screw-
worm flies from Mexico into
the Southwest. A weekly aver-
age of 500 sterile flies per
square mile is being released
in the area of the barrier.
Total area of the barrier is
13,000 square miles.

During the week
ember 9-15, only 311 screw-
worm specimens were sub-
mitted to the Mission labora-
tory. And additional 525 cases
without samples was reported.
During the same period of
time, 64,290,650 sterile flies
were dispersed in the South-
west.

It is more important now
than ever that all screwworm
specimens be sent to Mission.
There is a greater possibility
that the Foundation will be
able to treat infested local
areas now during the winter
months and further cut down
next vear's crop of

worms.
