Social security beneficiaries 
who are still working should 
report any increase in their 
earnings that would change 
their e;timated incomes for 
1962, cautioned F loyi B. El­
lington. Distiict Manager. San 
.\ngelo Social Secui ily Office.

Beneficiaries who work and 
earn over $1200 a year make 
an annual report of tlieir es­
timated earnines for the com­
ing year, Ellington explained. 
The amount of benefits with­
held by the Social Securily 
.-\dministration is based on 
this estimate.

To avoid everpayment in 
social security benefits, any 
increase in earnings above the 
estimate should be reported to 
social security promptly. If a 
beneficiary receives more in 
benefits than he should have, 
his checks may be suspended 
to make up for the overpay­
ment, Mr Ellington pointed 
out.

Revisions in the estimates 
may be made on post card 
forms furnished beneficiaries 
or at any social security office 
To delay may cause hardship 
later, Ellington warned

Over fifty million people 
have worked long enough un­
der social security lo qualify 
for cash disability benefits if 
they become disabled. This 
means that they have social 
security credits for five years 
l20 quarters) out of the past 
ten years, Floyd B. Ellington, 
district manager of the San 
Angelo Social Secuirty office 
said. In the case of a severe 
disability, the worker and his 
dependents may be eligible 
for monthly ca.'̂ h social secur­
ity disability benefits if he 
meets this work requirement.

The Navy will accept volun­
teers for the first year term en­
listment and will permit cer­
tain young men to reenlist for 
two or three years in an exper­
imental program.

Under 
the reenlistineni program, eli­
gible pcrsonel who have been 
released from active duty may 
i cenlist with an option n  up to 
30 days advance leave. Former­
ly, broken service men rcenlist- 
e 1 for four or six years with no 
adva.iceu leave authorn.ed Ad­
miral Smedberg said this new 
expo: mental p egram would 
affoi I \oung nu n of the coun­
try an opportunity to train and 
scr\e patriotically while learn­
ing of Navy life with only a 
three year committment.

The experimental program 
will in no way effect the Na­
vy’s current stay in school pol­
icy, young men will continue 
to be encouraged to stay in 
school.
