A substanti;<l cut in foreign 
aid got a boost la.'-t week when 
a committee headed be retired 
General Lucius D. Clay, after 
an exhau.stive study of the 
subject, reported that the USA 
has been attempting too much 
aid for too many and often in 
the wrong ways. The report 
called for an overhaul and a 
reduction.

K:om July 1, 194.5 to June 
30, 1962, our total c-conomic 
and militaiy aid to foreign 
countries was $97.6 billion.

Last year President Ken­
nedy asked for 4̂ 9 billion, but 
the Hou.se cut this figure to 
$3.9 billion, and the Senate 
went along. This year the 
President asked for another 
$4.9 billion plus an additional 
half billion in obligational au 
thority.

In the face of this, there is 
a carry-over of funds approp­
riated in previous years, of 
$213 billim  -  not yet spent, 
but in the pip'* line or waiting 
to be committed.

der social security to qualify 
for cash disability benefits if 
they become disabled. This 
means that they have social 
security credits for five years 
(20 quarters) out of the past 
ten years, Floyd B. Ellington, 
district manager of the San 
Angelo Social Secuirty office 
said. In the case of a severe 
disability, the worker and his 
dependents may be eligible 
for monthly cash social secur­
ity disability benefits if he 
meets this work requirement.

It is not necessary to be 
completely helpless to qualfy 
for social security disability 
benefits. These benefits are 
payable to those who suffer 
from a crippling disease or a 
severe impairment which 
makes them unable to do any 
substantial work.

Disabled adult sons and 
daughters of retired, deceased, 
or disabled workers may also 
receive childhood disability 
benefits if they become dis­
abled before they reached age
