Dr Roy E. Glass a retired 
San Angelo dentist, won the 

Outstanding Conservation 
Rancher." award presented by 
the Supeiwisors of the North 
Concho River Soil Consetwa- 
tion District George M. 
Skeete, chairman of the board 
of superv'isors. presented the 
award at the Lions Club 
Luncheon on April 24 Skeete 
then presented a slide show- 
entitled A Ix.-.sion in Range; 
Management from Mexico,’’ 
which w:$3 recorded by Dr. 
Huss of Texas A&M College.

Dr Glass has been a cooper­
ator with the North Concho 
Rier Soil Conseivaticn Dis­
trict since March of 1960. He 
immediately went into a 
Great Plains Conservation Pro­
gram Contract to carr>’ out a 
complete conservation pro­
gram on his 5051 acre ranch 
located 15 niles west of Ster­
ling City on the Garden City 
Highway. Dr Glass has spent 
most of his time improving 
his farms and ranches since 
his retirement.

Glass has almost completed 
his conservation plan .*ince 
I960. He has successfully re­
seeded 298 acres of rangeland 
which was badly infested with 
brush and grass cover was
scarce Now these areas have
a good portion of sidcoats 
grama, plains bristlegrass and

green spiangletop in the plant 
community. This reseeding 
was done in the stump-holes 
and disturbed areas while 
treedozing mesquite and other 
noxious brush. Glass has tree- 
dozed a total of 1669 acres of 
noxious brush since 1960.

In addition to the treedoz­
ing, Dr. Glass has aerial 
sprayed 1772 acres of mesquite. 
"Reducing the mesquite com­
petition really helps the grass" 
says Glas;.

Prickley pear and other 
types of cactus were taking 
a large portion of the avalable 
moisture on the Glass ranch 
untl 1382 acres of the thick- 
c.-t prickley pear were grubbed 
and piled.

Two pastures on the ranch 
were cross fenced so as to 
separate the hill country from 
the deep-S' il country. ‘.Mak­
ing large pa; tures smaller eli- 
riiinates the uneven grazing to 
a large i-xtcnt," .«ays Glass 
“Cross-fencing also permits 
more frequent and tmely de- 
ferrments fi.r each pr.sturo.

Four new Ihstock watering 
facilit,. s have b.-en installed 
so that hvoetnek will not need 
to travel over one mile to 
water. Three n live lock 
water wells have been drilled 
to furnish water for the wat­
ering facilities.
