On O ctober 9, 1871, Mrs. 
O’Leary’s cow kicked over a lan­
tern in a Chicago barn. The re­
sulting conflagration killed 250 
persons and destroyed 17,430 
buildings at a cost of $168 million.

Since it is common knowledge 
that cows kick and that hay is 
highly flammable, that was no 
accident. The lantern should have 
been placed well out of reach of 
flailing hoofs.

Fire Prevention Week —Octo­
ber 6-12 this year-has been ob­
served annually since 1922 during 
the week in which the anniver­
sary of the Great Chicago Fire 
falls. The object of Fire Preven­
tion Week is to encourage mil­
lions of people like Mrs. O’Leary 
to understand and eliminate the 
causes of fire. Most fires can be 
prevented—they are not due to 
unpredictable accidents or un­
avoidable bad luck,any more than 
the Great Chicago Fire was.

Many Children Die
Figures compiled by the Na­

tional Fire Protection Associa­
tion, sponsor of Fire Prevention 
Week, show that every day of the 
year the average fire toll includes 
1500 homes in the United States. 
More than half of the 11,800 fire 
deaths last year occurred in 
homes, and more than one-third 
of the victims were children.

Most of these fires could have 
been prevented, the NFPA points 
out. The great majority of fires 
is caused by uncomplicated, pre­
ventable circumstances such as 
carelessly discarded cigarettes, 
overloaded and defective electric 
wiring, or poorly maintained 
heating and cooking equipment.

“ We need to acknowledge the 
fact that fires are not only waste­
ful but avoidable, then go on to 
reform the habits and remove the

hazards which cause them,” says 
Percy Bugbee, general manager 
of the NFPA.

The steps to fire safety in the 
home are simple. They should 
start with the house itself.

Use Fire-Resistant Roof
Since combustible roofing is 

one of the major causes of con­
flagrations, according to the 
NFPA, fire-resistant roofing ma­
terial such as tile, slate, rock, 
asphalt shingles, or asbestos ce­
ment is of prime importance.

The NFPA particularly urges 
home owners in Arizona, Kansas, 
Nebraska, Oklahoma, Texas, New 
Mexico and other Southwestern 
states, where the use of combus­
tible roofinghas increased sharply 
in recent years, to make sure 
their homes are protected with 
fire-resistant roofing.

The widespread application of 
combustible roofing in communi­
ties where there are no local or­
dinances outlawing it has created 
exactly the dangerous condition 
that has been the chief contribu­
ting factor to most of the major 
conflagrations documented by the 
NFPA.

A fire-safe home must also be 
properly wired and have safe 
cooking and heating equipment 
that is kept in good working 
order.

Check for Hazards
The surest way to discover and 

eliminate dangerous conditions 
in a home is to have a fire depart­
ment inspection of it. In the 
meantime, families can check 
their own homes and get rid of 
the most obvious hazards such as 
improper fuses, frayed extension 
cords, extension cords under 
rugs, piles of papers or clothing 
in closets, attics, basements and 
yards, and carelessly stored paint 
and ilaniinablc liquids.

Prevention must also include 
good family fire-safety habits. 
High on the list of family safety 
measures is a carefully prepared 
and rehearsed escape plan for fire 
emergencies. Alternate routes to 
safety from every room, and es­
pecially from every bedroom, 
should be familiar to each mem­
ber of the family and to baby 

I sitters.
I One of the most dangerous I  fires is the clothing fire, whose 
most frequent victims are chil­
dren and the elderly. To prevent 
them, the NFPA recommends se­
lecting heavy, smooth-surfaced 
fabrics rather than light-weight, 
long-napped ones, and avoiding 
billowing designs and long, loose 
sleeves, particularly for wear 
when cooking.

Don’t Run—Roll 
But, since almost every kind of 

clothing can burn, safety from 
clothing fires calls for constant 
caution around stoves, heaters, 
fireplaces and outdoor fires, and 
in the use of matches and smok­
ing. If clothing does catch fire, 
don’t run. Roll on the ground or 
floor or smother the fire with a 
coat or blanket if there’s one 
available.

The tragic death-by-fire toll 
among children is largely due to 
parents who leave youngsters 
alone. Since even a few minutes 
for chatting with a neighbor or a 
quick trip to the neighborhood 

I store has resulted in many a 
i child’s death, the first fire safety 
I rule for parents of young chil­
dren is never under any circum- 

! stances to leave them alone. They
should be kept constantly in sight 
and mind. In addition, baby sit­
ters should have specific instruc­
tions to follow in case of fire, and 
older children should be taught 

, how to use and respect fire.

“ Area resident.s should file 

Iheir social security claims 
before they retire in order 
to insure prompt payment of 
benefits.” Floyd B. Ellington, 
•locial security district mana­
ger in San Angelo, said today.

Many people o f retirement 
age do not get their first so­
cial .seeunty checks as early 
as they might, simply because 
they waited too long to apply 
for their benefits, Ellington 
ooir.ted out.

.Appluations may be filed 
any lime within three months 
,)f when a person wants bene­
fits to start Since the average 
processing time of a claim is 
Iwceks, Ellington advisted peo­
ple to take advantage of this 
•ally filing and submit their 
applications as soon as pos­
sible.

Many claims are delayed 
because the applicants do not 
have the necessary informa­
tion or papers to establish 
their elibibilly for benefits, 
he said. These delays could 
be avoided if people would 
>et in touch with social se­
curity office ahead of time 
to find out what they should 
bring witli them when they 
apply for benefits.

Ellington stated that a short 
visit or phone call to the so- 
cal security office before the 
time of filing can signifccant- 
ly speed up the processing 
time of the application.

If you are a social security 
beneficiary who earned over 
$1200 from employment or 
.^elf-employment in 1962, and 
you were under the age of 
72 in any part of the year, 
you must file a report of your 
earnings with the Social Se­
curity Administration by April 
15 1963.

A municipal election held 
in Boston on September 24 
created quite a stir in Wash­
ington. It all began a few 
weeks ago when a Mrs. Hix. 
chairman o f the Boston School 
Board, refused to hold a hear­
ing demanded by N.A.ACP, to 
set up a system of transferring 
white and colored students 
from their neighborhood school 
across the city to other schools 
in order to equalize a mixture 
of Negro and white students 
in all the schools.

Mrs. Hix insisted she would 
have no part in forcing child­
ren to leave their ncighbf r— 
hood schooLs ind be tranrp(>ri- 
•'<1 across tuwn to other schools 
inlrly to force a mixture of 
races. As a result she was 
condemned as a “disgrace", 
whose action was “ reprehen­
sible" by a leading prelate at 
Bo.ston University. And, 10- 
Ov'O Negroes mrrehed in a 
dcnonstiation oi disappioval. 
Othei.s including extremists, 
joined n the t'"adc.

But Mrs. Hix held her 
ground. She said .she would 
let the voters decide the is­
sue. The lines were drawn, 
and a lively campaign was 
w’agcd W’ith the integration is­
sue cleaily defined.

When the votes were count­
ed on Tuesday Mrs. Hix won 

not by a mere majority, 
but by nearly three-fourths of 
the 100,000 who voted: It was 
a landslide unheard of in 
Boston. No wonder he muni­
cipal election there created 
quite a stir in Washington.

For eight 
years he was Christian Science 
Committee on Publication for 
Southern California. He served 
as the moderator of a number 
of Christian Science television 
programs which have been 
seen throughout the United 
States, Canada, Australa and 
and other countries.

But the battle for the Neg­
ro vote continues on Capitol 
Hill. With both Democratic 
and Republican politicans vy ­
ing with each other for ad­
vantage, civil rights legisla­
tion is moving toward a show- 
dow'n. The House will probably 
act first, probably in late Oc­
tober or early November. Ov­
er in the Senate it will be a 
long drawn out battle. Fili­
busters are taboo under House 
rules, but unless as many as 
two-thirds of the Senators cut 
it off the rules permit unlim­
ited debate in the Senate.

This legislation, as pro­
posed by the Administration, 
has been described by a for­
mer President o f the American 
Bar Association as “ ten per 
cent ‘civil rights’ and ninety 
percent extension of raw fed­
eral power.”  Politicians, while 
privately admitting some con­
cern at what happened in 
Boston, continue to talk glib­
ly of yellding to NAACP de­
mands on the federal level, 
and the pot o f gold at the end 
of the civil rights rainbow— 
those 20 million Negores and a 
sizeable bloc vote.
