1. Earnings from all types
of work if the beneficiary is
under age 72 and expects to
earn more than $1200 during
the year.

2. Death of a beneficiary.

3. Change in martial
status—unless the beneficiary
is receiving payments as a re-
tired worker.

4. Change of custody of a
child or other person for whom
you are receiving benefits.

5. Change in address.

“Social security beneficiaries
received a list of these and
other events that must be re-
ported with this check earlier
this year,” Ellington said. “If
they do not have this list, they
may pick up another at the
social security office.
