Certain •words mean different 
things to different people. Rich, 
poor, smart, dumb — all these 
terms take on various shades of 
meaning, depending on the per­
son using them. A Calcutta beg­
gar would consider any Amer­
ican rich; a man who can read 
and write is thought of as smart 
by an illiterate.

The term “ salesman” pro­
duces the same kind of semantic 
problem. To many people, the 
noun would apply to anyone who 
sold anything to anybody. This 
would include sidewalk pitch­
men, door-to-door gadget ven­
dors, newsboys and store clerks 
as well as the man making $100,- 
000 a year selling highly tech­
nical industrial equipment.

A salesman is a creative in­
dividual. He also is a man who 
develops markets, who aids the 
buyer as well as himself, and 
who is constantly trying to in­
crease his sales through bold, 
imaginative thinking.

Unless you can really com­
municate with a customer so 
that he thinks like you and is 
motivated to buy through your 
persuasive powers, you are not 
a salesman.
